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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) analyze of the characteristic of instructional leadership, and 2) synthesize the
research on instructional leadership from educational research that focused on instructional leadership. The
sample group in this research consisted of 90 educational studies included 67 master theses and 23 doctoral
dissertations on instructional leadership conducted between academic years 1999-2015 from 40 universities in
Thailand. The research tool was the table of documentary analysis. The data were analyzed by frequency and
percentage.

The findings show that: 1) In the classification according to the characteristics of printing, the majority of
research focused on the management education program. In the classification according to the characteristics of
research contents, the majority of studies focused on the study of instructional leadership. Most were concluded
in 2014. The majority of the research used new synthetic conceptual framework. Secondary used conceptual
framework of Hallinger & Murphy (1985). In the classification according to the characteristics of methodology, the
data from some were from teachers. Secondary were from principals. The most common study area used was
the Northeast of Thailand. The majority of schools were school under the Office of The Basic Education
Commission. 2) Synthesis of research about instructional leadership found that the majority of research used
supervising and evaluating instruction components. Secondary used coordinate and curriculum development
component.
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
