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Abstract
The purposes of this research were (1) to investigate the level of students’ patriotism, and
(2) to study the instructional organization of the history subject in the classroom context. In order to
conduct this research, 692 secondary school students in provincial area in Bangkok were chosen. The
multi-stage stratified random sampling method was used as a sampling technique. The data collecting
instruments were the Students’ Patriotism and Instruction in History Subject questionnaires with the
reliability coefficients ranging between 0.88 and 0.88. The data were analyzed using descriptive statistics.
The research findings were as follows: (1) There was a high level of patriotism among the
students; blind patriotism, constructive patriotism and symbolic patriotism received a high level (M =
4.09, SD=0.06; M= 4.09, SD=0.62 and M = 4.04, SD = 0.58). (2) There was a high level of perception in
the history subject in the students (M = 3.61, SD = 0.58); media, learning sources and activities in
classroom were received a high level (M = 3.82, SD = 0.64 and M = 3.74, SD = 0.71). Measurement and
evaluation were received a medium level (M = 3.28, SD = 0.62).
