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Liberalism, Realism and the Study on Environmental Issues in Thai IR

Abstract

This article’ s main research objectives were twofold: 1) to
investigate the existing knowledge on environmental issues within the two
main schools of international relations (IR) theory, liberalism and realism,
and 2) to evaluate the current and future state of IR research on
environmental issues in Thailand. The research employed qualitative
methodology and utilized John S. Dryzek’ s environmental discourses as
its theoretical framework.

The study findings revealed that, within the context of liberalism,
environmental issues are viewed in terms of environmental problem-
solving and sustainability discourses, whereas in realism, they are viewed
in terms of environmental problem-solving, sustainability, and limits and

survival discourses. Additionally, the majority of IR academic publications
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on environmental issues in Thailand continue to be influenced by these

two IR theoretical perspectives, which is a notable finding.
