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Abstract

The purpose of this article is fourfold. First, it explains US Presidential
Election in 2024 and its implications for American democracy and American
democratic leadership in the world. Second, the article describes the long process of
US Presidential Election from primary elections in early 2024, national conventions
in July and August, election campaigns to Election day. Third, the article explores
election issues and candidates’ standpoints that will decide the result on November
5th including economy, immigration, gun control, abortion and foreign policy.
Finally, an analysis of strengths and weaknesses of such process with particular

emphasis on the unique characteristics of Electoral College will be presented.
