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Abstract

This article aims to study the local history of Ban Nong Khuen Chang, Tha Song
Kon Sub-district, Mueang District, Maha Sarakham Province, as well as the economic
development of the Nong Khuen Chang women’s weaving group in the local historical
dimension. This study is part of the production of historical literature using the local
historical methodology by collecting data by interviewing the collective memories of
important people in the community and contemporaries. The results of the study found
that Ban Nong Khuen Chang has developed its settlement since the end of the 24th
Buddhist century and began to form in the early 25th Buddhist century. The
community’s local name was established based on the knowledge of the legend of the
herd of elephants coming down to play in the water. The study of local history under
the context of the community’s economic development can be divided into 4-time
dimensions: the 1-time dimension was the era of the establishment of an agricultural
community, which was the period of household production. Nong Khuen Chang was just
a small community. The 2-time dimension was the era of the establishment of
a handicraft community, which was influenced by the National Economic and Social
Development Plan and the expansion of education in Maha Sarakham Province, causing
the government and education sectors to participate in community development during
the initial foundation period. The 3-time dimension was the era of development from
the government sector. During this time, the government promoted and supported the
development of weaving patterns, patterns, colors, production methods, and marketing
plans for the community. Finally, the 4-time dimension was the era of transformation

from a handicraft community into a wisdom tourism destination of Maha Sarakham
