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Abstract

The Ministry of Education has implemented a policy to organize the teaching and
learning of Social Studies as a key mechanism for developing individuals to live in society with
quality, to understand social change, and to coexist happily with others. The content of Social
Studies supports the development of learners in terms of knowledge, skills, attitudes, and
moral-ethical values, which form the foundation of being a good citizen in a democratic
system. Therefore, the teaching of Social Studies should not be limited to the traditional
transmission of knowledge.

In Thai society, which has a long-standing foundation in religion and culture, Buddhism
has played a significant role in shaping the mental and intellectual orientation of the people.
In the 21st-century approach to teaching Social Studies, the world is rapidly changing under
the influence of technology, especially Artificial Intelligence (Al), which now plays a profound
role in daily life — from information retrieval and big data analysis to the creation of original
content.
