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Abstract

This qualitative research delves into the intricate world of Suzhou
embroidery, focusing on its historical and cultural evolution, artistic nuances,
and contemporary reinterpretation. The study is structured around three
primary objectives: firstly, to explore the historical and cultural background
shaping Suzhou embroidery and its patterns; secondly, to analyze the artistic
attributes of Suzhou embroidery motifs, encompassing technical features,
expressive content, modeling methods, color schemes, and compositional
elements; and thirdly, to creatively redesign Suzhou embroidery patterns,
infusing them with modern relevance while retaining their artistic essence.

The research methodology involves two distinct groups: the first, a
comprehensive information research group, focuses on various finished Suzhou
embroidery products, particularly those from Zhenhu Street in Suzhou. The
second group centers on design analysis, data collection, and satisfaction

assessment, involving diverse participants, including embroidery manufacturers,
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shop owners, designers, artisans, cultural enthusiasts, local residents, and
tourists in Zhenhu. Purposive sampling was employed to select these groups,
with questionnaires as the primary data collection tool.

Key findings reveal that Suzhou embroidery, one of the Four Great
Embroideries of China, not only shares common artistic threads with general
embroidery art but also boasts a distinctive style born from generations of
innovation and adherence to tradition. Celebrated for its rich history, diverse
techniques, elegant colors, and exquisite craftsmanship, Suzhou embroidery has
adapted to historical shifts, demonstrating remarkable resilience and vitality.
The study meticulously examines the technical, expressive, modeling, color,
and compositional aspects of Suzhou embroidery, uncovering its artistic

characteristics and cultural depth.

The research culminates in the design of ten unique Suzhou embroidery
patterns. These patterns were evaluated through satisfaction surveys targeting
the groups above. The results indicated a high level of appreciation, with
pattern 4 achieving the highest average satisfaction score of 4.5, followed by
patterns 9 and 8, scoring 4.12 and 4.02, respectively. Each pattern embodies the
artistic traits and traditional cultural significance intrinsic to Suzhou embroidery,
highlighting the successful fusion of historical artistry with contemporary design.

Secondly, Suzhou embroidery's exquisite craftsmanship and rich and
daring stitching techniques are the result of the excellent creativity and
aesthetic taste of the traditional artisans of China, and learning from Suzhou
embroidery's spirit and style of integration and innovation will be of great
benefit to the progress and development of the traditional arts and crafts. It is,
therefore, essential to actively study the artistic characteristics of Suzhou

embroidery to promote its cultural and artistic value.

Lu Jing's "A Brief Discussion on the Characteristics and Cultural
Connotation of Suzhou Embroidery" (Tian Gong, 2019:41) explains the stitching,
colors, the difference between hand-made and machine embroidery, and the
cultural connotation of Suzhou embroidery; Fu Hanlu's "On the Integration of
Suzhou Embroidery Technique and Modern Jewelry Design" (Tian Gong, 2022:16-
17) integrates tradition into life through the integration of Suzhou embroidery
art with jewelry and furniture ornaments; Zhang Xiaoying's "An Analysis of the

Characteristics of Suzhou Embroidery Art" (Southeast Culture, 2000:77-79)

describes the long history of Suzhou embroidery, and then gives a specific
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account of Suzhou embroidery through particular works. (Zhang Xiaoying,
2000:77-79) describes the long history of Suzhou embroidery and then uses
specific Suzhou embroidery works to illustrate the richness and variety of
stitches and subjects and the importance of embroidery thread. (Silk, 2019: 71-
76) analyses the influence of geography, humanities, and economy on the
artistic characteristics of embroidery by comparing the embroidery of the two

places, enriching the perspective of the study of artistic characteristics

Scope of Research

2) Research the materials, tools, and processes required to produce Suzhou

embroidery artwork. This process used the documentary analysis method.
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3) Research and collation of typical patterns and symbolism of Suzhou
embroidery. This process used the inductive method of information.

4) Drafting concepts and developing design principles

5) Extracting typical patterns and classic colors and redesigning them

6) Applying the redesigned embroidery motifs to the objects

7) Market questionnaire and market analysis of the reapplied works in Suzhou
embroidery

8) Selection of suitable redesigned products

Suzhou embroidery is an embroidery pattern using the Suzhou
embroidery stitch in the Wu region, with Suzhou's human and artistic
characteristics.

Artistic characteristics in this text refer to studying Suzhou embroidery
motifs' symbolic, aesthetic, and subjective aspects. In this article, Figurative
refers to the degree to which the concrete and vivid elements of Suzhou
embroidery achieve a certain social consciousness, a social tendency.
Aestheticists are interested in reason and emotion, the subjective and objective
perceptions of embroidery. Subjectivity refers to the embroidery's role, status,
and identity in its development. This article relates to the technical
characteristics, expressive content, modeling methods, color, and compositional
characteristics of Suzhou embroidery patterns.

Technical characteristics
wide variety of stitches

The production of Suzhou embroidery works reflects a variety of
needlework; it is the application of this wide variety of needlework, the
achievement of its works more exquisite and loved by everyone; it also
promotes the development of Suzhou embroidery culture. Suzhou embroidery
is very rich in needlework. Shen Shou summarised eighteen types of
needlework in his "Xue Northeastern Embroidery Compendium." Later on, after
continuous summarization and development, he formed nine categories of flat
embroidery, striped embroidery, point embroidery, braided embroidery, net
embroidery, yarn embroidery, messy embroidery, variant embroidery, and
auxiliary stitches, with a total of more than forty types of needlework.

Needlework is the method and form of organizing embroidery threads
through embroidery needles, an essential part of Suzhou embroidery and the
crystallization of the collective wisdom of the ancient sages engaged in Suzhou
embroidery. Each needle has a unique visual effect due to its specific rules of
line organization. Therefore, needlework has become an essential part of the
artistic charm of Suzhou embroidery. For example, when embroidering, it is
emphasized that the use of flat needles to connect the front and back of the
needle evenly in batches, the direction of the silk threads remains unchanged,
the stitches are neat, and the lines form a straightforward and even hierarchy,
which can show the effect of color haloing and rich decoration. Suzhou
embroidery emphasizes silk lining in the embroidery process, referring to the
direction of the arrangement of embroidery threads. Embroidery mainly relies
on the line to express the artistic effect; the use of natural silk thread

embroidery works of luster and painting dyes can not be compared to the
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different directions of the line will form an entirely different luster effect, so the
process of embroidery need to be constantly adjusted in the direction of the
needle to change the effect of the embroidery, which for the expression of the
object's twists and turns, concave and convex, the yin and yang to the back

plays a vital role.

Expressive Content

Deep and varied subject matter

Regarding content, most traditional Suzhou embroidery subjects originate
from life. They are highly personal, an expression of the thoughts, feelings, and
aesthetics of the people of Wu, reflecting the cultural style and artistic
achievements of the historical era in which the creator worked. In ancient China,
women often used embroidery to express their thoughts and emotions. Lotus
bags, fans, and incense pouches were all used to express their feelings.

Suzhou embroidery has a wide variety of subjects, generally divided into
six categories: plants, animals, pavilions and pavilions, characters, and geometric
patterns; plant motifs are the most common Suzhou embroidery subjects, with
flowers and plants making up the vast majority, of which lotus, peony, peony,
bamboo, orchids, and peach blossoms are widely used; the use of tree motifs is
more exotic and gives a sense of freshness; butterflies, dragonflies, tigers,
elephants, and Animals such as butterflies, dragonflies, tigers, elephants and
bats, birds such as cranes, swallows and peacocks, and fish all belong to the
animal category, in addition to animal motifs from myths and legends, such as
phoenixes, dragons and unicorns, which usually have an excellent blessing and
auspicious meaning. The landscape category is dominated by landscape
paintings, which are mainly painted with the calligraphy and painting works of
famous painters, and the effect of their brushwork is reproduced through

embroidery to express the ink and water meaning of Chinese painting; figure
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subjects are mostly artistic paintings, and using the work directly in embroidery
is an expression of appreciation of famous paintings; abstract motifs also include
classical patterns, geometric lines, curves, graffiti, etc. An excellent Suzhou
embroidery often achieves an artistic effect that cannot be achieved by
painting, enhancing the creative impact of the original painting and making the

embroidery and painting perfectly unified.

modeling methods

1 Simplify

mainly refers to simplifying the pattern, removing the pattern's too
cumbersome decorative details, to achieve more in line with the modern sense
of simplicity and generosity. However, the combination of simplification referred
to in this paper is to retain the basic skeleton of the pattern, simplify the
original complexity of the level, ensure the smoothness and integrity of the
contour, the pattern for a certain amount of deformation and abstraction, to
retain its traditional cultural connotations and meanings remain unchanged,
thus highlighting the effect of the pattern of the focus of the local modeling.

2 Increase the elements:

Choose the typical elements on the original pattern to re-combine to
form a new figure. Suzhou embroidery commonly uses geometric patterns such
as the ten thousand character pattern, back to the pattern, thunder pattern,
water wave pattern, etc., to carry out the increase in elements; the growth in
elements makes the graphics into a new graphic, which may be used to
strengthen the characteristics of the allegory is supported to make the main
body more prominent, the thinking of the more clear, so that the form is more
suitable for the content of the requirements; may also be weakened by the
part of the pattern caused by some of the parts of the omissible.

Fresh and light-colored character

In many works of folk art, the work creates a perfect artistic effect
through a clever combination of form and color. Form and color are essential
tools in works of folk art. Suzhou embroidery has its characteristics in its choice
of color. Traditional Suzhou embroidery art appreciation works are primarily
imitations of paintings, permeated with the spiritual connotations of literary
writers, with an elegant artistic taste and relatively muted and elegant colors.
Traditional Suzhou embroidery, whether for practical decoration or artistic
appreciation, uses flat embroidery as the primary method of embroidery, with
relatively simple color expression. Simple means that each color is used in a
recular patchwork according to the shape of the picture, expressing the shape
of the dots, lines, and surface patterns, matching each other to form its
embroidery style.

