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Abstract

The Ministry of Public Health of Thailand officially removed
cannabis from the Category 5 Narcotics list on June 9, 2022, reclassifying
it as a controlled herbal plant. Cannabis can now be utilized, particularly
through the extraction of THC and CBD in concentrations not exceeding
0.2% by weight. Currently, cannabis is used in medical treatments,
research studies, and various product developments, with the stipulation
that all extracts must be produced domestically. Cannabis has also been
incorporated into alternative medicine practices to treat symptoms and
diseases that have not responded adequately to conventional medical
treatments. Cannabis contains two major active compounds: THC and
CBD. THC has been used for its anti-cancer, antiemetic, appetite-
stimulating, and pain-relieving effects. Specifically, THC exhibits anti-tumor
activity in brain tumors. Meanwhile, CBD has been incorporated into
medications such as nabilone, a cannabinoid drug used to alleviate nausea
and vomiting caused by chemotherapy. Additionally, CBD has been found
to reduce tremors and improve mobility in Parkinson's disease patients.
However, prolonged regular use of these substances can lead to
tolerance, requiring increased dosages to achieve the same therapeutic
effect, potentially resulting in dependency. Fresh cannabis primarily
contains the acidic forms of these compounds: THCA and CBDA. The “A”

denotes the natural acidic form. Over time, or when exposed to heat,
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these acidic phytocannabinoids undergo decarboxylation, converting into
their neutral counterparts. THCA and CBDA are mainly found in the fresh
flowers and leaves of the cannabis plant. THCA (tetrahydrocannabinolic
acid) is a naturally occurring cannabinoid that is non-psychoactive when
consumed in its unprocessed form. Studies conducted abroad on patients
who had not improved with conventional treatments showed that
switching to fresh cannabis juice could alleviate and even cure certain
diseases, such as systemic lupus erythematosus (SLE), brain tumors, and
rheumatoid arthritis. Nevertheless, the use of fresh cannabis requires
caution. To ensure safety, cannabis must be cultivated without the use of
any chemical substances, as contamination could pose significant health
risks. Cannabis is known for its high capacity to absorb heavy metals from
the soil. Consequently, fresh cannabis may be contaminated, particularly
with heavy metals such as lead (Pb), cadmium (Cd), arsenic (As), and
mercury (Hg), which tend to accumulate in the leaves and flowers.
Excessive intake of THCA and CBDA contaminated with these substances
could adversely affect health and potentially lead to the development of
various diseases.

Introduction
1. Background and Significance

Currently, cannabis has gained increasing acceptance for various
uses, following the Ministry of Public Health’s authorization for the
utilization of THC and CBD extracts with concentrations not exceeding
0.2% by weight (Ministry of Public Health, 2022). These extracts are
permitted for medical purposes, research, and the production of various
products, such as pharmaceuticals, food, and cosmetics, provided that
they are derived from cannabis cultivated within Thailand. Cannabis
contains significant compounds known as cannabinoids, with THC
(tetrahydrocannabinol) being the psychoactive component (BNH Hospital,

2022). When administered in appropriate amounts, THC can induce
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relaxation and reduce stress; however, excessive intake may lead to
dizziness, palpitations, hallucinations, and drug resistance. On the other
hand, CBD (cannabidiol) exhibits opposing effects it does not cause
intoxication or addiction but rather helps reduce inflammation, pain,
seizures, and may possess anti-cancer properties. Although cannabis
offers medical benefits, its use must be under the supervision of a
physician, especially among high-risk groups such as young children,
pregnant women, and breastfeeding mothers (Phyathai Hospital, 2022).
Today, cannabis is utilized in various forms such as sprays, oils, capsules,
and food products. In modern medicine, THC was discovered first,
followed by CBD. Although both compounds are structurally very similar,
they produce different effects. THC and CBD share the same molecular
formula -comprising 21 carbon atoms, 30 hydrogen atoms, and 2 oxygen
atoms (Eloise Theisen, 2024) yet they differ in their atomic arrangements
(Department of Mental Health, 2019). Nevertheless, cannabis
consumption should be carefully moderated, as excessive use may result
in long-term adverse health effects (Sikarin Hospital, 2022).

Fresh cannabis contains two primary compounds. THCA
(tetrahydrocannabinolic acid) and CBDA (cannabidiolic acid), which exist in
their natural acidic forms and do not exhibit direct psychoactive effects.
However, when cannabis is stored for extended periods or exposed to
heat, THCA is converted into THC (Figure 1, p. 4), a compound that
possesses psychoactive properties. This transformation process is known
as decarboxylation. THCA, or tetrahydrocannabinolic acid, is a naturally
occurring cannabinoid (Figure 2, p. 4) that is abundant in fresh cannabis
and is non-psychoactive (Kariuki, 2023 ). Similarly, CBDA undergoes
decarboxylation to form CBD when exposed to heat, which is known for
its anti-inflammatory, anti-nausea, and antidepressant properties.
Consumption of fresh cannabis should start with a low dosage and be
gradually adjusted, as the concentrations of THCA and CBDA may
fluctuate, making dosage control challenging. THCA has minimal
psychoactive effects because of the presence of a carboxylic acid group

(COOH) attached to its molecular structure (Figure 2, p. 4), and thus it is
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not classified as a narcotic. It is recommended that consumers begin with
a small amount and incrementally increase the dose until an individually
appropriate level is identified (Kariuki, 2023). CBDA acts by inhibiting
enzymes proteins capable of accelerating biochemical reactions within
living cells resulting in reduced inflammation, nausea, and depression
(Kongchai, 2022). Moreover, it is essential to be cautious of potential
contamination with chemical residues, heavy metals, and fungi that may

occur during cultivation and harvesting.

2. Fresh Cannabis: Nutritional Value and Process of Extracting Fresh
Cannabis Juice

Fresh cannabis or raw cannabis contains essential nutrients
beneficial to health, such as vitamin C, which helps strengthen the
immune system, vitamin K, which aids in blood clotting, dietary fiber,
which supports the digestive system, and calcium, which strengthens
bones. Additionally, it contains iron, which helps in the production of
hemoglobin, potassium, which regulates blood pressure, and zinc, which
supports the immune system (Table 1, page 5). Other important nutrients
include folate (vitamin B9) which is essential for cell production and DNA
synthesis (Chanwej Tanthikalyaporn, 2022) carotenoids and beta carotene,
which act as antioxidants, support eye health, and improve skin, and are

also anticancer agents. Selenium helps prevent and slow down aging
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(Pathama Thepchaishri, 202 2 ). Limonene and anthocyanins have
antibacterial properties, reduce the risk of chronic diseases, and terpenes
help relax, reduce inflammation, and have antimicrobial effects. Fresh
cannabis also contains beneficial fatty acids, including omega-3 and
omega-6, which support brain health, the cardiovascular system, and
reduce fat buildup in blood vessels. The cannabinoids in fresh cannabis,
THCA and CBDA, have potential anti-inflammatory effects, help reduce
symptoms of depression, stress, and promote better sleep. Zinc, as a
crucial nutrient, supports DNA synthesis (deoxyribonucleic acid) and
protein production, enhances immune system and metabolic functions,
aids in wound healing or repair of inflamed tissues, contributes to cell
growth development, and supports the sense of taste and smell. It also
plays a role in preventing mental health disorders such as depression and
anorexia nervosa, a condition where individuals perceive themselves as
overweight and attempt to achieve an abnormally low body weight due
to an overwhelming fear of gaining weight, despite their actual weight
being below healthy standards (Sutthiphong Treerat, 2021)

Preparation of Fresh Cannabis Juice and Appropriate Dosage To
prepare fresh cannabis juice, the leaves and flowers should be washed
with clean reverse osmosis (RO) water and then soaked in cold water for
5 minutes. If using other types of water, contaminants such as pesticides
or acaricides should be checked. Cultivating cannabis with chemicals is
not recommended for making fresh cannabis juice. The appropriate
dosage of cannabinoid compounds is as follows: CBDA (Cannabidiolic Acid)
should be 10-50 mg/day (up to 100 mg for chronic conditions, and 200+
mg should be consulted with a doctor), while THCA
(Tetrahydrocannabinolic Acid) should be 2.5-5 mg per dose. It is advisable
to start with a low dose and gradually increase carefully. Leaves and
flowers contain varying concentrations of cannabinoids, with buds being
more concentrated. The selection should align with the intended use.
The cultivation and harvesting processes should be optimized for
continuous consumption. Seeds should be planted or cuttings should be

taken daily. A greenhouse setup can be used for consistent production
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year-round. High-quality cannabis flowers should have milky trichomes;
amber-colored trichomes indicate a decline in quality. When extracting
large amounts of juice, the machine should be paused periodically to
prevent heat buildup, which may cause a decarboxylation process. Fresh
cannabis juice has a potent taste and should be mixed with fruit juice,
yosurt, or herbs such as garlic and turmeric. According to Dr. Courtney’s
recommendations, a daily intake of 250-500 mg of phytocannabinoids is
ideal. Mixing fresh cannabis juice with carrot, broccoli, or beetroot can
enhance its benefits. Supplementing with hemp seed oil may reduce the
risk of heart disease and diabetes (Alchimia, 2014).

