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ABSTRACT

The Study of the “Holistic Settlement and Vernacular Housing in Tonelesap, Siem Riep,
Cambodia” is the explanation and description from the field studies figuring out the settlement of
communities in the area of Tonelesap, Siem Riep. It was found that the settlement can be
categorized into three aspects.

1) Water-based communities or floating village owns the lifestyle which directly relates
to Tonelesap, like fishing. The settlement consists of both cluster and linear settlement, i.e. the
plan of the village is interchanged, depending on the level of the water. There are five types of
houses, which are considered moveable structure, comprising houseboat, ferry houseboat, bamboo
raft houseboat, and floating pen houseboat.

2) Water-and-land-based communities are found both on land and in water, as linear
settlement along the lake. The poles, which are 6-8 metres tall, are used as they are helpful during
flood time.

3) Land-based communities are found on land. They are permanent settlement,
as cluster settlement on hills and linear settlement along routes. There are five aspects comprising

Khmer house, Rong house, Rong Dol house, Rong Doeung house, and Bid house.
