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ABSTRACT

This study purpose is to synthesis the difference of space and Orientation in Tai Khoen Dwelling
House in the issue of spatial organization, useful space in dwelling house, area connection and orientation
by selecting 3 different contexts from different communities. These are 3 topics of study conclusion

Topic 1 “Spatial Organization” by conclusion, Spatial Organization of houses in ruler
communities are more complicated than houses in communities which relate to the city. The
Spatial Organization of houses in ruler communities can approach in liner 5 organizations in the
other hand, houses in communities which relate to the city can approach in liner only 4 organizations.
This is related with social dimension that the house of ruler community require sense of privacy or
defensive sense more than house of city community.

Topic 2 “Hierarchy of space” by conclusion, the connection between many different areas
inside case study houses which are located in ruler communities, are connected in Bruch form more
than case study houses which are related with city communities. In contrast, the houses which are
related with city communities are spread into the liner form then brunch out to connect other
areas. In addition, the connection of areas of study houses in ruler communities were found more
complicated shortcuts from one area to another area in a house than the study houses in city
communities. This conclusion referred that the way of life of ruler communities in their house is
more complicated than communities which are related to the city.

Topic 3 “Orientation” by conclusion, communities in traditional context give priority to orientation
which relates to the East of a house and Hunch Bearings. However, from Geography factor of community
site is one of the limited factor which influences the orientation to relate with the East as well.

As described earlier, it conforms with Amos Rapoport concept that was adapted to be
ideal concept in this study. From counsel, a variable that makes the attribute of different area,

depends on “Social and cultural factors and context environment of community location”
