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ABSTRACT
The purpose of this study was to study the level of participation of teachers in
administration, the effectiveness level of educational institution administration and the
correlation between participation of teachers in administration and the effectiveness level of
educational institution administration under the Chanthaburi Primary Educational Service Area
Office, District 2. The sample of this study consisted 285 people using questionnaires as a tool
to collect data. It was used for a test-out (try-out) with a test group of 30 people. To find the
alpha correlation coefficient (Alpha Coefficient) using Cronbach's method, the confidence
value of the entire questionnaire was equal to 0.983. Statistics used in data analysis included
frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. and the Pearson correlation coefficient.
The results found that the opinion of teachers under the jurisdiction of the Chanthaburi
Primary Educational Service Area Office, Area 2 as followed: First the mean level of teacher’s
participation in administration was at a high level (X = 4.01, S.D. = 0.522) and when considering
each aspect, it was found that teachers' participation in administration It was at a high level in
every aspect, top 3 were participation in decision making, followed by participation in work
performance followed by participation in evaluation and the least aspect is participation in
benefits. Second the mean level of teacher’s effectiveness of educational institution
administration it was at a high level (X = 4.08, S.D.= 0.475) and when considering each aspect,
it was at a high level in every aspect, top 3 were solving problems within the educational

institution, producing students with high academic achievement followed by Developing
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students to have a positive attitude and the least side is modification and development of
educational institutions. Third the relationship between teachers' participation in
administration and the effectiveness of educational institution administration overall it is at a
high level. and is statistically significant at the 0.01 level (r = 0.754)
