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Attitudes and Living with the Elderly Influencing Undergraduate
Students’ Care Giving toward the Elderly
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Abstract

This research was to investigate the correlation among attitudes toward the elderly, living
with the elderly, and care giving toward the elderly; and to examine the effects of attitudes
on undergraduate students’ care giving toward the elderly. The sample was 1,181 students
selected by using the multi-stage sampling. Multiple-choice and rating scale questionnaires
were used to collect data. The research findings revealed that attitudes had a significant
positive correlation with living with the elderly and care giving toward the elderly, while living
with the elderly also had a significant and positive correlation with care giving toward the
elderly. Furthermore, attitudes had a significant direct effect on care giving toward the
elderly, but had no indirect effect on care giving toward the elderly when living with the

elderly acting as a mediating variable.
