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ABSTRACT
This research aimed to to study students' critical thinking ability of environmental problems 35
sixth-grade. The researcher using a 40-item, multiple- choice test in combination with prompts for written
reasoning in each item regarding five aspects of Watson and Glaser’s (2006) conceptual framework of critical
thinking (i.e., Assumption, Evaluation, Deduction, Inference, and Interpretation). Quantitative data were

analyzed using average percentage score and qualitative data were analyzed using content analysis. Results
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show that students have scored an average percentage of 48.28. When comparing five components, it was
found that students identify the most assumptions, followed by evaluation, deduction, inference, and
interpretation respectively. Qualitative data analysis confirms that students' ability of critical thinking in
environmental problems is low. However, learning management practices should be tailored to develop
students' critical thinking abilities.
