However, Equitable Classroom gives all students
access to the appropriate curriculum, learn intense and challenging academic content, promotes effective
interactions between students and teachers and equal status interactions between students, and present
their learning outcomes in a variety of recognized and valued ways. Therefore, teachers are important in
the class level should have a basic understanding of the students' cognitive abilities, get to know each

student individually, able to adjust the curriculum and learning management accordingly as well as to
