ABSTRACT

The purposes of this quasi-experimental research were 1) to compare the English vocabulary
memorizing achievement of grade 7 students before and after using memory strategies in teaching and 2)
to study the satisfaction of grade 7 students on using memory strategies to improve English vocabulary.
The population for this study was 14 students in grade 7 at Matthayom Wat Benchamabophit School, in
the second semester of the academic year 2021. The target group was selected from purposive sampling.
The research instruments were as follows: 1.) six English language learning lesson plans, 2.) English
vocabulary-memorizing ability test for 20 questions, and 3.) the questionnaire on the student's satisfaction
on using memory strategies. Mean, standard deviation, and the difference value of pre-test and post-test
were used to analyze the data. The finding showed that the English vocabulary memorizing achievement
of grade 7 after using memory strategies in teaching was higher than before. Students were satisfied with
their learning by using memory strategies to improve their English vocabulary-memorizing ability at the high

level.
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
