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ABSTRACT

In VUCA! world era, Creative Teaching should be established and required as an essential skill for
all in-service early childhood teachers in Professional Standards and Competencies. Creative teaching is an
ability to design learning experiences based on pedagogical knowledge and creative thinking skills. A
research concerning early childhood teachers discovers that teachers have a tendency to design and
construct class activities based entirely on own’s habitude, experience, and belief system. Unfortunately,
this approach is incapable of responding to distinct needs of young learners. Consequently, teacher training
models must be effectively potent to be able to transpose teacher’s internal factors — a shift from one’s
comfort zone to the new unfamiliar frontier. This article explores four key topics of creative teaching. The
first discussion is the definition of creative teaching and the skills of teachers to develop and design the
teaching module of which students would be motivated and, hence responsive to. The second topic
investigates the influential factors affecting creative teaching — both internal and external. Internal factors
or previous experiences would affect how one forms thoughts and attitudes. On the other hand, external
ones or the surrounding environment should help nurturing creativity. Later, the third topic discusses the
concept of teaching development, which includes design thinking, reflective thinking, and differentiated
coaching. The last area concerns with the significant characteristics of teacher training models, including
patterns of basic training for sustainable self-development as well as teacher training that promotes creative
