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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to compare the students’ vocabulary knowledge and
English reading ability before and after giving input through instructional activities management
using vocabulary learning strategies. The research target group consisted of 15 Prathom Suksa 5
students in Nongsim Nonsawan School, Bueng Khong Long District, Buengkan. The researcher used a
documentary research to conceptualize the framework. The elements of instructional procedures
were (1) content, (2) teaching process, (3) learning activities, and (4) assessment. The research

instruments were the lesson plans and the achievement test. The data was collected by the
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researcher in the second semester for the 2015 academic year. The research findings showed that
the achievement of each student was increased. The scores on vocabulary knowledge were 17.67%
higher, and 18.67% higher on reading ability as well.

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Abstract

This article presents an analysis of a first- grade mathematics textbook in a topic of number
sense using variation theory. The results reveal that the textbook does not present variation in a
format that allows students to discern number as a critical aspect at the beginning, but variation in
other aspects that are not critical or less important. But, on perspective of variation theory, students
should experience variation in numbers first, so they can discern and contrast what each number
means and how each number differs from the others. This article proposes that variation should be

a criterion in developing, evaluating, choosing, and using textbooks. This article also suggests for
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variation analyses in other topics as well as research on effectiveness of variation sequences that

appear in textbooks on student learning of mathematics.

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Abstract

The research objectives were to 1) study main factors, sub-factors, and indicators of the code of
professional ethics for teachers, 2) develop the indicators, 3) examine the fitness- of-fit of the developed
measurement model with empirical data, and 4) explore suggestions to promote practice according to the
code for teachers in basic education schools under Office of the Basic Education Commission in Bangkok.
Data were collected by a 5-level rating scale with 0.969 reliability from the sample derived with multi-stage
sampling from 830 teachers under the OBEC in Bangkok. The data were analyzed with descriptive and
referential statistics with statistical software package and Confirmatory Factor Analysis (CFA) with Lisrel
program. The results are the following. The code comprises 5 factors and 15 indicators. The developed
structural equation model of the code of professional ethics for teachers in basic education schools under
OBEC in Bangkok is congruent with empirical data with Chi-square ()(°) = 24.26, and Degree of Freedom (df)
= 26, P-value =0.56, GFI = 1.00, AGFI = 0.98, RMR = 0.00 and RMSEA = 0.00. The suggestions for promoting
practice according to the code are mainly 1) showing good attitude, awareness, and understanding of duty
according to the code and self-conduct towards professional teacher standards. 2) self-learning on the code
of professional ethics and professional standards enabling teachers knowing and understanding of the code,
self-conduct, and self-behavior pattern according to the code; and 3) training on duty according to the

code, professional standards, and behavior pattern according to the code.
