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Prospects of the Theory of the Origins
of Mahayana Buddhism (1)

Abstract

In this article, the author presents an approach to be
adopted by researchers when exploring the origins of Mahayana
Buddhism. The approach can be posited when considering the
relationship between the Mahayana and the Hinayana for two
possibilities. One possibility is that the Hinayana represents the
source from which the Mahayana was born; the other
possibility, in contrast, is that the Mahayana had its origins
somewhere completely unrelated to the Hinayana.

In recent years, the trends concerning the origins of the
Mahayana seem to seek within the world of Hinayana Buddhism.
However, in spite of many years of research, Mahayana
Buddhism does not stem from a single origin. This shows that
the Mahayana movement did not originate from a single source
but manifested as a kind of social phenomenon that appeared
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simultaneously in different places.

The result of the study shows that by using materials not
directly related to Mahayana, such as the Asokan edicts, the
Vinaya, and the Abhidharma, the author has succeeded in
clarifying to a certain extent the state of Buddhism
immediately before the establishment of Mahayana, which
became a cause of the emergence of Mahayana. The author
clarifies Mahayana's emergence by explaining the change in the
definition of sanghabheda. As a result of this change, Buddhism
turned into a religion that sanctioned any doctrine as long as
people participated in the same group rituals. Then, the world
of Buddhism as a whole came to recognize the coexistence of
diverse and innovative doctrines. Consequently, it becomes
possible to explain satisfactorily the phenomenon of the
simultaneous emergence in different places of variegated
Mahayana thought from within Hinayana Buddhism.

Abstract

This article aims to describe a way to balance life in
modern society and for living securely amid the state of
material consumerism. Human life is affected and influenced
profoundly by material matters which have been playing an
increasingly dominant role in daily experience.

Life becomes
deficient in correct understanding, until one can not distinguish
the conventional world from the great circle of life.

One Buddhi-Pafifia which can be used as an instrument to
balance life is the Three Viveka: 1) Kaya Viveka or Bodily
seclusion could be used for environmental seclusion.

Abstract

Khom script is a kind script that has been used for
inscribing the Pali canon in palm-leaf manuscripts for centuries,
especially in the Siam kingdom and Khmer kingdom, which are
the origin of Khom or Khmer script. However, it is still unclear
whether the palm-leaf manuscripts of Khom script in Siam and
Cambodia were inherited from the same or different sources.
Some researchers consider that the Pali canon Khom script
manuscripts in Cambodia were inherited from Thailand.
Nevertheless, some researchers have different opinions on this
issue. Therefore it is necessary to study the history of
transmission of the Pali Canon Khom script manuscripts in this
area and to compare the text in manuscripts in detail.

This article describes a history of transmission of the Pali
Canon Khom script manuscripts in Southeast Asia, especially in
the Siam and late Khmer kingdoms.
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Many topics relating to Buddhist transmission and the Pali
canon continuously appear in the chronicles or historical
documents of Siam. On the other hand, in Cambodia, there is
only a small amount of information and most of it is indirect
data.

The increasing evidence and information about the Pali
canon appearing in the chronicles and historical documents
seems to support the theory that the Khom script manuscripts
of the Pali canon in Cambodia have been influenced by those
from Thailand.

" Ifthe 15" century is a difficult period for all of South-
east Asian history, it is very nearly a blank for Cambodia.
There are no inscriptions, and the extant local 'historical’
sources, the chronicles, are fiction until roughly mid-16"
century (we do not even know the title or true dates of
a king), except for one crucial event in mid-15" century,
to be discussed below. Not only are sources very sparse
for Cambodia itself in the 14"-15" centuries, but sources
from neighboring countries are also of little help. Vietnam
was still too far away to be concerned with, or of concern

Abstract

The present paper is intended to clarify a general
background regarding an editorial approach of four
editions of the Pali canon which are deemed authoritative
references, namely the Thai Syamarattha edition, the Burmese
Chatthasangiti edition, the Sinhalese Buddhajayanti edition, and
the European Pali Text Society edition. It is also to show a result
of a comparative study of palm-leaf manuscripts of the Pali
canon from five traditions, namely Sinhalese, Burmese, Mon,
Khom and Tham script traditions, in order to help to determine
problems of variant readings found in the Pali canon.
The Subhasutta of the Dighanikaya will be raised as a case study
of this academic attempt of editing the Pali canon.

When comparing text from the aforementioned four
printed editions, it will reveal inconsistencies will be revealed
among the editions, in other words, an occurrence of variant
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readings. Thus an inevitable question is to be asked: the text of

which edition is more original? The academic means used to

pursue this answer is the textual criticism, which is a process

involving first collecting the oldest extant manuscripts of all

traditions, then collating text of each acquired manuscripts,

studying and researching relevant evidence such as

commentaries, sub-commentaries etc., and finally determining

a proper reading as closest to the original text as possible.

The study results show the remarkable accuracy of the

textual transmission of the Pali canon. In the Subhasutta, only

six percent of the text have variant readings and none of them

make significant changes to a meaning of the text. Moreover,

those variants also provide interesting reflections on the

development of Pali language, the nature of the Pali canon'’s

transmission, and history of Buddhism in Southeast Asia.