The emergence of messy needle embroidery has opened up a broader
scope for color expression in Suzhou embroidery. The color layers of sloppy
needle embroidery are much richer than those of traditional embroidery. Due to
the sheen of the threads, the texture of the embroidery lines is chaotic and
orderly, and when the light and angle of the embroidery change, its visual effect
also changes subtly. The visual variation of the empty blends gives rise to a
more colorful artistic expression than oil painting, forming a color style unique

to the art of Suzhou embroidery.
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Suzhou embroidery is very rich in color. The naked eye can distinguish
about a dozen colors, broken into over a hundred. The colors of silk used in
Suzhou embroidery are well over a hundred if not thousands. Moreover, to
make Suzhou embroidery works full of color and harmonious, each color line
has multiple layers of color in different shades. This richness of color provides
the basis for the graphic presentation of Suzhou embroidery. It makes Suzhou
embroidery expressive, harmonious, and delicate, with natural transitions and a
more peaceful and realistic look. The beautiful and elegant nature of Suzhou
embroidery makes it so that, even with such a wealth of color, magnificent
colors are not usually chosen as the main or base color. Even when large
blocks of vibrant color are to be shown due to the needs of the work,
embroidery artists will avoid the tackiness resulting from overly flamboyant
colors by adjusting the stitching and color (Zhang Xiaoying, 2000:79-79). Suzhou
embroidery uses fresh, light, subtle, and harmonious colors, pursuing slight
variations in the colors used and focusing on a pleasant transition of colors,
from light to dark or deep to light, with a gentle gradation process, thus creating

a natural and vivid visual effect.

Suzhou embroidery is rich in form, with different shapes representing
different symbolic meanings. Most of the auspicious motifs in Suzhou
embroidery are symbolic, embodying good meanings using borrowings,
harmonies, metaphors, and pictograms. For example, the bamboo, orchid, and
cicada represent the noble, virtuous, indifferent, upright, and unyielding
character of the literati; the bat, longevity character, and longevity peach are
used to pray for longevity and well-being; the peony represents wealth and
success, nobility and elegance, prosperity and happiness; the lotus represents
purity, freshness and elegance, and the unpretentiousness of life. , freshness
and elegance, unconventional and holy elegance; the butterfly represents
sweet love and marriage; the phoenix and dragon represent authority and
dignity, auspicious symbols of light, happiness, and freedom (Gaja, 2014: 40).

The auspicious motifs on folk embroidery patterns are thus a second

form of language, a concrete manifestation of the symbolic culture of traditional
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Chinese folklore. They can reflect a more profound cultural connotation than

verbal expression. These motifs carry the customs and culture of the region and

the local people and express people's expectations for the future and the

pursuit of a better life.

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Discussion

This paper focuses on the artistic characteristics of Suzhou embroidery in
terms of its color, subject matter, and embroidery characteristics. The Wu
culture has influenced the art of Suzhou embroidery throughout its long history.
It has naturally incorporated the characteristics of the culture, eventually giving
birth to a style of 'refinement, delicacy, elegance, and cleanliness,' the artistic
beauty of which is reflected in the stitching techniques, embroidery work, and
subject matter. In addition, Suzhou embroidery patterns contain a wealth of
social and cultural information and national aesthetic sentiments, and the
artistic values and cultural connotations they embody are worth experiencing
and exploring.
Research recommendations

Recommendations for academics

This article focuses on the graphic patterns of Suzhou embroidery, but
the richness of the subject matter is not perfect. Compared to other types of
minority embroidery, not much research has been done on Suzhou embroidery
patterns, especially on the color aspects of Suzhou embroidery, which have
rarely been studied in great depth but mostly in short, superficial analyses. In
addition, the author's research has revealed that the study of color in realistic
embroidery of figures is an area in which few scholars have ventured, and it is
hoped that some scholars will explore this area in the future.

Recommendations for local government and local people

For the business operators of embroidery, there is a lack of certain funds
in the medium- and long-term investment in redevelopment beyond the
investment in maintaining the operation of orders. The government should
increase its financial investment in embroidery enterprises, especially in research

and development and innovation, to help promote the local art and
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embroidery industry. An excellent way to do this would be for the government
education department to offer specialized courses related to Suzhou
embroidery in colleges or vocational and technical institutes. Universities should
use their modern teaching resources and teams of scholars to produce unique
teaching materials and teaching videos on Suzhou embroidery. Master
embroiderers with profound theoretical knowledge and exquisite skills should
be hired to teach students the skills and creative courses in Suzhou embroidery.
For local people, Suzhou embroidery is a regional cultural treasure, and it
is hoped that more local people will join in creating Suzhou embroidery art or
engage in Suzhou embroidery-related industries. Local Suzhou embroidery
workers who create Suzhou embroidery works must be conscious of not
infringing others' copyrights. On the other hand, they need to make more and
more original works themselves. For sellers of Suzhou embroidery products, it is
essential to resist shoddy, not to mention substandard, products to leave a
good impression of the city and a good sense of Suzhou embroidery experience

for buyers and visitors.
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Abstract

This paper mainly focuses on the design of dynamic illustration by qualitative research
method, 1) exploring the characteristics of Luoyang tourism culture, 2) analyzing the design
principles of dynamic illustration, and 3) designing dynamic illustration of Luoyang tourism
culture.

On this basis, six draft illustrations
were drawn. After the questionnaire was distributed to the target group, the two illustrations
with the highest popularity were selected and further engraved to complete the static
illustration. Among them, the illustration of Paradise Hall received 67.31% of the votes,
ranking first. The illustration of Yingtianmen occupied the second place and had 65.38% of

the votes. Three experts were invited to analyze the works and give suggestions and
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evaluations. The final dynamic illustration design of Luoyang tourism culture was drawn
according to the suggestions and data analysis. The ideas were conveyed through the

dynamic visual language of this illustration, thus resonating with the viewers.

As a result, the public is no longer willing to accept overly rational
and obscure visual expressions but tends to pursue a more accessible and entertaining visual

The advancement of new media technology has brought opportunities and challenges

to developing and forming dynamic illustrations. First, in the current complex information
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communication context, multiple factors must be considered to make vibrant illustrations
better integrated with the latest technology and applicable to different communication
media. The significance of Luoyang's cultural heritage lies in the sustainability of both people
and objects, which requires people to understand the magnificent beauty of Luoyang culture
and seek multiple communication channels. As an emerging industry in the information age,
dynamic illustration has vast room for development. It is an essential medium for passing on
Chinese culture and an important carrier for achieving cultural development. (Cheng Chen,
2023) As the cost of dynamic illustration production becomes cheaper and cheaper, the
creativity and content of illustration become more and more critical. Therefore, when
inheriting Luoyang's traditional culture, the relevant departments need to find the correct
position, enrich the content, take advantage of the convenience of the Intemet, and
aggregate the audience so that the traditional culture of Luoyang "out of the circle" does not

The graphical representation of dynamic
illustration in design is comprehensively analyzed regarding its communication form,
application area, and function (Li Mingyuan, 2022: 41-51.) These two results are based on
different perspectives to explore the dynamic illustration's performance characteristics and

have a specific reference value.

In recent years, with the extension of the application field of dynamic illustration, the
research scope has been extended to science education, games, H5 advertising, vibrant

posters, APP applications, and other fields. The Study on the Application of Dynamic

Illustration in Interactive Storytelling Products (Li-Xuan Wang, 2021), on the other hand,
analyzes and discusses the application of dynamic illustration in interactive narrative
products. The literature review finds that although the functionality of vibrant illustration is

deepened, it is only briefly described.

4. Scope of Research

4.1Research area

The theme is the narrative dynamic illustration technique design: Luoyang City, China.
This paper takes the visual performance of dynamic illustration as the research object and
uses Luoyang tourism culture to conduct research and design.

6. Research Results

6.1 Status of dynamic illustration and design principles

Vibrant illustration is an extension and innovation of traditional illustration art,
combining animation and new media technology. It not only inherits the aesthetic
characteristics of static illustration in visual presentation but also greatly expands the
information volume of the picture. Static illustration is limited by the scope of the picture,
and the information capacity presented is more limited. When the amount of information to
be given is too large, only a certain amount of information can be removed, or the length of
the picture can be increased to provide all the information. In contrast, dynamic illustration
can break through the visual limitations of the size of the picture, and the picture can no
longer be limited by space and time. It can be presented through various changes in
perspective. Dynamic illustrations can convey more information visually and clearly within

the same display area than static illustrations.

The primary purpose of illustration design is to promote and attract the attention of a
specific group of people to view the illustration, and the process of considering the illustration

corresponds to the four core systems of the human cognitive process. (Zhang Geng,2022,135)
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First, the viewer perceives the image visually. After the perception, the information elements
will enter the control system. The primary visual elements in traditional static illustration are
text, graphics, patterns, etc., while dynamic illustration adds graphic movement and flicker.
On top of these, the human eye is more sensitive to dynamic objects, and emotional
elements can quickly attract the viewer's attention. Active elements can soon attract the
viewer's attention. Let vibrant illustration appear to the public in a diversified and multi-
sensory form, fully mobilizing the viewer's perceptual system to obtain and understand the
information in the picture. Designers need to comply with the laws of human cognition in
cognitive psychology so that the design results can attract the viewer's attention and conform
to the mainstream aesthetics, but also quickly convey the information elements on the

illustration to the outside world, only in this way can bring the viewer a better experience.

6.2 Luoyang Tourism Culture Characteristics

Luoyang is the source of Chinese civilization, with a developed economy, an open and
tolerant culture, and a flourishing literature. It was one of ancient China's political, economic,
and cultural centers for a long time. Luoyang has a rich cultural connotation as a famous
capital city in ancient China during the Sui and Tang dynasties. The city's cultural products,
landscape, architecture, and lifestyle are expressions of its unique culture.