Fresh Cannabis Juice and Preparation Method Consuming fresh
cannabis juice without heat treatment is the best method to obtain
complete nutrients. The juice can be extracted using a juicer or blender,
which helps reduce the loss of cannabinoids. Juicing is suitable for
extracting large quantities, while blending helps preserve the essential
compounds more effectively. If fresh cannabis is exposed to light or heat,
a process of decarboxylation occurs, converting THCA into THC, which has
psychoactive effects. The temperature and duration significantly affect this
process, such as 100°C for 3 hours or 200°C for just 1-2 seconds. For a
fresh cannabis juice recipe, the ingredients can be adjusted according to
preference. A suggested formula includes: 5 bunches of spinach, 1 piece
of fresh ginger, 10 large cannabis leaves (or 12 medium-sized leaves), 2-3
fresh cannabis buds, half a cucumber, 2 mint leaves, 1 apple, and half a
lime. Blend these ingredients with cold water and drink immediately to
preserve maximum nutritional value. It can also be mixed with other fruit
juices, such as carrot juice, using a ratio of 9 parts fruit juice to 1 part
cannabis juice (Erik Collado Vidal Wit, 2024)

Alternative Medicine and the Benefits of Fresh Cannabis Juice
Research on THCA in fresh cannabis juice has found various medical
benefits, such as alleviating neurological symptoms, reducing seizures,
muscle spasms, and symptoms of epilepsy, multiple sclerosis (MS),
Parkinson's disease, Alzheimer's disease, and Huntington's disease (Elena

Schmidt, 2023) It also reduces inflammation and relieves pain, aiding
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patients with Crohn's disease, an inflammatory bowel disease (IBD).
Furthermore, it helps slow the progression of cancer cells, particularly
prostate cancer, and improves memory. The compounds CBDA and THCA
may help reduce the risk of Alzheimer's by inhibiting the accumulation of
beta-amyloid plaques and tau proteins (Juyong Kim et al., 2023) Regarding
medical cannabis and its treatment of insomnia, Canada has approved
medical cannabis use since 2001 for individuals with sleep disorders.
Research from Hybrid Pharm, Ottawa, found that 879% of patients with
insomnia experienced an impact on their quality of life, with 39% able to
reduce or stop using prescription sleep medications. Furthermore, 7 1%
reported improved sleep, and 21% reported manageable side effects. The
use of low doses of THCA helps promote easier sleep and reduces sleep
onset latency (National Library of Medicine, 2022)

Research continues to monitor the effects of cannabis on various medical
conditions, particularly fresh cannabis juice with high THCA content (Thai
Traditional Medicine Innovation Center, 2022), to assess its ongoing
efficacy and safety. Fresh cannabis juice in alternative medicine contains
high levels of cannabinoids in acid forms, such as THCA, CBDA, and CBGA,
which  exhibit  antioxidant, anti-inflammatory  properties, and
neuroprotective effects without causing psychoactive effects (Manager
Online, 2023). These compounds help relieve pain, nausea, seizures, and
promote bone health, as well as support the immune system and reduce
chronic fatigue. When consuming fresh cannabis juice, it is recommended
to start with a small amount. If cannabis flowers are used, begin with 1-3
milligrams per day and gradually increase to 10-15 grams per day. If only
leaves are used, up to 30 grams per day can be consumed (Panthep
Phuapongpan, 2023) It is best to mix it with fruits and vegetables, such as
lemon juice, yogurt, or spices, to enhance flavor, and blend with ice to
prevent degradation of the active compounds. The recommended
consumption is 60-100 milliliters per serving, 5-6 times a day (Patpong
Kesombun, 2022).

3. Case Study from a Sample Group Using Fresh Cannabis Juice for

DiseaseTreatment
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Dr. William L. Courtney, from California, USA, is a pioneer of the
concept of consuming fresh cannabis juice for medical treatment. He is a
cannabis expert and psychiatrist with a background in microbiology,
forensic science, and toxicology, having earned his degrees from the
University of Michigan. He holds a medical degree from Wayne State
University. Currently, Dr. Courtney is a member of several cannabis
medical organizations, including the American Academy of Cannabinoid
Medicine and the International Association of Cannabis as Medicine. He
also teaches clinical cannabis courses. His notable research involves the
use of fresh cannabis juice in patients who did not respond to
conventional medical treatments. He administered 250-500 milligrams of
phytocannabinoids daily in the form of non-psychoactive acids,
considered essential nutrients in medical treatment. Dr. Courtney has
shared his expertise on medical cannabis through research publications,
lectures, and international conferences (Pattpong Kasomboon, 2022),
including at institutions such as the Institute of Molecular Psychiatry in
Bonn and the Hebrew University of Jerusalem. He is also the founder of a
medical research laboratory in California and serves as the Vice President
of the Association Luxembourgeoise des Méthodes Préventives. Below is
a case study of successful use of fresh cannabis juice in disease treatment,
which serves as evidence of the potential of alternative medicine.

The case study of Kristen Perkuski, the wife of Dr. Courtney, who
suffers from SLE (Systemic Lupus Erythematosus), an autoimmune disease
that causes inflammation in various organs, is as follows. She was
undergoing treatment with over 40 conventional medications daily, but
her condition worsened. When traditional treatments proved ineffective,
she turned to alternative medicine, starting with dry cannabis in capsule
form, later switching to fresh cannabis mixed with vegetables and fruits.
This treatment led to continuous improvement in her condition. She
experienced increased focus, alertness, easier breathing, and no longer
felt muscle or bone pain. Although her primary doctor was initially
skeptical, he eventually acknowledged the surprising effectiveness of this

treatment. Previously, Kristen had been diagnosed as unable to have
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children, but after her recovery, she was able to give birth to a healthy
daughter. Both Kristen and her daughter are in good health today. Kristen
believes that cannabis saved her life and is determined to share her story
to help others facing similar challenges (Alchimia, 2014)

A case study of a 2-year-old girl named Amber, who was diagnosed
with terminal brain cancer, showed that she had only a 10% chance of
survival, even after undergoing surgery, radiation therapy, and
chemotherapy. However, the tumor continued to grow. Doctors
recommended that her family take her home to care for her during the
final stages of her life. Nevertheless, after Amber regularly consumed fresh
cannabis leaf juice, her parents observed a reduction in the size of the
tumor. They continued to administer 2-3 milliliters daily. After one month,
the tumor significantly shrank. The National Cancer Institute has begun to
acknowledge that cannabinoids possess anti-tumor properties. It is
believed that cannabis may have medical benefits, and further research
should be conducted to explore the potential of fresh cannabis juice in
treating other diseases (Alchimia, 2014)

Case Study of Ms. Katie Mash She was diagnosed with rheumatoid
arthritis, which made physical movement extremely difficult and painful.
She was advised to try drinking fresh cannabis juice and began researching
the topic, eventually discovering the research of Dr. William Courtney.
After she started consuming a daily smoothie made with fresh cannabis
juice, her symptoms gradually improved. She was able to reduce her
reliance on conventional medication, and after 1 0 months, she
completely stopped taking medication. The results became evident after
just three days of consuming fresh cannabis juice, but continuous
consumption for 4 to 8 weeks is necessary to achieve full results. This is
because phytocannabinoids accumulate in the body's fat tissues, similar
to fat-soluble vitamins (Alchimia, 2014).