The total number of people who effectively filled out the document survey for this
research was 52. As shown in Figure 2, No. 1's work favorite is 69.39%, No. 2's work favorite is
71.43%, No. 3's work favorite is 51.02%, No. 4's work favorite is 48.98%, No. 5's work favorite
is 42.86%, and No. 6's work favorite is 51.02%. The fan chart shows that No. 1 and No. 2 are

the most popular, and No. 4 and No. 5 are less popular.
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Illustration is a visual language with literature; what to express and how to express it
is a question every illustration creator must consider. The design of the dynamic effect of
illustration provides a new path of expression for illustration content presentation and a new
carrier for the creator's spirit and emotion. In the creation of the dynamic illustration design
of Luoyang tourism culture, the harmony of the narrative picture is mainly developed by
designing the main building to let the scenery as a companion movement, supplemented by
the dynamic design of rich and exciting ambient elements to tell a relatively complete and
vivid picture, to realize the effective transmission of information, to realize the emotional
linkage between the creator and the viewer, and to bring a more graphic effect to the

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As shown in Figure 3, with the direction of the crowd, the line of sight is highlighted
on the Yingtianmen building, spring flowers in full bloom, the petals slowly fall with the wind,
adding more poetry to the picture, making the image more vivid and lively, so that people

are not yet full of interest in the poster.

As shown in Figure 4, birds fly into the picture from the edge and gather around the
central building, bringing the viewer's eyes to the main object to highligsht the theme. The
leaves sway with the wind and slowly drift down to make the picture more vivid and exciting.
With different dynamic effects to create a different atmosphere texture, more reflects the

rhythmic balance of the entire vibrant poster.

Dynamic illustrations must be displayed in a particular medium, considering that
vibrant posters are very different from print posters, so the medium used for display is also
completely different. The storage size of dynamic illustrations is much larger than static
illustrations; most of the standard vibrant illustrations in 25 frames - 150 frames, each length
of about 10 seconds - 20 seconds, which has specific requirements for the network speed; if
the network speed is not smooth when playing affects the viewing, then the elaborate design
is also in vain. The exhibition needs to be clear and smooth, requiring a networked computer
through the projection technology in the exhibition hall for loop playback or tablet computer
network playback. The dynamic illustration will be made into a QR code, and visitors can
watch the vibrant illustration of Luoyang tourism culture by sweeping it with WeChat, which

is more convenient and suitable for business promotion.

7. Conclusion

7.1Status of dynamic illustration and design principles

Through studying the current situation and design principles of dynamic illustration, it
is concluded that the most significant difference between vibrant and traditional illustration

is that its development depends more on technical means and the support of
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communication channels. When creating dynamic illustration, it is necessary first to consider
the expression form of static illustration and flexibly use and handle the relationship between
graphics, text, color, and other visual elements to support the artistic expression of dynamic

illustration.

Based on the current application status of dynamic illustration and the evidence of
various applications, it is concluded that vibrant illustration has the function of entertaining
the public, guiding the audience, and relieving emotions. Dynamic illustration is beginning to
focus on human emotional experience, reflecting the "human-centered" design trend.

Through the study of Luoyang tourism cultural characteristics to understand the history
and culture of Luoyang, after the field investigation check, see the majestic Yingtianmen and
paradise Hall of Fame, feel the unique charm of the thirteen ancient dynasties of Luoyans.
Luoyang, the thousand-year imperial capital and peony flower city, has a deep historical
heritage and cultural characteristics, and only the characteristics embodied through culture
can show its literary nature and not be imitated. Dynamic illustration design with connotation
and quality can bring new breakthroughs to tourism development and reflect the cultural
beauty of scientific and intelligent tourism. Through the change of concept, the exploration
of artistic creativity, the design of dynamic illustration, focus on the excavation of Luoyang's
deep historical and cultural deposits and unique natural ecological resources, and the
integration of cultural creative elements with Luoyang characteristics, to develop a dynamic
illustration design with local solid characteristics of Luoyang and adapt to meet the market's
favorite. When the natural landscape cannot fully present the rich connotation of a city, the

humanistic Luoyang becomes the core competitiveness.
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7.3Innovative design of dynamic illustration of Luoyang tourism culture

Through the innovative design of a vibrant illustration of Luoyang tourism culture, six
drafts were designed, five were selected through questionnaires, and 52 people voted
effectively. Among them, 71.43% of the votes were cast to illustrate Paradise Hall, which
ranked first. The vote rate for the Yingtianmen illustration was 69.39%, ranking second. The
theme was interpreted through different entry points. While ensuring the integrity of the
single illustration as a whole, it also provides the relevance of multiple illustrations so that
readers can easily experience Luoyang's tourism culture from different perspectives and

achieve the purpose of spiritual communication and emotional resonance.

Understand that you can create a different sense of space by shifting flat graphic
elements in other ways. Morphing visual elements can achieve unexpected interest. Adding
a temporal dimension to dynamic illustration makes it easier to display spatial information
and direct the viewer's eye to highlight critical information. Creating narrative dynamic
illustration design improves the knowledge of the design principles of vibrant illustration and
provides a deeper learning of the structural balance in graphic design. The journey of dynamic
illustration in illustration creation and excellent examples changed the inherent impression
of illustration. Through the discussion with the three experts, when designing for vibrant
illustration, we chose to view the works through video, GIF, and scanning QR code. The
development of technology provides more possibilities and new opportunities for art
creation, and the adoption of new technology for improvement and innovation is more
conducive to communication and adds interest. Using multiple materials and mediums of
display avoids the shortage of innovation. With the birth of major platforms, the audience

has a broader understanding of Luoyang's charm.

In conclusion, dynamic illustration, leveraging technology and communication
channels, significantly differs from traditional illustration by focusing on a blend of static
elements like graphics, text, and color for artistic expression. Its application in Luoyang's
tourism culture, as evidenced by famous illustrations of landmarks such as Paradise Hall and

Yingtianmen, highlights its potential to engage and educate audiences about the city's rich
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historical and cultural heritage. This approach aligns with the 'human-centered' design trend,
offering entertainment and emotional resonance. The innovative use of various mediums,
including videos, GIFs, and QR codes, not only enhances the viewer's experience but also
broadens the scope for artistic creativity and audience engagement, underscoring the

significant role of dynamic illustration in modern design and cultural representation.

8. Recommendation

Dynamic illustration is a complex creative process that requires a combination of
graphics and text and a combination of picture and sound to present to increase the effect
of business promotion. The perfect combination of text and graphics design illustrations with
a sense of design, balanced images, and visual impact. The dynamic illustration design of
Luoyang's tourism culture adds the concept of time and space to the static poster so that
the original static graphics have a vibrant, emotional effect. As a new form of propaganda
overly dependent on digital media communication, it can only achieve the desired effect on

the screen through the movement of graphic elements to visually reflect the sense of space.

Of course, there are still many shortcomings in the research process, and they also
face some problems and difficulties, such as few works for dynamic illustration research and
a lack of more systematic theoretical support related to vibrant illustration. At the same time,
there are relatively few excellent cases to demonstrate, so the research on this topic may
not be rigorous enough. Despite the difficulties, the theories and studies of previous authors
have successfully guided a clear research direction. It is hoped that this preliminary study will
provide more reference methods and ideas for other creators in the process of creation and
application of dynamic illustration and the subsequent research of vibrant illustration so that
creators can create more dynamic illustration works that meet the aesthetic needs of the
public, and thus provide some help for the development and promotion of vibrant

illustration.

Introduction

The "Sunbird Gold" was discovered in 2001 at the Jinsha site in Su Po
Township, Chengdu City, Sichuan Province. The relic is made of gold, round and
as thin as paper, and its design is presented by openwork carving, with an inner
layer of sun with radiant light and an outer layer of four flying god birds. It is
understood that the "Sunbird Gold" is regarded as the embodiment of the sun
and the divine birds in Chinese culture, with high status and mysterious power. It
is regarded as a mythical Semiotics of freedom, light, and vitality and has become
an essential spiritual asset in Chinese culture. It is also a spiritual Semiotics used
by the ancient Shu ancestors in their rituals to express their worship of the sun,
reflecting the budding of the ancient Shu civilization. Therefore, this study
interprets and summarizes the semioticist meaning of the "Sunbird Gold" and its
value. In the context of modern China, how to better develop and utilize the
great value of this cultural Semiotics should be our focus.

1. Interpretation of the history and significance of the "Sunbird Gold" in
Chengdu
1.1 The excavation of the "Sunbird Gold" and its history

On February 8, 2001, in Jinsha Village, Chengdu, Sichuan Province, China, a
gold artifact from the Shang and Zhou periods was discovered while constructing
a pipeline. It is understood that the gold ornament may have been an essential
decorative item on a wooden sacred vessel used for rituals by the ancient Shu

people. Its shape is a standard square circle with a diameter of 12.5 cm, a
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thickness of 0.2 mm, and a weight of 20g, and its gold content is as high as 94.2%.
lts design depicts the "sun" and "bird." Therefore, the "Sunbird Gold" ¢old
ornament has been recreated on Earth. It is currently housed in the Jinsha Site
Museum of the Chengdu Museum in Sichuan Province, China.

The "Sunbird Gold" is crafted with skillful hammering and cutting
techniques. Its circular gold leaf is decorated with an openwork pattern that can
be divided into two layers: the inner layer has a hollow circle in the center of the
way, surrounded by twelve equally spaced arcs of rotating rays, representing the
12 months of the year. These are the outer ends of the sharp sun rays in the
clockwise rotation of the tooth-shaped arrangement. The external layer pattern
of four reverse-flying sacred birds represents the cycle of four seasons spring,
summer, autumn, and winter, which also indicates that the ancient Shu people
had mastered the knowledge of the four seasons and were able to farm according
to the different characteristics of the four seasons. The four sacred birds are
arranged evenly and symmetrically around the inner pattern, with their necks
stretched out their wings flying, and their heads and feet connected back and
forth. Like an evenly symmetrical paper-cutting pattern, both the ornament's
overall layout and the pattern's subtleties are meticulously executed, and the
skill of making such a thin gold leaf a thousand years ago is admired in modern
times (Liu Daojun, 2007).