A case study of Ms. Ray-Jay, a 28-year-old woman from Australia
diagnosed with Crohn's disease, which causes chronic inflasmation in the
digestive tract, from the stomach to the anus. Symptoms include diarrhea,

abdominal pain, and intestinal narrowing leading to bowel perforation,
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significantly impacting both her work and mental well-being. Despite
receiving conventional medical treatment for many years, her condition
showed no improvement, and she lost 25 kilograms within a few months.
As a result, she turned to fresh cannabis juice. After consuming it for 2-3
weeks, her symptoms, such as nausea, diarrhea, and bloating, significantly
improved. While not a complete cure, the results were clearly noticeable.
She and her husband grew their own cannabis without using chemicals to
ensure the safety of consumption (Siobhan Wend, 2018)

The study of a sample group of four patients demonstrates that
fresh cannabis juice can help alleviate symptoms of illness and may aid
in recovery due to its compounds, which possess therapeutic and disease-
preventing properties. Cannabis contains more than 568 types of
molecules (Melissa M. Lewis, 2017) that can help regulate the physiology
of cells within the cannabinoid system, with THCA being a primary
component (Seattle Met, 2024), and it does not have any psychoactive
effects. The consumption of THCA without heat treatment can be done in
doses as high as 200-1,000 milligrams (Alchimia, 2014). In contrast, THC,
which has undergone heat treatment, has psychoactive effects and should
be consumed in limited amounts. Cannabinoids in fresh cannabis, such as
THCA and CBDA, help reduce inflammation, alleviate spasms, and may
help prevent cancer. THCA plays a crucial role in treating prostate cancer
and Parkinson's disease, while CBDA helps counteract tumor cell
mutations and reduce nausea. Fresh cannabis, when not heated, reduces
psychoactive effects, allowing it to be consumed in larger quantities
without undesirable side effects. Research confirms that cannabis can be
used to treat and prevent a variety of diseases without causing
psychoactive effects when used in its natural form. These cannabinoids

act as nutrients that help regulate cell functions in the body.

4, Alternative Medicine and the Use of Fresh Cannabis Juice and

Proper Dosage
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Alternative medicine using fresh cannabis and cannabis juice is
gaining increasing attention, particularly in the use of cannabidiol (CBD),
which has beneficial properties for treating or alleviating symptoms of
various conditions, such as neurological disorders, epilepsy, and muscle
spasms. The current use of medical cannabis focuses primarily on CBD
and THC, compounds that are crucial in treating various medical
conditions. The difference between traditional medical cannabis use and
alternative methods lies in the use of fresh, unprocessed cannabis, such
as cannabis juice made from fresh plants. This approach utilizes the
cannabinoids and other compounds found in the plant that can provide
benefits to the body in various forms. Using fresh cannabis is advantageous
because it avoids the need for temperature adjustments or chemical
processes that may lead to the loss of the active properties within the
plant. The use of CBD from cannabis offers several benefits, such as higher
antioxidant properties than vitamin E, and it is helpful in preventing
conditions related to alcohol consumption, radiation exposure, and
central nervous system disorders. However, selecting the appropriate
cannabis strain with varying concentrations of CBD is an important factor
in decision-making. The ideal ratio must be determined based on body
weight and the amount an individual can tolerate. Storing fresh cannabis
in the form of juice also requires careful attention to temperature and
proper storage to maintain the quality of its compounds, ensuring its long-
term usability and effectiveness in treating or alleviating symptoms.
Research and experimentation on the use of cannabis and fresh cannabis
juice in medical treatments remain vital. It is essential to understand the
potential impacts and benefits of using cannabis in various conditions, as
well as to develop effective guidelines for using cannabis to improve
health outcomes

The patient treatment process begins with consuming fresh
cannabis water in a dosage of 1-3 milligcrams to test for allergic reactions
or psychoactive effects. If no adverse effects are observed, the dosage of
cannabis water is gradually increased, starting with 10-15 grams of cannabis

flowers per day or approximately 30 grams of fresh leaves per day,
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assuming sufficient production. Drinking cannabis water multiple times a
day will enhance its effectiveness, as the body eliminates it within 50
minutes after absorption. It is recommended to divide 300 milliliters of
cannabis water into five doses of 60 milliliters every 3-4 hours (Alchimia,
2014). The cannabis water should be stored in the refrigerator and shaken
before drinking to ensure even distribution of fatty acids. Patients with
kidney or gallbladder conditions should exercise caution, as cannabis
water carries potential risks. It is not recommended for use in treating
hypercalcemia or high blood oxygen levels. Individuals taking blood
thinners or consuming grapefruit or pomegranate juice should consult a
doctor before starting fresh cannabis water, as the vitamin K in cannabis
leaves may interfere with the action of certain medications. The effects of
fresh cannabis water may be noticeable within 3 days or 2-3 weeks,
depending on the individual. Continuous consumption for 4-8 weeks
(Patpong Kasemsuboon, 2022) allows for the gradual accumulation of
phytocannabinoids in body fat tissues, leading to therapeutic results.

A study published in the PubMed Central (PMC) database found
that consuming fresh cannabis leaves poses less risk to lung health, the
nervous system, and the brain when compared to smoking or vaping
cannabis. This is due to the chemical process, such as decarboxylation,
which increases the concentration of THC, CBD, and CBG, potentially
leading to side effects if consumed in large quantities. Moderate
consumption of fresh cannabis leaves provides more nutritional benefits
than smoking, as it promotes appetite and offers advantages from the
natural compounds in the cannabis leaves and flowers. However, cannabis
used to treat certain conditions should be administered after the digestive
system is cleared, as food in the stomach can slow down and reduce the
absorption of cannabis effects. When used in food or beverages, attention
should be paid to the THC content (not exceeding 0.2% by law), and the
amount of THC per 100 milliliters or per serving should be specified, along
with quality assurance through GC-MS techniques and certification from
the Food and Drug Administration (Chanvetch Tantikalyaporn, 2022)
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The research by J. Pharmak published in the British Journal of
Pharmacology in 2017 found that THCA exhibits neuroprotective effects in
an in vivo model and may serve as a therapeutic option for Huntington's
disease, as well as other neurodegenerative and inflammatory disorders,
particularly Alzheimer's and Parkinson's diseases. Additionally, THCA has
anticonvulsant properties and helps alleviate symptoms of nausea,
vomiting, and loss of appetite. However, the researchers noted that the
instability of THCA could pose a challenge in drug development. The study
also demonstrated that THCA has anticancer properties, limiting tumor
growth, and is associated with CB1 and CB2 receptors (Lydia Kariyuki, 2023)

Heating cannabis with low heat in an oven at temperatures of 110-
120°C for 30-60 minutes results in decarboxylation without damaging
cannabinoids, flavonoids, and terpenoids. Studies have shown that this
process can decarboxylate THCA by up to 70%, or as little as 30% in some
cases. At a temperature of 85°C, THC begins to degrade into CBN during
decarboxylation. Recent evidence suggests that cannabinoid acids, such
as THCA, may offer greater biological benefits than their decarboxylated
counterparts. THCA may help in the treatment of Huntington’s disease,
metabolic disorders, and other neurodegenerative conditions. Terpenoids
and flavonoids may enhance blood circulation in the brain and assist in
alleviating various diseases such as Alzheimer's, as well as having
antimicrobial and anti-inflamsmatory properties. While they do not have
psychoactive effects, they may induce sedative effects. The drawback of
consuming fresh cannabis is the variability of cannabinoid acids in the
leaves, making it difficult to determine the exact amount, particularly in
the absence of precise testing. CBD is beneficial in reducing inflammation,
nausea, stress, increasing appetite, alleviating pain, and may have anti-
cancer properties.

THCA (Tetrahydrocannabinolic Acid) in fresh cannabis is a potent
antioxidant, along with essential minerals such as Vitamin C, Vitamin K
calcium, iron, potassium, and zinc, which support the immune system,
blood clotting, bone formation, oxygen transport, and the maintenance of

water and acid-base balance in the body. Additionally, it helps reduce
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blood pressure in patients with chronic kidney disease. Vitamin B9
contributes to cell formation and DNA synthesis, while antioxidants such
as carotenoids, selenium, and beta-carotene promote eye health and skin
condition. Anthocyanins protect against chronic diseases such as cancer
and diabetes, while terpenes help with relaxation and stress relief. THCA
and CBDA reduce inflammation, alleviate pain, protect brain cells, aid in
bone formation, and assist in the treatment of Parkinson's disease, as well

as prevent the degeneration of dopamine-producing neurons.