As to why the pattern is four birds and twelve rays, experts and scholars
believe that the ancient Shu people have long mastered the natural calendar,
knowing that the "year" is related to the operation of the sun, the "month" is
related to the operation of the moon, there are 12 months in a year, and to the
rapidly changing natural world. We have more scientific knowledge and a better
summary of the rapidly changing natural world. Therefore, the "Sunbird Gold" has
been given a new, colorful meaning, not only limited to the superstition of God

but also adding a lot of scientific wisdom. Some historical data show that the
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ancient Shu people were also skilled in using astronomical calendars. Using the
calendar, they could not do without the sun and birds, and there are many
legends and stories about the sun and sacred birds. The sun is the representative
of the "sky." The ancient people farmed "living on the sky," hoping that the wind
and the sun would be beautiful and harmless, so their faith in the sun is self-
evident; the judgment of the seasons primarily relied on migratory birds, and the
poet Lu You wrote, "The wild man has no calendar day." The importance of birds
in the hearts of the ancients is evident from what the poet Lu You wrote: "The
wild man has no calendar day, and the birds cry to know the four seasons. From
the exquisite materials used in the production of the "Sunbird Gold," the exquisite
level of craftsmanship, the rigorous composition of the pattern, the smoothness
of the graphic lines, the rich imagination, and the extraordinary artistic creativity,

experts have officially named it the "Sunbird Gold".

1.2 The significance of the “Sunbird Gold.”

The pattern of "Sunbird Gold," whether it is the flying bird on the outer
layer or the spinning sun on the inner layer, shows the ancient Shu people's

worship and eulogy of the sun and birds. In the legend of the "Golden Crow with
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the Sun" recorded in the "Shanhaijing", it is the bird represented by the "Crow" in
these myths and legends as the spiritual belief of the ancient people; the ancient
texts "Huainanzi" and "Dahuangnanjing" also show the ancient Shu people's
reverence for birds and the sun. The ancient texts "Huainanzi" and
"Dahuangnanjing" also show that the ancient Shu people revered birds and the
sun. They believe that the sun feeds everything in the world and that human
beings rely on the gifts of the sun god for food, clothing, shelter, and
transportation, and therefore, have developed a loyal worship and admiration for
birds, the messengers who can fly into the blue sky and connect the earth with
the gods. This is also a significant manifestation of the ancient superstitious
thinking and worship of the gods. Primitive mythology, like the first scientific ideas,
was the primary way for primitive humans to understand the world (Levi-Strauss,
2006). For the ancient Shu people, they attributed the natural phenomena and
laws that they could understand and master and the natural phenomena that
they did not understand to mysterious religious worship and myths and legends.
On the one hand, they worshipped and prayed to the gods of heaven and the
god of the sun for blessing; on the other hand, they followed the times of heaven,
summarized the laws of nature, and used them to arrange production and life
scientifically.

"People are dependent on food." On the one hand, the ancient Shu
people's dependence on nature is more serious. People rely on both the land,
hoping that the land can grow good crops, and the sky, hoping that the wind and
rain can be smooth. However, relying on the sky, the unpredictable power of the
sky, wind, rain, thunder and lightning, ice, snow, drought, and floods, the ancient
people suffered from it; they had the "myth of the ten days" and "the legend of
the great flood," and they also had a spiritual leader in their hearts; relying on the
ground, the ground is not subject to the will of man. All the irresistible and

incomprehensible natural phenomena and natural disasters are almost always
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related to the "sun," the sun seems to be the closest to them among the "sun,
moon, and stars," which are far away from them. Therefore, the sun became the
object of worship for the ancient ancestors, and they longed for the shelter of
the sun, so the "sun" became inevitable. These phenomena were especially
prominent among the ancient Shu people.

Archaeological materials show a ruin with only seven holes in the ritual
area of Golden Sands. The seemingly plain seven holes are traces left by a tall
building after repeated studies by experts. At the end of the Shang Dynasty and
the beginning of the Zhou Dynasty more than 3,000 years ago, tall pillars held up
a high platform, which was a sacrificial platform for the ancient Shu people, and
a large number of ancient sacrificial pits were found in the whole surrounding
area. Upon measurement, the orientation of this building was found to be 28.2
degrees south of east, which is the same as the direction of sunrise on the day of
the winter solstice in the Chengdu Plain. The ancient Shu people had already
mastered the laws of the sun's movement three thousand years ago. They had
their unique scientific outlook, distinct from the modern one, which "corresponds
roughly to the plane of perception and imagination and is often embodied in

mythological form (Levi-Strauss, 2006)."

In the Jinsha Site Museum, the mysterious Shang and Zhou bronze standing
figures make an extraordinary and highly ritualistic gesture. They are the great and
small witches who presided over the rituals on behalf of various classes and
tribes. In addition to conducting rituals, they also mastered the knowledge of
astronomy and calendars and were responsible for making calendars. For
example, the ancient period in the Central Plains was one in which the history of
witchcraft was not separated, and it is mostly recorded in oracle bones and gold
texts. Mastering astronomy and the calendar was also one of the duties of witch-
history. As society progressed and knowledge accumulated, the calendar was
gradually improved through the efforts of generations of shamans and ancient
Shu people. Both religious worship (especially sun and bird worship) and the
calendar played a vital role in the production and life of the ancient Shu people.

Therefore, unearthing the "Sunbird Gold" is a significant archaeological
discovery in China in the 21st century, reflecting the achievements of China's
cultural relic conservation work. The "four birds around the sun" pattern is an
outstanding artistic expression of Chinese ancestors worshiping the sun, and the

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A "Semiotics" is a mark, a sign, used to mark something special that
gradually emerges from people's behavior and has a consensus. It can have
various forms of carriers, summarizing all the qualities and connotations of things.
The Semiotics appear but do not show the semioticist essence; people see its
form and feel the content of the Semiotics’ designation and Semiotics. Our
powerful imagination goes far beyond the Semiotics, and its meaning conveys a
certain connotation and emotion. As early as primitive society, people had
practical and aesthetic needs and began to engage in primitive design activities,
enriching their lives with conscious or unconscious semioticist acts. "Semiotics
were gradually formed in the process of collaborative human labor for further
intercourse."

Since the earliest days when humans recorded things and conveyed
information, Semiotics have been the carriers of communication, from the ancient
stone wall scribbles and knotted ropes to the Semiotics with various semioticist
meanings in modern society. Its utility has established how humans see the world
and expresses the externalization of information, such as words, musical notes,
and signs. Since the two great philosophers Plato and Aristotle, the concept of
Semiotics has been taken seriously and applied to other contexts. Aristotle said,
"The spoken word is the Semiotics of the experience of the mind." In the ancient
Roman period, St. Augustine also expounded on Semiotics, saying, "Semiotics
makes us think of something beyond the sense impressions that this thing
imposes." (Xinren Li, 2004) This indicates that the human cognition of Semiotics

It is well known that Levi-Strauss used semiotics in the name of "science"
to interpret the organization and cultural expression of indigenous tribes through
semiotic means. The spiritual civilization accumulated by the Chinese culture for
thousands of years has become the faith of the Chinese nation, the traditional
school of thought, the academic culture of a hundred schools of thought, or the
moral rituals, myths, and legends that have been passed down orally and have
become the spiritual guidance of the national culture. This is also the case with
the "Sunbird Gold", a virtual spiritual belief and a Semiotics that can fully
demonstrate the national spirit of Chinese Semiotics.

"It reflects the harmonious and dialectical philosophical thought and
aesthetic consciousness of the Jinsha site culture and has rich scientific
connotations such as technology and calendar.

The circle is a Semiotics of traditional Chinese culture, Semioticsizing
"completeness" and "fullness”, and is a totem revered by the ancient Chinese
people, who regard peace as precious. Full and circle together are purchased into
the Chinese character for perfection, which is steeped in the most simple
philosophy of the Chinese ancestors. Secondly, the circle also means completion,
which represents the Chinese people's psychological prayer, a kind of auspicious,
happy pursuit of the ideal of life. The psychological meaning of completeness,
harmony, roundness, and harmony has been deeply rooted in people's souls and
shown in their actions, reflecting the unique cultural values of the Chinese nation.
Zhong Fulan, an expert in Chinese folk culture, says in his Introduction to Chinese
Folk Culture, "Chinese folk culture has an idealistic characteristic, that is, the
pursuit of the concept of harmony and completeness, and Chinese folk culture
treats 'circle’ as an important Semiotics." The pursuit of a complete life is a
universal psychology. (Gang Feng Gang, 2020)

motion and semiotic sizing of light, life, and eternity. The twelve rays of the sun
and the four birds are numbers often used in Chinese culture, such as the twelve
months, the twelve zodiac signs, the four seasons, the four directions, etc,,
expressing the ancestors' profound understanding of the laws of nature. The four
sacred birds flying around the sun reflect the ancestors' aspirations for a better
life and embody the semioticist meaning of freedom, beauty, and unity.

However, the sun and the bird are most closely and widely associated, and
the longest period is in ancient Chinese mythology. Chinese ancient texts often
say "Wu," that is, the sun, such as the well-known mythical legend "golden crow
negative sun"; there were also previously established in the east of the bird

country, Shao Hao's country. According to the oracle bone experts, Shaohao had
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the sun as the name and the sun as the god. Shaohao country is a collection of
bird worship and sun worship in the tribal group, which worships the sunbird. The
"sun bird" is the totem Semiotics of the Chinese nation's belief in the wisdom of
the ancestors, so together with its ancient Shu culture, the Chinese nation has
spent 3,000 years of progress and analysis. "The original philosophical wisdom of
Chinese civilization is full of reverence for the universe and nature, and through
the Semiotics to simulate.”

2.2 Aesthetic meaning of the “Sunbird Gold” Semiotics

The "Sunbird Gold" is one of the greatest works of art of the ancient Shu
people and embodies the essence of ancient Shu culture. It is not only a
profound metaphor but also a perfect artistic composition. The design's
conception shows a rotating state that is both static and dynamic, yin and yang,
and relaxed. The whole pattern appears strict, harmonious, and subtle and is very
successful in design.

The construction of the Semiotics system itself is a system of
understanding formed through the experience, cognition, and conceptualization
of the objective world. Then, according to the interpretation of the Semiotics
system, it can return to the objective world schema described by the Semiotics
(Zhang Bi, 2014). The "Sunbird Gold" shape is a relatively regular circle, and there
are four god birds distributed on the circle in a balanced and symmetrical way.
The measurement results show that the God Birds are made in a strict four equal-

parts method with concentric orbits, and the pattern cutting is not too strict. Due
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to the limited cutting tools, the pattern leaves many scratches and small folds.
As a result, there are slight variations in the length and size of the sun's rays and
slight differences in the details of the bird. This is the reason for the dynamism
and vitality of the gold leaf of the "Sunbird Gold." In ancient and modern times,
the swirling shape was a highly expressive and attractive pattern form. In earlier
prehistoric pottery, we see many swirling patterns so powerful in their rhythm
that they quickly remind us of the sun. The spinning sun, with its dazzling light, is
seen in modern advertising paintings and some signs, which also draw the sun as
a spiral with light, and such spiral sun patterns can be seen from ancient times to
the present (Wang, Renxiang, 2017).