5. Summary of Fresh Cannabis and Alternative Medicine

A study of Dr. William L. Courtney’s treatment process, who
applies alternative medicine to treat patients who have not recovered
with conventional methods, reveals that he uses fresh cannabis juice from
the leaves and flowers mixed with various herbs. This has led to relief and
eventual recovery in patients. The use of fresh cannabis juice as a
treatment alternative has gained attention because the juice is not
subjected to heat, preserving the THCA and CBDA compounds, which have
anti-inflammatory properties, alleviate pain, and promote healing, without
causing psychoactive effects. Many scholars and researchers believe that
THCA and CBDA may help with immune system disorders, such as
rheumatoid arthritis, and neurodegenerative diseases like Parkinson’s and
Alzheimer’s, as well as alleviate nausea and vomiting in cancer patients
undergoing chemotherapy. However, caution must be exercised when
using fresh cannabis due to the potential for contamination with chemicals
or fungi. Additionally, there is a lack of sufficient clinical research on the
safety and efficacy of this treatment. Thus, the use of fresh cannabis
should be under the supervision of a doctor or expert, with appropriate
dosage, and in strict adherence to applicable laws. Further research will
be needed to confirm the efficacy and safety of fresh cannabis in the
future. Nonetheless, more scientific evidence should be studied before it

is widely adopted in alternative medicine.
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Abstract

Many cultural heritage sites face challenges in preserving historical
significance while promoting tourism to drive economic growth. Dunhuang,
a notable cultural hub, confronts similar issues as it seeks to attract
tourism while protecting its valuable Buddhist heritage. This literature
review examines the key factors contributing to the successful integration
of Buddhist culture in tourism development to support cultural tourism
in Dunhuang. Focusing on studies published between 2016 and 2023, the
review explores various practical strategies, such as cultural preservation
initiatives, infrastructure improvements, and community engagement
programs, which have supported sustainable tourism and heritage
conservation. Experts emphasize the importance of preserving cultural
authenticity while enhancing the tourist experience, noting that
investments in infrastructure, especially in transportation,
accommodation, and preservation technology, are essential for
sustainable tourism growth. Furthermore, collaborative efforts, including
government policy support and community involvement, are critical in
balancing cultural preservation and tourism development. This study

highlishts the importance of a well-rounded approach, where
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preservation, infrastructure, and community engagement collectively
enhance Dunhuang's cultural tourism experience.

Introduction

The Dunhuang Caves are renowned globally for their architectural
features, murals, painted sculptures, and the extensive collection of
ancient Buddhist manuscripts. The Dunhuang Caves in present-day Gansu
Province, China, consist of grottos and sanctuaries carved into the cliff face
(Zhang, 2023). Historically, they were located at a significant cultural
exchange site along the Silk Road. The Mogao Caves, the West Thousand
Buddha Caves, the Yulin Caves, and the rooms that served as living
quarters for monks and storehouses for Buddhist cultural relics
collectively constitute what is commonly referred to as the Dunhuang
Caves. These approximately 735 caves, encompassing nearly 45,000
square meters of murals and more than 2,000 color sculptures, served as
a significant repository of Buddhist art from the 4th to the 14th centuries
(Zhang, 2023). They served as a focal point for social interaction, facilitating
the exchange and interaction of diverse cultures. The Dunhuang Caves are
a significant monument, documenting the relationships between
Buddhism and the adjacent societies of China and Central Asia. This paper
will analyze the history of the Dunhuang Caves from two perspectives: the
artistic evolution of the caves and the social interactions within them.
According to Ruan (2023), the art of the Dunhuang Caves represents a
cohesive artistic expression that includes caves, painted sculptures, and
murals, which work together to depict elaborate and detailed scenes. The
various caves fulfill distinct purposes, such as the Zen Caves, designated
for meditation, the Central Pagoda Caves, utilized for both worship and
meditation, the Temple Caves, characterized by Inverted bucket-shaped

roofs, the Buddhist Altar Caves, for worship and enshrinement, and the
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Grand Buddha Caves, intended for paying respect to Buddha. The
sculptures, characterized by vivid paint, depict figures including the
Buddha, Bodhisattvas, Disciples, Heavenly Kings, and Guardians.
Additionally, the murals can be classified into several categories, such as
representations of Sakyamuni, ancient Chinese Immortals, and illustrations
of sutras, significant Buddhist historical events, and decorative paintings,
forming a comprehensive collection of knowledge (Lin, 2019).

The artistic development of the Dunhuang Caves can be categorized into
four main stages corresponding to Chinese dynastic periods: the Northern
Dynasties (439-581), the Sui (581-681) and Tang (618-907) dynasties, the
interval from the Five Dynasties (907-979) to the Song dynasty (960-1279),
and the phase from the Western Xia (1038-1227) to the Yuan dynasty
(1271-1368) (Zhang, 2023). The initial construction of the Dunhuang Caves
occurred during the Northern Dynasties period. By the end of the last
millennium, monks were disseminating Mahayana Buddhism (dasheng in
Chinese) from its origin in India into Han China, moving northward and
eastward. During this time, the kingdoms comprising the Northern Liang
state (420-439) experienced a gradual dissemination of Buddhist art from
the Western Regions to Dunhuang, coinciding with the initial construction
of caves in the area. The murals, painted sculptures, and architectural
style of the earliest caves exhibit distinct features of Buddhist art from the
Western Regions, characterized by figures that are high-nosed, big-eyed,
and robust (Sgrensen, 2023). The murals primarily utilized the technique
of stereoscopic blending from the Western Regions, exhibiting a
straightforward and dignified style.

In the Northern Wei dynasty (439-534), the native style of the Dunhuang
region began to develop, indicating early signs of localization and
Sinicization. Subsequently, the influence of central China became evident.
The Western Wei (535-556) and Northern Zhou (557-581) dynasties
facilitated stylistic and cultural exchanges among China's northern,

southern, and western regions. The influence of Chinese culture from the
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north, south, and west, along with the local culture of Dunhuang, was
further integrated into the caves. Consequently, from their early history,
the Dunhuang Caves art exhibited cultural integration features, which
resulted from the dissemination of Buddhism and trade along various Silk
Routes.

The Sui and Tang dynasties represented a peak in artistic expression at
Dunhuang, showcasing a notable secularization of Chinese Buddhism
through diverse artistic themes, impressive scenes, and vibrant colours
(Lin, 2019). At this stage, character modelling, colour blending, and line
drawing have been developed into refined skills. During the Tang Dynasty,
the art style of the Dunhuang Caves was significantly shaped by central
Chinese culture, resulting in imposing, generous, ethereal, and free
characteristics. During the Mid-Tang dynasty, the Dunhuang region was
under the control of the Tubo Kingdom, a minority regime that
experienced conflicts with the Tang dynasty (Chen & Wang, 2020). This
period saw a transformation in the style of mural paintings, which became
more delicate and incorporated a wider range of exotic colours. During the
late Tang dynasty, the unrest in central China led to a re-influence on the
art of Dunhuang Caves, which integrates central Chinese elements with
foreign and local cultures. Therefore, the secularization of mural and
painted sculpture art was heightened, yet remained subject to certain
constraints.

The Dunhuang grottoes, with a history exceeding a thousand years, offer
a historical overview of Chinese Buddhist art and reflect the interactions
among Buddhism, art, and society in China. Buddhism, which originated in
Central Asia, made its way into China, an extensive and populous nation
characterized by its cultural diversity and established religions such as
Confucianism and Taoism, according to Leach & Mina (2022). Buddhism's
inherent inclusiveness, combined with the traditional Chinese capacity to
assimilate foreign cultures, initiated a process of secularization from its

inception. In a manner akin to Europe's revival of the "humanism" of
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ancient Greece during the Renaissance, the Dunhuang caves similarly
illustrate the progression of religious art towards a more humanistic
expression. Consequently, the Buddhist art of Dunhuang adhered to a
trajectory of "moving away from the ethereal and remote realm
disconnected from human emotions and physicality, and returning to the
tangible world rich with human feelings and meaning," through which
Buddhism underwent a process of secularization in China. The caves thus
provide a clear record of the process of secularization as it interacted with
Chinese society over a thousand years (Leng Lu, 2019).