In addition, in the "Sunbird" pattern, there is a combination of the concepts
of "movement" and "stillness." In art and design expression, the "Sunbird Gold"
pattern can express itself more separately and fully accomplish the mission of
visual communication. In the two-dimensional space of "Sunbird Gold," the
dynamic features of the pattern are only the visual psychological feelings of
people, but the essence is still static. The basic structure of the stable form is
broken, and the dynamic structure is created. The "Sunbird Gold" can appreciate
life in this harmony of movement and stillness and convey other images and
ideas to the audience.

The form structure of "Sunbird Gold" activates the different dynamic
concepts of modern people in the design concept. The upward-tilted form will
produce the dynamic feeling of leaping and rising; the downward-tilted form will
produce the dynamic feeling of sliding and falling; the curve of the circular arc
can show the dynamic feeling of swimming up and down, throwing up and
leaping, and also can indicate the similar movement of rotation; the repeated use
of the curve of the circular arc makes the form movement look soft and gentle;
the angle of tilting, the jagged line shape, and the regular repetitive changes of

the unit shape will all produce the dynamic effect.
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While a "dynamic" logo can excite people, a "static" logo can make people
quiet and peaceful. The so-called "quiet mind is dedicated; quiet living is safe;
quiet thinking is through; silence is ripe" means that a quiet mind can concentrate
on work; spending a quiet day at home can avoid a lot of unnecessary trouble,
and quiet thinking will make their thoughts more fluent. These behaviors are a
kind of wisdom, a kind of maturity, and the sages in ancient times were mostly
like this. From this, we can see that it is very important to know how to use "quiet"
in a particular environment.

The "Sunbird Gold" is a static expression of information in art design.
Movement is a relative concept, not only for human needs but also as an
effective complement to stillness. If movement is only a formal exploration, the
concept of movement is now beginning to shift toward humanization. Of course,
movement and stillness are both contradictory and mutually harmonious; this is
especially true for stillness and movement in art design. Whether it is stillness
and movement in the media or movement in the form of expression and
movement in the message, stillness, and movement in art design are always

mutually complementary and mutually promoting.

Must change the old teaching behavior by changing the
role from a knowledge transferor to a learming experience organizer for learners (Dechakup,
2000), which is in line with the research of (1999), who gave views on the activity Learning
that focuses on learners is important that Teachers must change their roles as facilitators. It
is to organize experiences and select teaching methods for learners to use as a guideline to
build their knowledge, analyze, fix the problem as have awareness, have a conscience, and
be able to apply knowledge in daily life (Thambowon, 2543) that teaching and learning
activity that focuses on learners. Instructors need to have knowledge and understanding of
various theories. They have learned profoundly, and there is an exchange of knowledge,
ideas, and teaching experiences. The relationship between learners and instructors must be
mutual respect for student-centered learning management to succeed in concrete practice.

Learner-
centric learning activities accommodate individual differences, integrating values and morals
with practical applications. By involving students in actual practices, analytical thinking,
research, and self-learning are fostered according to individual aptitudes and interests. The
learning process focuses on maximizing benefits to learners, responding to individual
differences, and developing holistic potential. Learner-focused teaching underscores that all
students can learn and develop themselves. This academic management process supports
natural and full-potential development, encompassing various forms and methods of
teaching and learning activities. It emphasizes adapting teaching techniques to meet the

evolving needs of each era.

student-centered teaching yields immense benefits to learners. It fosters autonomy,
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encourages learning aligned with students' capabilities and needs, optimizes potential

development, and ensures knowledge applies to their future careers.

From this research, the
researcher aims to do the following: 1) to find the core of the factors of professionalization
between teachers in primary education schools in Wu Han, China. 2) To find the most
essential factor of professionalization among teachers in primary education schools in Wu

Han, China.

The results from the quantitative research analysis the researcher would like to
present as follows: 1) The researcher found that a high relationship between the culture of
learning and the professionalism of teachers means the teachers still focused on the culture
that they teach, the teaching instruments is necessary for the teaching, teachers will pay
attention to the teaching development for learning efficacy. 2) The medium relation is
between self-development and pay reform; from the teachers’ perspective, self-

development is necessary but not a priority. Also, pay reform, income, and welfare are
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generally good in China. Teachers have good welfare and good living quality. 3) There is a
Low relationship between school support; teachers need the school's support because some
schools are not supportive enough, and some school administrators are not responding to

the teachers. That problem is influential to the student’s learning.

Introduction

Teachers in China have a respected standing with a rich history of reverence, dating
back to Confucius, who considered them one of society's most esteemed groups (Zhou,
2002). However, the formalization of teacher education is a relatively modern development,
primarily taking shape in the 20th century (Guo, 2015). Historically, formal education in China
was limited to the elite class, and teaching was considered a straightforward transmission of
knowledge (Wen, 1989). The evolution of teacher education began after the establishment
of "New China" in 1949 and can be divided into distinct periods (Wen, 1989). From 1949 to
1965, the initial period saw foundational structures for teacher education being laid out with
multiple programs to re-educate teachers in socialist ideology. The Cultural Revolution
between 1966 and 1976 led to a near collapse of teacher education as teachers were

criticized, leading to a decline in the quality of education (Wen, 1989).

The third period emerged after Mao Zedong died in 1976, ending the Cultural
Revolution. As Deng Xiaoping ascended to power in 1978, the country shifted focus from
political struggle to economic reconstruction. The teacher education system's transformation
to support this development became a national priority (Wen, 1989). The subsequent phase,
post-1989, saw remarkable advancements in teacher education, characterized by preparing
many qualified teachers and implementing legislative changes to improve teacher education
(Li, 1915; Yang & Wu, 1999). By 1999, many teachers at different levels had received formal
education, although many were still inadequately prepared (Chen, 2000; Guo, 2015). In 2009,
the Chinese government initiated a reform linking teacher pay to performance, aiming to

improve the standard of teaching as part of the "quality education" goal for primary and
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secondary levels (Wang et al,, 2014). However, this reform sparked new concerns about
teacher professionalism and their perceptions of the changes. Several critical questions
emerged, such as how teachers viewed these changes, the influence of performance
evaluation on their working lives, and the reform's impact on their professionalism (Wang et
al., 2014). Consequently, the evolution of teacher education in China has navigated through
several distinct periods, each characterized by societal and political changes that shaped its
trajectory. From its inception in the modern era to the performance-linked pay reforms, it
has continuously evolved to meet the shifting demands of the educational landscape and

society.

The notion of teacher professionalism continuously evolves within the context of
accountability, which has become a central tenet in the current education reforms globally.
The primary purpose of accountability is to enhance the transparency of educators' work,
employing various methods such as performance management, inspection, and publicizing
student test scores (Ball, 2003). Traditionally, with centralized systems, accountability was
primarily ensured by government-set school rules and procedural inspections. However,
educational reforms have shifted towards devolution, quasi-markets, and performance
management, which necessitate a transition in accountability from adherence to rules to the
assurance of quality in educational outcomes (Cuttance, 1991). This new approach places
significant emphasis on teacher professionalism, which encapsulates dimensions of
professional knowledge, teacher autonomy, and responsibility (Furlong, 2001). Teacher
professionalism is increasingly viewed as a socially constructed concept, varying depending
on time and place (Helsby, 2000; Troman, 1996; Whitty, 2000; Wilkins, 2011). In educational
reforms emphasizing accountability, teacher professionalism experiences shift into themes of
de-professionalization and re-professionalization (Day, 2002; Whitty, 2000). Government
interventions and the introduction of quasi-markets result in teachers being externally
controlled and their work intensified (Apple, 1987; Elliott, 2001; Storey, 2007). This process
represents de-professionalization, where teachers' professional autonomy diminishes. In
contrast, teachers may regain autonomy and thus re-professionalize if they are given control
over their professional development (Smyth, 2000; Lai & Lo, 2007). Interestingly, teachers

within the same educational context may have divergent views on these reforms, with older
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professionals resisting changes while newer entrants adapt to the accountability demands
(Osborn et al, 1996). These variations contribute to ongoing processes of de-
professionalization and re-professionalization (Whitty, 2000). In the specific context of
Mainland China, the introduction of performance-linked pay reform for teachers, initiated in
2009, provides an interesting study. This reform sought to elevate teachers' pay and social
status and introduce a performance-based incentive mechanism. While implementing such
reforms is expected to address issues of inequity and enhance the quality of education, it
has also raised concerns about increasing external control and bureaucracy. This impact can
potentially contribute to the ongoing debate on de-professionalization and re-
professionalization of teachers. However, to ensure the success of these reforms, it is crucial
to focus on enhancing the professionalism of teachers, emphasizing the development of
high-level professional qualifications (Jenkins, 1994; Johnson & Logan, 2000; Chantrachai,
2008). Teachers must be encouraged to adopt learner-centered teaching and learning
processes, focusing on students' holistic development. In this way, teachers will be
developed to become highly professional educators, contributing effectively to the reform

of the educational landscape.

Therefore, a researcher is interested in studying the causal relationship between the
professionalization of teachers in the primary education school in Wu Han, China. To improve

the education system and improve the quality of life of teachers in China.