The Dunhuang Caves illustrate the social and cultural exchanges that
occurred through the interaction of Buddhism with society. They also
highlight the relationships among local Buddhist monks, Chinese dynastic
governments, and various groups involved in the transportation of goods
and ideas along the Silk Road, which played a significant role in the
secularization of Chinese Buddhism (Chen & Wang, 2020). The Mogao
Caves at the site were initially constructed as residences and places of
worship by monks. Subsequently, dynasties like Northern Liang, Northern
Wei, and Northern Zhou utilized state initiatives to advance the
development of the caves. Subsequently, the Dunhuang Caves were
constructed not only by Buddhist monks but also by princes, nobles, and
commoners, becoming a significant aspect of the social life of the
Dunhuang community.

From a social perspective, the characteristics of Dunhuang Caves art,
across various periods, mirrored the distinct stages of secularization within
Chinese Buddhism (Du, 2024). The Sixteen Kingdoms and Northern Dynasty
marked the initial phase of Buddhism's localization and Sinicization in
China. This period demonstrated the integration of the distinctive
expressive style from the Western Regions with elements from local or
Central China, alongside the sacred interpretation of Buddhism. Buddhism
experienced significant growth during the Sui and Tang Dynasties, leading

to various branches, including Tibetan Buddhism and Zen Buddhism.
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Chinese Buddhism interacted with rulers and integrated into people's daily
lives, leading to a more rapid and innovative secularization influenced by
Han culture (Peng, 2023). The prosperous and elegant atmosphere of the
Tang dynasty is reflected in the art of the Dunhuang Caves from this
period. The artworks exhibited increased diversity and vibrancy,
incorporating legendary figures and substituting the initial mystique of
Buddhism with more terrestrial representations such as emperors and
ordinary individuals. During the Song and Yuan dynasties, the influence of
Buddhism expanded significantly and became increasingly integrated into
the daily lives of ordinary individuals. The murals and sculptures in the
caves exhibited the vibrant color and texture characteristic of traditional
Chinese painting, alongside the dignified, refined, and graceful style
associated with Buddhist art (Peng, 2023).

Ultimately, due to the secularization of Buddhism, the Dunhuang Caves
also served a social function. The caves, as a significant aspect of Buddhist
culture, were constructed to fulfill the religious needs of the general
populace, divert attention from social conflicts, and encourage dedication
to the government and its rulers (Shen & Wang, 2024). The Dunhuang
Caves served the political interests of rulers, who reinforced their authority
by advocating Buddhism as a cohesive belief system in China. The
development of Dunhuang Buddhist art addressed the spiritual needs of
the people. It aligned with the political and economic interests of the
emperor, while also serving the religious objective of utilizing politics to
strengthen its social standing.

Buddhism is a significant world religion that originated in the sixth century
B.C.E. based on the teachings of Siddhartha Gautama in the Indian
subcontinent. It subsequently spread to various regions of Asia, including
China, Korea, and Japan, and eventually to the Western world. Buddhism
instructs individuals to attain nirvana by following the path outlined by
the Buddha. With appropriate practice, knowledge, and meditation,
enlightenment is attainable for all individuals (Agarwal, 2015). Buddhism is
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a nontheistic religious movement that encompasses the philosophy of the
proper way to live as established by the Buddha, who is regarded as
enlightened. Buddhism emphasizes individual spiritual growth and the
achievement of profound understanding regarding the fundamental
nature of existence. Buddhists view him as an enlightened instructor who
aimed to liberate other beings from suffering. His teachings address
ignorance through the comprehension of the law of dependent
origination, which is the fundamental cause of suffering (de Rooij & Koczan,
2015).

Buddhists visit four significant sites (Lumbini, Bodhgaya, Sarnath, and
Kushinagar), along with other shrines, as part of a pilgrimage aimed at
gaining religious merit and achieving a favorable rebirth, motivated by their
devotion to the teachings of the Buddha. Tourists from diverse
backerounds are drawn to Buddhist heritages, as the teachings of the
Buddha—emphasizing compassion, non-violence, peaceful coexistence,
and fraternity—hold significant relevance in the contemporary chaotic
world. Dignitaries such as former US Secretary General Ban Ki-moon,
Bhutanese queen mother Ashi Wangchuk, and Nobel peace laureate Aung
San Suu Kyi, among others, have expressed in the visitors’ book of the
Lumbini Development Trust, “The dream of my life has come true while
being in Lumbini, the holy birthplace of Lord Buddha,” during their visit to
Lumbini. Millions of devotees are eager to fulfill their lifelong aspiration of
visiting significant Buddhist pilgrimage sites mentioned by the Buddha.
The study of cultural tourism and economic development has received
significant attention for examining the factors that affect the promotion
and development of cultural heritage sites, such as Dunhuang. Significant
research in this field has been carried out by Shen & Wang, (2024), Zhang
(2023), Lin (2019), and Ruan, (2023). The systematic literature review (SLR)
approach has seen limited adoption. This research aims to fill a
methodological gap by thoroughly reviewing existing literature on the

factors influencing the development of cultural tourism, with a specific
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focus on tourism routes related to Buddhist culture. This review utilizes a
clear and systematic SLR technique, adhering to the guidelines established
by Denyer and Tranfield (2019).

REVIEW METHODOLOGY
A comprehensive assessment was undertaken to examine the efficacy of
tourism initiatives in promoting cultural heritage preservation and
sustainable tourism development through Buddhist culture tourism
routes, specifically in Dunhuang, between 2016 and 2023. Systematic
reviews are essential in cultural policy discussions, enabling policymakers
to thoroughly understand strategic approaches based on the most
relevant and rigorous research. These reviews are a valuable foundation
for shaping effective policy (Davis et al., 2014). Moreover, systematic
reviews strengthen the credibility of evidence-based decision-making for
policymakers (Dacombe, 2018). This study's systematic literature review
(SLR) followed the phases outlined by Davis et al. (2014), which include
formulating research questions, identifying study types, conducting a
comprehensive search for relevant studies, evaluating studies based on
specific criteria, analyzing and synthesizing the selected studies, and,
ultimately, presenting findings that can guide policy and development
strategies. The following phases are explained in detail:
Stage 1: Research Questions
i.  What is the role of Buddhist cultural tourism routes in promoting
the preservation and appreciation of Dunhuang's cultural heritage?
ii. What are the key factors and best practices for successfully
integrating Buddhist culture in tourism development to support
cultural tourism in Dunhuang?
Stage 2: Types of Studies
The inclusion criteria for this systematic literature review focused on
selecting studies that specifically examine tourism initiatives, such as

cultural heritage preservation, infrastructure investments, and community
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engagement, that effectively promote sustainable tourism and cultural
development through Buddhist culture tourism routes in Dunhuang. Only
studies conducted within the context of Dunhuang or similar cultural
heritage sites and published in peer-reviewed journals were considered to
ensure relevance and academic rigor. To maintain consistency, only
studies published in English were included. Additionally, the review was
limited to studies published within the last 8 years (2016-2023) to capture
the most recent research and trends in the field. The selected studies
were critically evaluated based on their relevance to the research
questions, methodological rigor, and the strength of their findings. Only
studies that met all inclusion criteria and provided substantial insights into
the effectiveness of tourism initiatives for sustainable cultural tourism in
Dunhuang were included in the final analysis.
Stage 3: Extended Search
A systematic methodology was employed to conduct a literature review
on tourism initiatives effective in promoting cultural heritage preservation
and sustainable tourism development through Buddhist culture tourism
routes in Dunhuang from 2016 to 2023. Various academic databases,
including Google Scholar, Science Direct, Taylor and Francis, Web of
Science, Emerald, Sage Publications, JSTOR, Wiley Online Library, and
Springer, were utilized to identify relevant articles. Boolean operators were
used alongside the following search strings to retrieve pertinent literature:
e Strl: ("Buddhism tourism" OR "Cultural tourism routes") AND
("Policy measures" OR "Cultural heritage preservation" OR "Tourism
initiatives") AND ("Sustainable tourism" OR "Tourism development")
AND ("Dunhuang" OR "Buddhist sites")
e Str2: ("Buddhism tourism" OR "Cultural tourism routes") AND
("Infrastructure investments" OR "Community engagement” OR
"Tourism strategies") AND ("Sustainable tourism" OR "Tourism

development") AND ("Dunhuang" OR "Cultural heritage sites")

("Heritage conservation” OR "Cultural preservation" OR "Tourism
policies") AND ("Sustainable tourism" OR "Tourism development")

This approach enabled a comprehensive review of studies relevant to
understanding the role of Buddhist culture tourism routes in fostering
cultural development and sustainable tourism in Dunhuans.