Concept and Theories of Cultural Learning
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Culture learning is how individuals acquire a specific group or society's behaviors,
norms, values, and beliefs. The concepts and theories around culture learning are broad and
varied, encompassing many disciplines such as anthropology, sociology, psychology, and
education. One of the critical theories in cultural learning is the Social Learning Theory
proposed by Albert Bandura. This theory suggests that learning occurs in a social context and
that individuals learn from observing others. Through observation, individuals learn the
actions of others and the outcomes of those actions. This idea is summarized in Bandura's
"observational learning" concept, which encompasses attention, retention, motor
reproduction, and motivation. Another essential theory in cultural learning is Lev Vygotsky's
Sociocultural Theory. Vygotsky's theory focuses on the crucial role that social interaction and
culture play in cognitive development. According to Vygotsky, cognitive development results
from an individual's interaction with their social and cultural environment. This theory
emphasizes the role of cultural tools and symbols, including language, in learning. The
Cultural Learning Theory proposes that humans have a unique ability to learn from each
other, referred to as "cultural learning." This ability to learn from one another goes beyond
imitation or emulation, as seen in many non-human animals. Instead, it involves complex
cognitive processes like understanding the intentions, beliefs, and perspectives of others,
often referred to as a "theory of mind." In cultural learning, humans can transmit acquired
behavior and information with high fidelity within and across generations. This transmission
process is crucial in maintaining and evolving the cultural fabric of society, as each generation
can make modifications, and those modifications remain in place until further modifications
are made, a phenomenon often referred to as the "ratchet effect." Culture learning theories
also draw attention to the individual’s capacity for acquiring culture, highlighting the
individual's role in enculturation. It emphasizes the necessity of understanding individuals'
cognitive development and social cognition to understand how cultural learning occurs. In
summary, culture learning theories explain how cultural practices, norms, and values are
passed from generation to generation, highlighting the complex interplay between individuals,

society, and culture.

Concept and Theories of Self-Development
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Self-development is the process through which an individual's self-identity or self-
concept evolves. This process involves individuals becoming more aware of their abilities,
interests, values, and goals and developing their capacity to manage their behavior, feelings,
and thoughts. There are several theories related to self-development, each providing unique

insights into how the self evolves.

Psychosocial Theory: Proposed by Erik Erikson, this theory postulates that self-
identity develops through a series of stages, each with its identity crisis that needs to be
resolved. The outcome of each crisis contributes to the formation of the individual's self-

identity.

Cognitive Development Theory: Jean Piaget's theory emphasizes the role of
cognitive development in self-development. According to this theory, as children's cognitive

abilities grow, so does their understanding of themselves concerning the world around them.

Social Learning Theory: Albert Bandura's theory suggests that self-development is
influenced by observational learning or learning by watching others. Through this process,

individuals form ideas about themselves and their abilities, contributing to their self-concept.

Self-Determination Theory: Edward Deci and Richard Ryan's theory focuses on the
importance of intrinsic motivation in self-development. They suggest that the degree to which
an individual's basic needs for autonomy, competence, and relatedness are met influences

their self-growth and well-being.

Historically, the concept of "self" was extensively discussed by William James, who
introduced the concepts of the "l-self" and the "Me-self." The I|-self refers to the self as a
subject who knows and experiences. The Me-self refers to the self as an object, the concept
of oneself formed through experiences and interactions. This multifaceted self-concept
involves physical elements, social interactions, and personal dispositions. Contemporary
research on self-development continues to build on these concepts, emphasizing the
multiplicity and complexity of the self. While there is no single agreed-upon definition or
unified theory of the self, it is commonly accepted that self-development involves changes

in the body, consciousness, interpersonal roles, reputation, and executive functions.
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The study of self-development encompasses various perspectives, drawing on
various theories and concepts to understand how individuals understand themselves, how

this understanding evolves, and how it influences their thoughts, feelings, and behaviors.
Concept and Theory of School-based Support Program (SBSP)

In-service professional development for teachers is integral to school improvement
efforts. These programs aim to enhance teachers' knowledge, skills, behaviors, and attitudes
to enable them to perform their responsibilities more effectively, including planning, teaching,
assessing student learning, and participating in the school community (Leu & Ginsburg, 2011).
However, focusing only on individual teacher learning will not vyield the desired
improvements across the student body. Teachers need to exercise their acquired skills to

advance the collective goals of the school under unigue conditions (King & Newman, 2001).

The School-Based Support Program (SBSP) addresses this by facilitating a
collaborative approach to improving teaching and learning quality in participating schools.
Established to provide professional support to low-achieving schools identified by the SEC,
the SBSP deploys teams of professional development specialists (PDSs) in each school to
enhance various aspects such as leadership, the teaching of core subjects, and the learning
environment (Abu-Tineh, 2015). Through regular classroom visits, interviews, and walk-
throughs, PDSs are positioned to identify and address specific needs of teachers and
departments within each school. The support covers various areas, including curriculum
standards, lesson preparation, instructional strategies, classroom management, assessment
strategies, ICT in teaching and learning, and conducting action research (Abu-Tineh, 2015).
The effectiveness of the SBSP was measured across eight dimensions. These include the
impact of SBSP, content of SBSP, teacher collaboration through SBSP, teachers' feelings of
preparedness as a result of the SBSP, continuity and relevance of SBSP to other professional
development activities, evaluation of the SBSP, types of professional development activities
presented through the SBSP, and the competency of the SBSP facilitators (PDSs) (Burruss,
2011; Casale, 2011; Garet et al., 2001; Miller, 2009; National Center for Education Statistics,
2001). However, initiating change in schools often faces resistance due to perceived threats

to established belief systems among educators (Calabrese & Shoho, 2000). Therefore,
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adopting SBSP in Qatar’s independent schools must be based on valid, reliable, and
respected data. This study aimed to provide such data on teachers’ perceptions of the quality
and effectiveness of the SBSP (Abu-Tineh, 2015). It was observed that the SBSP primarily
consists of the leadership of school administrators, educational supervision, resource support,
and personal attributes. By implementing professional development procedures, the SBSP
supports high-quality instruction, including personalized meetings for teachers to identify
professional needs, collaborative planning to identify effective instructional practices,
observing teachers in action, and providing feedback (Knight, 2011). Thus, the SBSP seeks to

positively transform teachers' values and perceptions, ultimately improving student success.
Concept and theoretical of Pay-reform

Pay reform in public employment has become a subject of significant attention,
revealing various issues ranging from the content of employment and pay policies to the
procedural aspects surrounding them. As Nunberg (2016) noted, economic crises are potent
triggers for public employment and pay reforms, yet the political context significantly
conditions these reform outcomes. In understanding the political context of reform, one has
to look beyond economic factors. Cases in Ghana and Guinea highlight the interplay of
economic crisis and political stability in driving reforms (Nunberg, 2016). Conversely, political
constraints can thwart reform initiatives, as witnessed in Peru, Jamaica, and Guyana. In such
cases, leaders' calculus of support requirements and the potential political risks involved in
undertaking pay and employment reforms are critical factors. One area that needs more
attention is the redeployment of retrenched employees, which often remains unaddressed
in most interventions. The Bank has generally refrained from engaging with this issue, and a
more comprehensive approach is needed if it wishes to deepen its involvement. Such an
approach would require exploring potential avenues to alleviate the consequences of
employment reduction, such as retraining programs or credit schemes for small agriculture
and business sectors. The timing of pay and employment reforms seems dependent on
individual circumstances, with no optimal pace or sequencing discernable from Bank
operations. However, the timing of these reforms can influence their effectiveness and the

government's fiscal maneuverability. There is also an open question about whether pay and
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employment reforms should be implemented simultaneously for central governments and
public enterprises, as conditions in one directly affect the other. Information gaps exist,
hampering the effectiveness of reforms. Thousgh there is confidence among Bank staff that
the quantity and quality of pay and employment data can be improved, actionable objectives
should guide the accumulation of this information. Cases in Jamaica and Costa Rica
underscore the lack of reliable data sometimes leads to decisions based on intuition rather
than empirical evidence (Nunberg, 2016). In the concept of pay reform, researchers have
found the professionalization of teachers in China to be of significant importance. The study
identified the components of pay reform as performance-related pay and standard pay,

which can be applied as factors in this research.
Research Methodology
Population and sample

The population is 44,000 teachers in elementary and secondary schools in Wu Han,
China. The sample group is teachers in Wu Han, China. The sample size used in this
questionnaire was determined using Krejcie and Morgan's (KREJCIE & MORGAN, 1970) tables

using purposive sampling and simple random sampling. The sample size is 381 samples.

The significant level of the Culture of teaching of factors affecting the Professionalization
of Teachers in Elementary and Secondary schools agree that Teachers teach updated books,

provide support for all students, and always use the new teaching instruments, respectively.

The significant level of Self-Development factors affecting the Professionalization of
Teachers in Elementary and Secondary schools is that Teachers recognize to fit in the
school’s plan, Are satisfied with the frequency of feedback they obtain from their manager,

have access to up-skill training, and present the update information, respectively.

The significant level of school support of factors affecting the Professionalization of
Teachers in Elementary and Secondary schools is agreed upon as teachers receive learning
material from the school upon request, School administrators are motivating and attentive

to teachers, and school support is essential to the teacher's professionalization, respectively.

The significant level of the pay reform of factors affecting the professionalization of
teachers in elementary and secondary schools are agreed upon as teachers are getting a
proper salary, the schools regularly consider salary increases for teachers, and the schools

provide good welfare to teachers, respectively.

The correlation is a high relationship between the Culture of learning and
professionalism of teachers in Elementary and secondary schools, a medium relationship
between Self-Development and professionalism of teachers in Elementary and secondary
schools, a medium relationship between Pay reform and professionalism of teachers in
Elementary and secondary schools, and low relationship between School support and

Professional of teachers in Elementary and secondary schools in Wuhan China.
Discussion

The research results presented suggest several vital factors impacting the
professionalization of teachers in elementary and secondary schools in Wuhan, China. These
findings indicate a significant agreement among teachers regarding their cultural learning, self-

development, school support, and pay reform experiences.
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- The culture of teaching was found to be a significant factor. Teachers
reported the importance of utilizing updated textbooks, supporting all
students, and consistently using modern teaching tools.

- Self-development also played a crucial role. Teachers recognized their
alignment with the school's plan, expressed satisfaction with the
frequency of feedback from their superiors, acknowledged the
availability of up-skilling training, and consistently presented current
information.

- School support was highlighted as a critical component. Teachers
agreed on the importance of readily available learning materials from
the school, the motivating nature and attentiveness of school
administrators, and the overall significance of school support to their
professionalization.

- Pay reform was identified as a significant factor affecting the
professionalization of teachers. Teachers noted the importance of
receiving adequate salaries, the schools' regular considerations for

salary increases, and the schools' provision of good welfare benefits.