Stage 4: Screening

Four hundred and fifty-eight articles were found matching the criteria. One
hundred three duplicates were culled from those articles before reviewing
355 titles and abstracts, of which 345 were rejected. The studies were
reviewed, and 10 were included in the review after the full texts were
examined. The data in Table 1 were downloaded, and a comprehensive
evaluation of the eligibility of the full text of the remaining records was
carried out. Following the eligibility assessment, 10 results were obtained

for the studies.

FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION

This section will discuss the findings based on the research objectives.
Q1: What is the role of Buddhist cultural tourism routes in promoting
the preservation and appreciation of Dunhuang's cultural heritage?
Heritage tourism has gained popularity, as many tourists seek a significant
connection with history (Xu et al., 2022). Heritage tourism fundamentally

revolves around the perceptions that tourists hold regarding heritage sites.
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Consequently, the concept of quality in heritage tourism is primarily
examined through the lens of the tourists' experience (Xu et al., 2022).
The behaviors and experiences of tourists can inform heritage
conservation and development. Throughout the years, research on
heritage tourism has yielded a variety of focused studies on various
subjects, including heritage tourists, heritage experiences, and the stages
of experience within heritage tourism. Recent studies have indicated that
internal factors and the co-creation process among tourists significantly
impact heritage experiences and protection. This validates the influence
of tourist initiatives on the tourism experience and heritage management.
Heritage encompasses a combination of meanings that reflect various
cultural values (Light, 2017), and the inclination of tourists towards
different cultures can influence the tourism experience. Nonetheless,
research on the various cultural meanings of heritage as experienced by
tourists is limited. Furthermore, the equilibrium between developing and
preserving heritage remains an ongoing subject of discussion. Thus,
recognizing tourists' preferences in heritage culture and implementing
focused tourism development can harmonize heritage conservation with
development efforts.

In cultural tourism research, cultural contact is frequently employed as a
metric to assess tourists' inclination towards the culture of a specific
destination (Fan et al,, 2023). Cultural contact is a term utilized by
archaeologists to describe the interactions between groups of people who
engage with another culture over varying durations, including days, years,
decades, centuries, or even millennia. Cultural contact refers to a
prolonged, direct interaction between individuals from societies with
distinct identities. In the tourism literature, cultural contact assesses the
intent and extent of the experiences that tourists pursue when they travel
to engage with a different culture (Sanchez-Sanchez et al, 2021).
Furthermore, it encompasses the inclination of tourists to engage with

foreign cultures and the aspiration to regulate that engagement. Previous
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research on cultural tourism indicates that cultural tendencies influence
the specific behaviours of tourists at cultural tourism sites. For instance, it
affects the desire for authentic experiences and the extent of tourists'
engagement in tourism (Joo et al, 2018). It influences the tourism
experience, assists tourists in creating cultural memories of the
destination, and fosters place attachments. Furthermore, a
comprehensive understanding of the destination's culture and active
engagement in the lives of residents can enhance the authenticity and
memorability of the experience for tourists. The historical culture
accessible and created in heritage tourism destinations is a significant
cultural form that tourists encounter.

Srisuwan (2016) conducted a study to examine the potential for
developing tourism centered on the cultural heritage of Theravada
Buddhism in Pattaya, a city located in Eastern Thailand, to complement
the existing tourism industry in the area. The study seeks to create a
strategy for implementing Theravada Buddhism cultural tourism that can
be integrated into the Pattaya tourism plan, which currently does not
focus on promoting cultural or religious tourism. Prior studies indicate that
cultural tourism related to Theravada Buddhism may be able to draw
international visitors and stimulate economic development. Religious
tourism represents a sustainable and non-commercial approach to
tourism development that can potentially preserve local identity.
Theravada Buddhism represents a form of cultural capital that can
enhance the value of various tourism destinations in Thailand, such as
Pattaya. The findings indicate that the advancement of Theravada
Buddhism cultural tourism could yield beneficial social and economic
impacts on Pattaya. This development would provide an additional source
of income for Pattaya’s tourism industry; however, the income is expected
to be modest compared to existing forms of tourism, such as
entertainment, due to the incompatibility of Buddhism with excessively

commercial development.
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Q2: What are the key factors for successfully integrating Buddhist
culture into tourism development to support cultural tourism in
Dunhuang?

Since the establishment of the People's Republic of China in 1949,
Dunhuang has been recognized as a traditional agricultural county.
Subsequently, Dunhuang was identified as one of the initial cities to open
to global tourism (Kalaya et al., 2018) through the state. In the early 1900s,
the discovery of the Library Cave of Mogao Grottoes had a significant
global impact. Subsequently, numerous cultural relics were dispersed to
various Western countries, including Dunhuang Manuscripts and
Documents from Mogao Grottoes. This led to an increased interest in
Dunhuang, driven by the significance of the Mogao Grottoes.
Consequently, before the global opening of Dunhuang tourism, the Mogao
Grottoes and the field of Dunhuangology had significantly broadened their
reach beyond national boundaries. Since the entry of inbound tourists to
Dunhuang in 1979, the region has experienced a significant influx of
international visitors interested in its unique Buddhist art treasures, with a
notable number of arrivals from Japan (Liu et al,, 2022). A scholar from
the Dunhuang Academy stated: “The primary attraction for the increase
in inbound tourists is the Mogao Grottoes, which boasts a unique and
remarkable historical continuity spanning over 1600 years. The significance
of this cultural heritage is unparalleled globally.” Japanese individuals
exhibit a notable affection and attachment to the Mogao Grottoes.
Dunhuang is regarded as a cultural homeland, and visiting Dunhuang is
vital for root-seeking tourism. Tourists remark that the grand statues,
elegant apsaras, remarkable murals, and exquisitely arranged caisson
ceilings of the Mogao Grottoes, along with the sacred aspects of Buddhism,
the secular life, the challenges faced by ancient silk traders, and the
opulence of the Western Regions' palaces from a thousand years ago were
all vividly evident in the Mogao Grottoes. The BBC of the UK, NHK TV of
Japan, and CCTV of China collaborated to produce the documentary "Silk
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Road," highlighting Dunhuang as a significant node, which in turn generated
considerable global interest (Chen & Wang, 2020). The Mogao Grottoes
were inscribed on the UNESCO World Cultural Heritage List 1987. The film
"Dunhuang," a co-production between China and Japan, premiered in
1988. The international events have significantly established and
enhanced the global presence of Dunhuang.

Localized reforms of institutions, industries, and related services are
implemented through urban globalization. In 1979, the city gsovernment
established the Foreign Affairs Office to serve foreign guests effectively.
This office, along with its branch, the China International Travel Agency,
and the Dunhuang Hotel, is responsible for the reception and hospitality
of foreign visitors. An office director of the Dunhuang Tourism Board
(0928B2) stated: “At that time, the tourism industry in Dunhuang was
primarily viewed as a diplomatic matter, with foreign tourists comprising
the majority of visitors. Consequently, the Dunhuang Tourism Board
evolved from the former Foreign Affairs Office.” A resident (1005A2) stated,
“Since the opening of Dunhuang’s tourism to the world in the 1980s, an
increasing number of foreigners have visited due to the Mogao Grottoes
and its Library Cave.” We were interested in learning more about
foreigners. It was not until the mid-1980s that encounters with foreigners
became common, and they gradually adapted to their presence.

A study by Xiaoping (2020) indicates that the depiction of "traveling
Buddhist monks on pilgrimage for sutras with tame tigers" found in the
Mogao Grottoes emerged from a blend of cultural and religious influences
during the Tang and Song dynasties. It was not based on the events of the
pilerimage of Xuanzang, as is commonly assumed in scholarly discussions.
The fundamental principles present in the images ¢o beyond their
outward characteristics. The evolution of Esoteric Buddhism and the
occurrence of traveling monks during various periods, along with their
integration into Central Plains folk culture, infused the images with

influences from both exoteric and esoteric Buddhist traditions and local
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beliefs. Additionally, the depiction of "traveling Buddhist monks on
pilgrimage for sutras accompanied by tame tigers" illustrated the beliefs
associated with Ratnasambhava tathégata, which were widespread in the
Dunhuang region during the Tang and Song dynasties. The metaphorical
representations of iconic monks in these images convey a variety of

religious beliefs.