Moreover, the study observed a high correlation between the culture of learning and
teachers' professionalization. In contrast, a medium correlation was found between self-
development and teachers' professionalization and between pay reform and
professionalization. School support was observed to have a lower correlation with teachers'
professionalization (Smith et al., 2021). Findings emphasized the complexity and multifaceted
nature of factors impacting teachers' professionalization. They suggest that efforts to enhance
professionalization should consider various aspects, including teaching culture, personal

development opportunities, supportive school environments, and equitable pay structures.

Suggestion
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The subsequent research should study the university administration to respond to

university instructors' professionalization.

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Abstract

This research aimed to investigate the key factors impacting online learning
outcomes for students in Chengdu, China, in the context of the 'new normal' life brought
about by the COVID-19 pandemic. The study predominantly involved male high school
teachers, aged 31-35, teaching grade 6, with a monthly income range of CNY 4,001-4,500. The

research identified the importance of perceived ease of use of technology, including using

smartphones and tablets as essential teaching devices, the acceptance of recorded teaching
by students, and the requirement of user-friendly teaching instruments. In terms of perceived

usefulness, factors such as teacher motivation, students' perception of online teaching, and

the efficacy of online teaching emerged as crucial components for enhancing online learning

outcomes.

The study also highlishted the moderate impact of faculty capacity on online

learning outcomes, emphasizing the need for schools' administration to understand and
support online teaching and provide necessary teaching resources like Wi-Fi routers and
teaching applications. Significant emphasis was placed on course content design, quality, and
organization as factors affecting online learning outcomes. Learner characteristics, particularly
the students' perception and enthusiasm for online learning, were also instrumental in

determining these outcomes. Finally, online learning outcomes were explored, focusing on
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enhancing students' communication skills, exam results, knowledge broadening, and the

importance of online discussions to improve learning quality.

Recently, advances in modern computer and network technology have driven the
development of distance education (L. Li, 2014). In addition, the COVID-19 pandemic, a
public health crisis of worldwide importance, announced by the World Health Organization
(WHO) in January 2020 as an outbreak, has made distance education through the E-learning
system an urgent and irreplaceable requirement.

According to (Habes et al., 2019), improved communication technologies
enable easy learning systems since access to social media is a beneficial source of information
and communication. Online technology is an active element of students’ and lecturers’
learning systems. Several nations used television broadcasts and online sources during the
pandemic to promote distance education. Prioritizing distance education primarily through
online systems is a “model change in education.” (e jammed education wheel causes certain

instabilities regarding learmers’ future, emphasizing the importance of technology in our lives.
Online learning is a valuable tool for overcoming the challenges of the pandemic crisis and

other general difficulties (Almuhaisen et al., 2020). However, many argue that online learning
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is an education crisis today. Most learners are not interested in online learning due to limited
interactions, unstable sound and visual quality due to dependence on Internet quality, and

technological equipment not meeting demand. (Thuong Pham et al., 2021)

(Farida et al., 2022) The outbreak of COVID-19 was a significant event that pushed
educational institutions to transition from the traditional classroom environment to the
various online learning options. COVID-19 has affected all spheres of human life (Chang et
al., 2008; Mokter, 2020; Wong et al., 2020), including the delivery of education and learning
(Panesar et al., 2020) ;) To avoid the spread of COVID-19, most educational activities, like
classroom teaching, seminars, conferences, workshops, etc., were either delayed or canceled
by educational institutions (Khachfe et al., 2020) until their online availability. Online leamning
is transferred through internet technologies by synchronous and asynchronous means. These
modes help students interact with their teachers and colleagues while keeping a social
distance (Dong et al., 2020). Online learning allows students to learn, interact, share their

views, be independent, and use time independently (Azzi et al., 2021) (Wong et al., 2020).
Using online technology to learn requires the students and teachers to have the ability to
use technology to develop and maintain a sound social interaction (Andel et al., 2020). Apart

from the effective use of technology, other factors, such as the availability of suitable

facilities, infrastructure, and the financial state of the students, also play an essential role in

online learning (Rusli et al., 2020)

(Farida et al., 2022) Argues that in this era of rapid development of Information and
Communication Technologies (ICT) and their various applications, it is crucial to look at the
quality of online learning (Zhafira et al., 2020). Information technology systems provide many
facilities for fast, effective, and efficient online education delivery. While the prevailing
pandemic (COVID-19) has forced students to use Information and Communication
Technologies (ICT) (Mustakim, 2020), ICT systems enable students to learn more varied

material while enjoying time and space flexibility (Laksana, 2021). Moreover, the online text
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is generally aided by audio-visual enrichments (Hasibuan, 2016), further expanding the

learning experience.

Although online resources offer countless benefits for students, the effectiveness and
efficiency of online learning are affected by many variables (Pratiwi, 2020). These variables
include the role of faculty, support from the university, learmer readiness, and motivation.

Students
in regions with low internet quality and electricity outages generally experience a lower
quality of online leamning than others. The role of faculty, support available from the
university, the study environment at home, and motivational factors are all essential factors
that can affect the quality of online learning. Students, as learners, are central to online
learning and experience the most significant impact of online learning (Chen et al., 2021;
Laksana, 2021). Furthermore, the faculty members also play a pivotal role in online learning.
They must prepare relevant teaching material and presentations based on facts and figures
compatible with the online environment. Similarly, online educational services can only be
delivered with the cooperation of the university authorities. Several resources are required
for the smooth online delivery of learning resources and the learning process. The application
of online teaching and learning in most developing countries has resulted from the
constraints caused by the COVID-19 pandemic (Suprianto et al., 2020). However, several
issues, such as limited internet access, discontinuous availability of electricity, and the lack
of support from family and university (Djidu et al., 2021), may have hampered the students’
learning journey. It is necessary to investigate the students’ perceptions regarding their online
learning experience during the COVID-19 pandemic to assess the quality of online leaming in
a developing economy. Earlier qualitative studies (Khalil et al., 2020; Djidu et al., 2021;
Laksana, 2021) have empirically examined the factors influencing online learmning quality. The
literature suggests that there is much to learn about online learning environments. Previous

studies have demonstrated that these environments positively and negatively impact
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students’ effectiveness and achievements (Franklin et al., 2001). Examining and illuminating
the perspective of students directly involved in online courses could offer valuable insights
by identifying the factors responsible for the quality of online learning. This research focused
on the students using asynchronous technology to assess the quality of learning in online
learning environments. In previous studies, students preferred web-based learning to face-
to-face, as it offered convenience and flexibility. Students have also reported that web-based

learning opened up a new world of information (Yang & Cornelius, 2004)

Ling (2022) Also studied in his research on December 31, 2019, a novel infection,
coronavirus (COVID-19), stemmed from a unique etiology, commencing from the ground of
Wuhan, the city of the People’s Republic of China (Zhu et al., 2020). The magnificence of
this causative agent (SARS-CoV-2) has driven the world to experience economic
repercussions, thus articulating it as a global emergency on March 11, 2020 (WHO, 2020). The
terrifying characteristics of COVID-19 susceptibility have refined the perception of vulnerability
in youthful adults, admitting that the asymptomatic capabilities of the disease work as a
catalyst while affecting worldwide institutions and communities. Undoubtedly, the
widespread COVID-19 has reversed the term Global Village into the Global Pandemic,
recognizing no cross-cultural limits, potentially impacting the Western nations with its
adversity. The tall susceptibility of COVID-19 has chartered its phenomenal effects on the
world’s economic sector explicitly, plumbing all levels of education arrangements (Nicola et
al., 2020). Therefore, to curb it is widespread, governments have employed defensive
protocols coming about in a transitory closure of academic institutes (e.g., in 192 countries),

thus influencing the learning of 1.7 billion students worldwide (UNESCO, 2020a). Indeed, the

result shows that the momentary closure of educational institutions has caused huge

unsettlement in the global education sector, causing middle developing countries to sense
a hard hit, whopping a yearly loss of $148 billion (Aziz et al., 2020). In particular, the COVID-
19 catastrophe has massively disturbed the education system of developing nations such as

Pakistan. The worldwide vulnerability wave has compelled educational institutes to transition
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learning activities from conventional mode to remote leaming. Perhaps the diversion of
advanced countries from physical to online learning has made researchers uncertain about
the challenges in the country’s educational establishment. Indeed, COVID-19 is a dreadful
illusion affecting Pakistan’s education structure, secretly pervading socio-economic activities
(i.e., physical distancing) (Johnson et al., 2020). This pandemic Shockwave has perhaps
restrained educational activities, peeving Pakistan’s education foundation. Indeed, this staging
effect of the pandemic has overwhelmed Pakistan’s education sector, imposing
unprecedented socio-economic challenges (Noor et al., 2020). Unsurprisingly, these unusual
challenges of the pandemic have disturbed the student learning schedule while reinforcing
its misfortune on students of low-income backgrounds (UNESCO, 2020b). Moreover, in the
wake of the COVID-19 crisis, results showed that students were found highly disappointed
and wretched by the utilization of new learning technologies (Al-Tammemi et al., 2020), in
this manner, confronting difficulty in shifting to remote learning (i.e., online classrooms)
(Owusu-Fordjour et al., 2020). Conceivably, the COVID-19 pandemic has alleviated
magnificent devastation in students’ academic lives, compounding their academic
performance. Nonetheless, this rapid spread of the malignant infection has caused
unprepared students to switch to remote learning, creating a vulnerable learning experience
for academic staff and students (Gacs et al., 2020). The study explains that during the COVID-
19 pandemic, a substantial reduction was recorded in students’ performance (Osipov et al.,
2021), inevitably altering the learning outcome. Indeed, COVID-19 uncertainty influences

student learning experiences, thus imparting academic performance (Ling, 2022).