CONCLUSION

The role of Buddhist cultural tourism routes in promoting the preservation
and appreciation of Dunhuang’s cultural heritage is multi-faceted.
Buddhist cultural tourism not only attracts visitors to heritage sites but
also enhances the significance of these sites through a deeper cultural
and historical connection. As more tourists seek meaningful experiences
linked to heritage, the quality of their engagement becomes central to the
preservation efforts. Research suggests that tourists' behavior, perceptions,
and interactions with heritage sites contribute to heritage conservation by
fostering a sense of respect and attachment to cultural values, thus
supporting sustainable tourism initiatives. The desire for authentic
experiences, informed by tourists’ cultural tendencies and engagement
with local customs, drives them to appreciate the nuanced history and
meaning embedded in heritage sites. This approach creates a balanced
environment where cultural preservation and tourism development
coexist, fostering a respectful relationship between tourists and local
culture.

Additionally, developing Buddhist cultural tourism routes, as seen in
examples like Pattaya's Theravada Buddhism tourism, can bolster local
economies and contribute to sustainable development by focusing on
cultural values rather than commercial interests. By engaging tourists with
authentic religious and cultural elements, destinations like Dunhuang can
offer unique and enriching experiences that strengthen cultural heritage.

Furthermore, the approach aids in preserving local identities, as religious
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and cultural tourism aligns more closely with conservation goals than
conventional tourism forms. Consequently, Buddhist cultural tourism
routes enhance heritage sites' economic potential and provide visitors with
meaningful cultural insights, reinforcing the intrinsic value of preserving
and appreciating Dunhuang's heritage.

The successful integration of Buddhist culture in tourism development to
support cultural tourism in Dunhuang hinges on various factors, including
preserving unique Buddhist heritage, strategic globalization efforts, and
collaboration with international stakeholders. The rich history of the
Mogao Grottoes, from the discovery of the Library Cave to its designation
as a UNESCO World Heritage site, has attracted slobal attention and
underscored Dunhuang’s cultural significance. The Mogao Grottoes’
portrayal in documentaries, co-produced films, and international tourism
events has solidified Dunhuang’s global cultural identity. Further, the
government’s establishment of local infrastructure and services
specifically geared toward international visitors has enhanced the
accessibility and appeal of Dunhuang as a destination. Additionally, the
portrayal of Buddhist cultural symbols, such as the depictions of traveling
Buddhist monks on pilgrimage, showcases Dunhuang’s unique fusion of
religious and cultural beliefs. Integrating local and Buddhist traditions in
these artworks appeals to culturally curious tourists, encouraging
engagement with Dunhuang’s heritage. Overall, this multi-faceted
approach, combining preservation with international outreach and cultural
interpretation, has been key to fostering a sustainable model of Buddhist

cultural tourism in Dunhuang.
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Abstract

This research explores 1) the perspectives and opinions of Thai
university students in Bangkok regarding the use of ChatGPT for improving
their English writing skills. 2) to compare the perspectives and opinions of
Thai university students in Bangkok regarding the use of ChatGPT. The
quantitative research was done with a sample of 400 university students.
The questionnaire's reliability is 0.89. The statistics used for analysis were
mean, percentage, standard deviation, t-test, and one-way ANOVA.

The results found that: 1) 62.75 % of respondents were female,
34.70 % were between the ages of 28-32, 59.90% had a master's degree,
and 30.25% had experience using ChatGPT between 7 -12 months. 2)
Overall, the opinions were at a very high level of agreement, with a mean
of 4.40. When considering each item, Perspectives and Opinions on the
application of ChatGPT in English Writing; Using ChatGPT to translate Thai
sentences into English was at a very high level of agreement (x= 4.65),
Improved and checking Grammar was at a very high level of agreement
(x=4.53) and improve Vocabulary was at a very high level of agreement
(x= 4.49). 3) In hypothesis testing, the students of different genders had

statistically significant differences in perspectives and opinions on the

p=.000). Students of various ages and levels of education have
perspectives and opinions with statistically significant differences at the
level of. 0.5. (F=9.75, p=.000). Students have different experiences using
ChatGPT and show statistically significant differences at the .05 level.
(F=10.43, p=.000).

Background of Study

It is well known in educational circles that English plays a crucial
role in various contexts, but the most prominent is in interactions between
countries, which are often driven by economic interests. However, English
also shows linguistic, ideological, socio-cultural, political, and educational
meanings. The role of English has therefore pushed itself to become an
international language. (Manchoroen, 2024)

However, English has been developed to be more complex and to
reach a wide range of communicators around the world quickly and
promptly, to the point that it can respond to the communication needs
of people worldwide. This has resulted in the classification of English into
two main parts: 1) native speakers of English and 2) non-native speakers
of English. (Chuenpraphanusorn, Snguayat & Bhulapatna, 2022)

As Rose (2020) and Crystal (2003) argued, English is an important
international language used to exchange information, technology, and
new knowledge. More than 80 % of the world's population uses this
language to communicate in various situations.

For the context of English communication for Thai people,
Methedham (2024) stated that from the past until the 21 st century, the
English teaching circle in Thailand still firmly adheres to the concept or
idea of teaching English as a foreign language (English as a Foreign
Language or EFL). Although in the past few years there has been a trend
to change English to be a second language (English as a Second Language
or ESL) of the country, it has not been successful because the meaning

and value of the word ESL are tied to the history of countries and
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territories that were once colonies of England. This issue is too fragile for
many Thais to accept.

In addition, BBC New (2024) detailed that in the 2018 report of the
English language proficiency ranking agency, Education First (EF),
headquartered in Switzerland, which was released on October 30, it was
stated that Thailand was ranked 64 out of 88 countries worldwide that do
not use English as a primary language, and scored only 48.54 out of 100
points. Tee (2021) noted that, among ASEAN countries, Thailand ranked
6th out of 8 surveyed, in the following order: Singapore, Philippines,
Malaysia, Vietnam, Indonesia, Thailand, Myanmar, and Cambodia.

In addition, at the same year, the Ministry of Education of Thailand
announced the standard of the English of Thai students with a Bachelor's
degree, Master degree and Doctoral degree must have an appropriate
communicative skill beyond the new social context, especially in the
listening, speaking, reading and writing in advance both of the structure
and contents, especially in academic writing.

However, problems arise because Thai students are not familiar
with writing academic papers and conducting research in English, which
leads to many obstacles. But at the same time, the evolution of English
communication has advanced, so some agencies have developed new
language tools for researching knowledge.

In recent years, the use of artificial intelligence (Al) in education
has gained significant traction, particularly in the realm of language
learning. ChatGPT, an Al language model developed by OpenAl, has been
widely adopted as an educational tool for language learners.

Recent studies have explored the use of Al tools in language
education. According to studies by Heffernan et al. (2020), Al systems such
as ChatGPT can aid language learners by providing personalized feedback
and enhancing their learning experience. The ability of Al to generate
contextually relevant sentences and offer corrections has been shown to
improve both grammar and writing fluency.

For Thai university students in Bangkok, where English is taught

extensively as a foreign language, ChatGPT offers an opportunity to
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enhance writing skills, provide instant feedback, and support independent
learning. However, the effectiveness of ChatGPT in improving English
writing skills depends on students’ attitudes, understanding, and the
challenges they face when using this Al tool.

Therefore, the researchers interested in studying the benefits,
precautions and limitations of the technology of using ChatGPT as a tool
to facilitate the creation of academic articles and research writing in
English for Thai university students in Bangkok. This report seeks to inform
educators and policymakers about the potential role of Al in language
learning, that ChatGPT is useful and what are the precautions to use to
create awareness among university students in writing academic works in

the future.

Objectives of Research

1. To analyze the perspectives and opinions of Thai students in
Bangkok regarding the use of ChatGPT for improving their English writing
skills.

2) To compare the perspectives and opinions of Thai students in
Bangkok regarding the use of ChatGPT for improving their English writing
skills.

Methodology
1. Population and Sampling
The population in this research is a Bachelor degree student,
Master degree student and Doctoral degree student in Bangkok, which is
not an exact number. Therefore, the researcher calculated the sample
size using W.G. Cochran's formula (Cochran, 1963) at a confidence level of
95%, with the proportion of the population of 0.05. So, the size of the
group that collects data is 385 people and to prevent errors in data
collection, a total of 400 people were sampled.

The
researcher checked the accuracy and completeness of the answers
received from the Google form and analyzed the data using a ready-made
program.