(BARDAKCI, ARSLAN, & CAN, 2018) In the study of online learning, there is widespread
adoption of online learning across the globe to complement “bricks and mortar” education

(Selwyn, 2016). (McDermott, 2017) stated that appropriate pedagogical approaches and
technology are at the forefront, excluding cultural dynamics during the operationalization of

online learning. There are two primary considerations for the acceptance and use of
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technology, one of which is technological, and the other one is socio-cultural factors
(Venkatesh et al., 2016). On the one hand, technical factors might provide students and
teachers diverse opportunities. For instance, online learning might facilitate students with the
opportunity of self-paced learning, access to floating information over the internet, or the
flexibility of “anytime, anyplace, any pace” learning (Lecluijze et al., 2015). Meanwhile,
teachers may extend their potential to teach, share materials at a lower cost, or contact
students more easily (Jayatilleke & Gunawardena, 2016; Selwyn, 2016). There is no doubt
that technological factors might play a prominent role in the widespread adoption of online
learning due to its inherent affordances. On the other hand, cultural factors may also
intervene in the operationalization of online learning as learning benefits cannot be separated
from one’s own social and cultural complex space (Boeri, 2016). For instance, students and
teachers’ cultural backgrounds concerning various dimensions proposed by Hofstede (1986),
such as power distance, individualism/collectivism, masculinity/femininity, or uncertainty
avoidance, might play an essential role in teaching-learning processes are carried out. With
this in mind, it is essential to reveal how technological and socio-cultural factors might
facilitate an improved state of students’ learning and more effective teaching-learning
practices. Although the inherent affordances of technical factors are not deniable altogether
and are essentially necessary to be investigated, the primary concemn of this study is how
cultural considerations might be associated with online learning environments. From this
view, this study aims to investigate the insights of high school students enrolled in an online

learning environment in the margin of cultural dimensions proposed by Hofstede (Hofstede,

1986).

Concept and theoretical of TAM

The Technology Acceptance Model (TAM) has been a subject of extensive research
and development since its conception by Davis in 1989 (Davis, 1989, as cited in Yi He &
Sakawrat, 2018). Numerous studies have expanded on TAM's initial formulation through
methods such as model generalization, comparisons, extensions, and integrations (Hess et
al., 2010; Hess et al., 2014; Igbaria et al., 1997; Venkatesh & Davis, 2000; Venkatesh et al.,
2003, as cited in Yi He & Sakawrat, 2018). Researchers have identified three primary methods

for TAM's extension: the addition of constructs relating to IS adoption, examination of

antecedents to TAM's key factors, and identification of factors that moderate the influence
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of TAM's key components (Yi et al., 2018). Considering end users ' ever-changing nature and
environment, the third method has been given significant attention (Yi et al., 2018). This focus
has led to the identification of significant categories of TAM moderators, such as individual
difference moderators (age, gender, prior experience) and situational influence moderators
(voluntariness, subjective norms, task definition) (Wu & Lederer, 2009; Sun & Zhang, 2006;
Venkatesh & Davis, 2000; Venkatesh & Morris, 2000, as cited in Yi He & Sakawrat, 2018). Yi He
and Sakawrat's (2018) study introduces a new potential moderator, a self-regulatory focus.
This moderator may affect the perceived ease of use versus the usefulness of technology
acceptance. Efficacy theory, in this case, bridges self-regulatory focus to TAM, thereby
expanding our understanding of how individuals' regulatory orientation may influence their
technology acceptance (Yi et al., 2018). Adding two dimensions of efficacy, self-efficacy and
response efficacy, further enhances our understanding of TAM. Self-efficacy refers to an
individual's belief in their ability to perform recommended actions, such as IS adoption, while
response efficacy refers to an individual's belief in the effectiveness of recommended actions
towards achieving a specific goal (Witte, 1994; Bandura, 1982, as cited in Yi He & Sakawrat,
2018). Thus, the perceived ease of use and usefulness, the key constructs of TAM, align
solidly with the two dimensions of efficacy. This alignment enhances the theoretical
relationships and sheds light on how these factors may jointly shape user decisions on

technology acceptance (Yi et al., 2018).

In conclusion, the research reinforces the extensive applicability and adaptability of
the TAM framework. Exploring its various aspects, including perceived ease of use and
perceived usefulness, contributes to understanding how technology acceptance may be

influenced in the era of ever-evolving technology and user needs (Vi et al., 2018).
Concept and theory of perceived ease of use and Perceived usefulness

Perceived usefulness and ease of use are critical factors in accepting or rejecting

information technology. The former is the degree to which a person believes that using a
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particular system would enhance their job performance, often incentivized by raises,
promotions, bonuses, and other rewards (Davis, 1989; Pfeffer, 1982; Vroom, 1964). The latter
is how much a person believes using a particular system would be effortless (Davis, 1989;
Radner & Rothschild, 1975). Theoretical foundations for these concepts are evident in diverse
research, such as the work of Schultz and Slevin (1975) and Robey (1979), which emphasized
the impact of perceived usefulness on system utilization. The model presented by Robey
(1979), which was built on the expectancy model of Vertinsky, Barth, and Mitchell (1975),
parallels our understanding of perceived usefulness. An alterative expectancy-theoretic
model was introduced and tested by DeSanctis (1983), further underscoring the importance
of these factors (Vroom, 1964). Perceived ease of use is supported by Bandura's (1982)
research on self-efficacy, a judgment of how well one can execute courses of action required
to deal with prospective situations. Perceived ease of use is similar to self-efficacy, as both
are considered proximal determinants of behavior (Hill et al., 1987). The cost-benefit
paradigm from behavioral decision theory also relates to perceived usefulness and ease of
use, explaining people's choice among various decision-making strategies in terms of a
cognitive tradeoff between the effort required and the quality of the resulting decision (Beach
& Mitchell, 1978; Johnson & Payne, 1985; Payne, 1982). In research on adopting innovations,
perceived ease of use plays a prominent role. An innovation's complexity, defined as the
degree to which it is perceived as challenging to understand and use, closely parallels
perceived ease of use (Rogers & Shoemaker, 1971; Tornatzky & Klein, 1982). Furthermore,
research within Management Information Systems (MIS) on evaluating information reports
resonates with the distinction between usefulness and ease of use. Larcker and Lessig (1980)
identify perceived importance and perceived usability as two distinct factors that collectively
fall under perceived usefulness. Lastly, Swanson's (1982, 1987) "channel disposition" model
for explaining the choice and use of information reports hypothesizes a psychological trade-
off between information quality (perceived usefulness) and associated costs of access

(perceived ease of use).
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In conclusion, perceived usefulness and ease of use are critical determinants of

user behavior and technology acceptance, validated by various theoretical foundations and

research models (Davis, 1989).
The concept of faculty capacity

The concept of faculty capacity in a university context can be understood as the

ability of educational institutions to equip faculty members with the necessary knowledge,
skills, and abilities to deliver quality education, especially in an online learning environment.
This is essential during unforeseen challenges such as the COVID-19 pandemic (Farida et al.,
2022). Faculty capacity extends to include the provision of student support strategies to cater
to their specific learning needs and styles, which have been recognized as crucial in enhancing
the online learning experience (Curley & Strage, 1996; Moisey & Hughes, 2008; Rovai &
Downey, 2010). Institutional support extends to admission, registration, scholarships,
research, library services, help desks, and student life issues (Moore & Kearsley, 2005; Selim,
2007). Course support provides students with clarifications on course materials, assignments,
activities, and assessments (Thorpe, 2002). A key aspect of faculty capacity is fostering
meaningful interactions among students, instructors, and experts, promoting collaboration,
debate, and concept exploration. This plays a pivotal role in enriching the learning experience
and addressing points of confusion (Woo & Reeves, 2007). Hence, faculty capacity in a

university context, contingent on the instructors' abilities and characteristics, is also deeply

embedded in the institutional support provided by the university and its commitment to

creating a conducive environment for student success.
Concept of Course Content

Course content is vital for ensuring students can learn the information. Therefore, it
is essential to be concise when writing course content so that students are not overwhelmed

and can retain the information. The format of the course content is also essential to ensure
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that it is engaging and accessible to all students. Therefore, a mix of formats usually works

best for courses. (Durant, 2022)
Concept and theoretical Learner characteristics

(Hendrik & Paul, 2014) They argued that learner characteristics are used in the

sciences of learning and cognition to designate a target group of learners and define those

aspects of their personal, academic, social, or cognitive self that may influence how and what
they learn. Learner characteristics are essential for instructional designers as they allow them
to design and create tailored instructions for a target group. By considering learners'
characteristics, more efficient, effective, and motivating instructional materials are expected
to be designed and developed. Learner characteristics can be personal, academic,
social/emotional, and cognitive. Personal characteristics often relate to demographic

information such as age, gender, maturation, language, social, economic status, cultural

background, and specific needs of a learner group, such as particular skills and disabilities for
and impairments to learning. Academic characteristics are more education and learning, such
as learning goals (of an individual or a group), prior knowledge, educational type, and
educational level. Social/emotional characteristics relate to the group or the individual
concerning the group. Examples of social/emotional characteristics are group structure, place
of the individual within a group, sociability, self-image (also feelings of self-efficacy and
agency), mood, etc. Finally, cognitive characteristics relate to attention span, memory, mental
procedures, and intellectual skills, which determine how the learner perceives, remembers,
thinks, solves problems, organizes, and represents information in her/his brain. Concerning

learner characteristics, there are often significant differences between the characteristics of

different learners and groups of learners, such as children, students, professionals, adults,
older people, and disabled persons. These groups differ in motivation, prior knowledge,
expertise level, study time, and physical abilities. The differences within the learner
characteristics impact the structure of the instruction and the degree of support and guidance

of the learning process.

Abstract

This research aims to analyze factors' influence on investment decisions
in cryptocurrency among Thai investors. The sample is 400 Thai investors in
cryptocurrency, gathered by two phases of non-probability sampling, i.e., quota
sampling based on investors’ regions, accompanied by accidental sampling. The
research tool adopts a questionnaire showing content validity equal to 1.00 and
reliability equal to 0.70 for the entire questionnaire. Statistical analysis applied
multiple regression analysis.

The result of an influential analysis regarding factors influencing
investment decisions in cryptocurrency among Thai investors found that political,
economic, societal, and technological factors influence investment decisions in
cryptocurrency among Thai investors. The independent variables together predict
Thai investors' decision to invest in cryptocurrency by 47.70%, which considers
the adjusted R2 of 0.477. The security provider can inform research results for the
development of investment services strategies to support investment decisions
in digital currencies of Thai investors influenced by uncontrollable factors or
circumstances, giving investors confidence in their investments and increasing the
number of investors in future cryptocurrencies.