1) Perspectives and Opinions on the Application of ChatGPT in
English Writing. Overall, the opinions were at a very high level of
agreement, with a mean of 4.40 and a standard deviation of 0.97. When
considering each item, it was found that all items were at a very high level
of agreement. Using ChatGPT to translate Thai sentences into English
ranked first with the highest average score, followed by Improved and
checking Grammar and improving Vocabulary, respectively. Details are as

4. The Comparison of Perspectives and Opinions on the Application
of ChatGPT in English
Writing classified by personal status
The results of the comparison of perspectives and opinions on the
application of ChatGPT in English writing classified by gender by t-test
found that: students of different genders had overall perspectives and

opinions on the application of ChatGPT in English writing that were
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significantly different at the .05 level (t=5.87, p=.000). When considering
each item, it was found that perspectives and opinions on the Application
of ChatGPT in English Writing were significantly different at the .05 level.

The researchers conducted a comparison of perspectives and
opinions on the application of ChatGPT in English writing classified by age
using a one-way analysis of variance (One-way ANOVA). It was found that
students of different ages had overall perspectives and opinions on the
application of ChatGPT in English writing that were significantly different at
a statistical level of .05 (F=9.75, p=.000).

From the results of the One-way ANOVA, it was found that
students of different ages had perspectives and opinions on the
application of ChatGPT in English writing. Overall and in each item, there
were statistically significant differences at the .05 level. The researchers
compared the mean values in pairs using the Scheffe method and found
that;

Overall, students aged 18-22 had significantly different
perspectives and opinions on the application of ChatGPT in English writing
from students aged 23-27, -28-32 and more than 32 at a statistical
significance level of .05.

The researchers conducted a comparison of perspectives and
opinions on the application of ChatGPT in English writing classified by
Education level using a One-way ANOVA. It was found that students with
different Education levels had perspectives and opinions on the
application of ChatGPT in English writing that were significantly different
overall at a statistical level of .05 (F=10.43, p=.000).

From the results of the One-way ANOVA, it was found that
students with different Education Levels had perspectives and opinions
on the application of ChatGPT in English writing in the overall picture and
in every aspect that were statistically significantly different at the .05 level.
The researchers compared the mean values in pairs using the Scheffe
method and found that:
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Overall, undergraduate students had significantly different
perspectives and opinions on the application of ChatGPT in English writing
than master's and doctoral students at the .05 level.

The researchers compared perspectives and opinions on the
application of ChatGPT in English writing, classified by experience, using a
one-way analysis of variance (One-way ANOVA). It was found that students
with different usage patterns had significantly different perspectives and
opinions on the application of ChatGPT in English writing at the .05 level
(F=7.32, p=.000).

From the results of the One-way ANOVA, it was found that
students with different experiences using ChatGPT in English Writing had
significantly different overall scores and scores across all aspects at the
.05 level.

Overall, students who had never used ChatGPT had significantly
different perspectives and opinions on the application of ChatGPT in

English writing, at a statistically significant level of .05.

Conclusion and Discussion

As English proficiency remains a vital skill for Thai students,
especially in the globalized world, technological advancements like Al-
based writing assistants have become significant tools. This report provides
insights into how students perceive ChatGPT's application in enhancing
their English writing abilities, along with the benefits and challenges it may
present.

The findings suggest that ChatGPT could be a valuable resource
for enhancing Thai students' English writing skills in Bangkok. The tool
provides immediate feedback, improves grammar and vocabulary, and
encourages students to think creatively. However, challenges such as over-
reliance, contextual accuracy, and the quality of responses need to be
addressed to maximize its effectiveness. Educators should consider
integrating ChatGPT into the curriculum while promoting critical thinking
and independent writing practices to ensure that students benefit from

the technology without becoming overly dependent.
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Moreover, Additional suggestions the Thai university students also
recommended that the key benefits of using ChatGPT for English writing
can support them1) to improved grammar and vocabulary: they indicated
that ChatGPT helped them correct grammar mistakes and expand their
vocabulary, enabling them to write more accurately and fluently.
Additionally, it also 2) immediate feedback: they appreciated the instant
feedback provided by ChatGPT, allowing them to make real-time
improvements to their writing without waiting for a teacher’s correction.
3) idea generation and writing support: they found that the ChatGPT useful
for brainstorming ideas and creating drafts, particularly when they felt
stuck or uninspired. Nevertheless, they also mentioned the benefits of
ChatGPT in positive feedback, but it also had a several challenges in
contrast as; 1) sometime ChatGPT lack of contextual understanding, the
students felt that ChatGPT sometimes provided suggestions that were not
contextually appropriate or natural, particularly when the writing required
cultural or contextual sensitivity. 2) Over-Reliance on Technology, the
students expressed concerns about becoming too dependent on Al tools,
potentially hindering their ability to think critically and independently in
writing. 3) quality of responses, the students noted that the quality of
responses could vary, with occasional errors in grammar or inappropriate
vocabulary choices and 4) overall students’ sentiment, they expressed a
positive attitude towards using ChatGPT for English writing, especially it
was a useful tool for improving their writing skills. However, they
emphasized that ChatGPT should be used as a supplementary tool rather
than a primary source for writing tasks.

In contrast, Al-based tools like ChatGPT have the potential to offer
significant advantages. This research highlighted that Thai students are
increasingly open to using Al tools for language learning, though challenges
remain in terms of motivation and understanding the limitations of these
tools. Moreover, Al can foster critical thinking and creativity in writing, as
students can explore alternative expressions and vocabulary, which are

essential components of mastering a second language
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However, concerns about over-reliance on Al tools for writing have
also been noted. Some researchers argue that while Al can provide useful
feedback, it may discourage students from developing independent
thinking and problem-solving skills Furthermore, issues related to the
quality of Al-generated content and the risk of students misusing the

technology for tasks like plagiarism have been raised.

Recommendations
Based on the findings, the following recommendations are made:
1) Integrating ChatGPT into Language Curricula: Teachers should
consider
incorporating ChatGPT as part of an interactive and diverse teaching
approach, where students use the tool for drafts and receive personalized
feedback.
2) Encouraging Balanced Use: Students should be encouraged to
use ChatGPT as a
supplementary tool rather than a crutch for all writing tasks. Educators
should emphasize the importance of independent writing practices.
3) Improving Al Technology: Al developers should continue
refining the contextual
Understanding of ChatGPT to better serve language learners in non-native

contexts, ensuring more accurate and appropriate writing suggestions.

The study presents both positive
impacts, such as enhanced law enforcement efficiency and improved
control over cybercrime, and negative impacts, such as violations of civil
rights and a lack of transparency in the application of the law. To address
these issues, the paper proposes that the law should be enforced in
accordance with human rights principles, the rule of law, and public
participation. Policy recommendations include clarifying vague legal
language, promoting transparency in enforcement, and establishing
independent oversight mechanisms. The author concludes that the Act's
enforcement must be developed in a balanced and prudent manner to
ensure its effectiveness in protecting society from cyber threats while

safeguarding the rights and freedoms of individuals in a democratic society.

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Abstract

This study aims to: 1) examine the key factors influencing the
implementation of sustainable supply chain management (SSCM) in
industrial businesses within the Eastern region of Thailand, 2) explore the
processes and strategies employed by these businesses in developing and
managing sustainable supply chains, and 3) assess the impact of SSCM on
operational efficiency and competitive capability in the industrial sector.
This research adopts a qualitative approach, utilizing focus group
discussions with individuals with substantial expertise in supply chain
management and those who can provide valuable insights into the
research topic. The sample consisted of 10 participants, including
executives from private sector companies, government agencies, and
academic organizations.

The findings of the study reveal that: 1) various factors significantly
influence the development of sustainable supply chains, with
environmental considerations being the most critical, 2) the selection of
sustainable suppliers is a prevalent practice adopted by businesses in the
region to ensure the development and management of sustainable supply
chains, and 3) when evaluating the impact of SSCM on operational
efficiency and competitiveness, the creation of consumer trust is identified
as the most influential factor. This trust is seen as essential not only for

enhancing corporate reputation but also for fostering the long-term
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sustainability of supply chain operations, ultimately strengthening the
competitive position of industrial businesses in the region.

This research underscores the importance of integrating
sustainability into supply chain management and highlights the roles of
environmental factors, supplier collaboration, and consumer trust in
enhancing operational efficiency and competitive capability in the
industrial sector of the Eastern region.
