Abstract

This article builds upon the preceding section, with three primary
objectives in focus: (1) narrating the sermons delivered by Venerable
Mahakaccayana in the early stages of his propagation, (2) compiling
Mahakaccayana’s roles in relation to the Canon’s content, and (3)
examining the origins of the scriptures that attribute their authorship
to Mahakaccayana. The study draws from sources in Theravada and
other traditions, as well as scholarly research.

The study reveals the following: (1) According to (MUla)Sarvas-
tivada scriptures, during Mahakaccayana’s return to the city of Ujjent
in the early period, he expounded teachings, sharing insights with
King Candapajjota on the concepts of non-attachment to food and the
cultivation of mindfulness. These teachings align with the doctrine found
in the Theravada Canon. (2) Mahakaccayana played a significant role
in shaping the content of the Tipitaka. In the Vinaya Pitaka of Theravada

and certain other sects, there is a narrative where he entrusted the
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monk Sonakutikanna with the task of requesting amendments to the five
principles from the Buddha. In the Pali Suttanta Pitaka, there are at least
12 suttas that correspond with content in the Chinese Agama, featuring
passages that showcase his preaching or explanation of Dhamma.
Additionally, documents of Chinese tradition state that Mahakaccayana
played a role in categorizing the contents of the Abhidhamma Pitaka.
(3) Current scriptures specifying Mahakaccayana’s compilation include
the Netti, Petakopadesa, and Kaccayana’s grammar. The Netti and
Petakopadesa may exhibit differences in details or format from the original
versions composed by Mahakaccayana during the Buddhist era. The
Petakopadesa, in particular, is widely disseminated across various
sects. The content of Kaccayana’s grammar, although largely unrelated
to Mahakaccayana, may be linked to the first grammatical rule or be

authored by schools tracing their lineage back to him.

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Abstract

In Thailand, there is a belief that Mahayana Buddhism originated
from the Mahasamghika school. However, when questioned about
the origin of this concept, arguments often lack substantial empirical
evidence, relying on perceived similarities between the Mahasamghika
school and Mahayana, such as non-canonical speech and a lax
adherence to monastic discipline. This article aims to investigate these
issues, with two primary objectives: 1) To study the idea that Mahayana
Buddhism originated from the Mahasamghika school and explore
the reasons behind this notion. 2) To examine whether Mahayana
Buddhism emerged from the Mahasamghika school based on their
similarities in non-canonical speech and lax adherence to monastic
discipline, by analyzing data collected from primary evidence such
as the Pali Tipitaka of Theravada, and other schools in Sanskrit and
ancient Chinese. This includes various important scriptures and from
secondary evidence such as related studies both locally and abroad.

The present study’s findings reveal firstly that the assumption
that Mahayana Buddhism originated from the Mahasamghika
school is due to two main reasons: (1) the congruence of ideas
regarding the characteristics of the Buddha and the notion of the
Bodhisattva, and (2) the interconnection between early Mahayana
sutras and Mahasamghika texts. Secondly, analysis shows that neither
early Mahayana Buddhism nor the Mahasamghika school exhibited

characteristics of non-canonical speech and lax adherence to monastic
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discipline. Thus, the notion that Mahayana Buddhism originated from
the Mahasamghika school based on the commonality of non-canonical
speech and a lax adherence to monastic discipline lacks substantial

support.

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Abstract

This research has the following objectives: 1) To study the
waste management practices in temples for measurement in the Phra
Nakhon Si Ayutthaya province. 2) To investigate the learning and
operational management for waste management in temples in the
Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya province, following Buddhist principles. 3)
To propose guidelines for learning and operational management to
establish waste management centers based on Buddhist principles for
temples in the Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya province. This research is a
mixed-method study, employing quantitative research methods. The sample
populationincludes temples in the Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya province with
a staff of 25 or more people, totaling 22 temples. Key informants include
abbots, monks, and staff, with a total of 209 individuals. Research tools
encompass questionnaires, and data analysis involves percentage and
frequency calculations. Additionally, qualitative research explores best
practices in waste management from three organizations: Wat Chak
Daeng temple in Thailand’s Samut Prakan province, Chulalongkorn
University, and the Buddhist Compassion Relief Tzu Chi Foundation in
Taiwan. Qualitative analysis employs interviews and content analysis
as research tools.

The research findings reveal that:

1. In the state of waste management among temple personnel

in Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya province, the majority of waste consists

of recyclables and biodegradables. This type of waste is effectively
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managed through waste sorting for resale. Non-biodegradable waste
is transferred to the local administration unit for further disposal. Food
waste and biodegradable materials may be repurposed for animal
feeding or composted in the production of organic fertilizer, depending
on the resources available at each temple.

2. Inthe learning and implementation of zero-waste management
based on the principles of Buddhist administration for temple personnel
in Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya province, the majority of participants
demonstrate knowledge and comprehension of waste management.
They actively incorporate the 3Rs — Recycle, Reuse, and Reduce —
as guiding principles in their waste management practices.

3. Guidelines have been proposed for learning and
operational management to establish waste management
centers based on Buddhist principles for temples in Phra Nakhon Si
Ayutthaya province. Firstly, temple personnel are to be advised to
commence the process by applying the Four Noble Truths, specifically
focusing on the four valuable factors — Thuk, Samutthai, Nirrodha,
and Mak. Thuk encourages recognizing the suffering stemming from
awareness of waste problems, unpleasant odors, and cleanliness
issues. Samutthai involves a comprehensive examination of the
problems and root causes of waste generation within the temple.
Nirrodha necessitates defining ultimate goals to be achieved, while Mak
entails devising methods to attain these objectives. The temple abbot,
in their role, is to adhere to the four Brahmavihara principles — Metta

(loving-kindness), Karuna (compassion), Mudita (sympathetic joy), and
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Upekkha (equanimity). Meanwhile, the monks in the temple are to follow
the Four Parisuddhi-Sila principles, abstaining from killing, stealing,
engaging in sexual misconduct, and false speech. Additionally, they
should observe the seven Sappaya principles, which involve refraining from
intoxication, gossip, harsh language, slander, frivolous speech, greed, and
anger. Tofosteraharmonious environment, the temple emphasizes the four
Sanghawatthu principles generosity, morality, meditation, and wisdom. To
influence the behavior of individuals within the temple, the implementation of
the four Itthipatha principles is crucial, encompassing control over
the senses, moral shame, moral fear, and wisdom. In the context
of establishing waste management practices within the temple,
emphasis is placed on the application of the 1A3R principle. This
involves integrating the Buddhist principles with the 1A3R framework,

which comprises the concepts Avoid, Recycle, Reuse, and Reduce.

The purpose of this research was to study the distribution and
change in the number of temples in Thailand between 2012 and 2022.
This quantitative research utilized geographic information and statis-
tical analysis, drawing on data from official documents and relevant
government agencies. The data was processed using concepts of
cultural diffusion, spatial distribution, and social and cultural change.
The research findings can be summarized as follows: In 2022, Thailand
had a total of 43,471 temples, with the highest concentration in the
northeastern region. The province with the most temples was Nakhon
Ratchasima, with 2,215 temples. In contrast, the province with the
fewest temples was Phuket, with only 41 temples. The province that
experienced the most significant increase in the number of temples
during the period from 2012 to 2022 was Udon Thani, with an addition
of 335 temples. Conversely, the number of Buddhist monks and novices
decreased from 355,295 in 2012 to 288,342 in 2022. The province
with the highest number of Buddhist clergy in 2022 was Bangkok with
18,055, while the province with the fewest was Satun with 287. Most of
the decline in Buddhist clergy numbers occurred in the northeastern
region, with the most substantial decrease observed in Nakhon
Ratchasima, where there was a decrease of 9,175. In contrast, the
province of Nong Khai saw the most significant increase in the number

of Buddhist clergy, with a growth of 501.

This article is a part of the research project titled “Development
of Knowledge Centers for Prototype Communities in Thailand”. The
objectives of the study are as follows: 1) to study the design concepts
and develop learning centers for urban communities; 2) to develop
community based innovative learning with the temple being the
driving force for Thailand to become a learning society in the industry
4.0 era; and 3) to evaluate learning innovations to promote creative
learning and present a prototype learning center Communities in
Thailand. The study aims to establish three distinct learning centers:
a community-based history learning center at Wat Suan Dok, a
community-based learning center for early Buddhist history at Wat Jed
Yod and a community-based learning center for Dhamma practice at
Wat Ram Poeng in Chiangmai province. The methodology is grounded
in research and development, with a sample size of 240 participants.
Descriptive statistical methods, including mean and standard deviation,
were employed for data analysis.

The study revealed the following key findings:

1. The conceptof designing and developing urban community-based
learning centers was given by technology experts. These key
contributors designed and developed online learning spaces by
building websites on Google Sites. The resulting learning areas and

innovative knowledge packs on Google Sites in the three centers are
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as follows: Firstly, for the Community-based History Learning Center,
Wat Suan Dok, Phra Aram Luang, seven sets of creative knowledge
innovation were devised, namely (1) History of Wat Suan Dok, (2) Phra
Borommathat Chedi, (3) Phra Wihan Luang, (4) Phra Ubosot Phra Chao
Kao Tue, (5) Cremation ashes of the North royal family of Chiang Mai,
(6) Monument of Kruba Chao Sriwichai and (7) Mahachulalongkorn-
rajavidyalaya University. Secondly, for the Learning Center for History
of Buddhism, Wat Chet Yot, Phra Aram Luang, ten sets of knowledge
Innovation were devised, namely (1) History of Wat Chet Yot, (2) Phra
Borommathat Chedi Chet Yot, (3) Statue of King Tilokarat and (4) The
Seven Satta Mahasathan, an essential learning site that represents
Buddhism. Thirdly, for the Model of Community Learning Meditation
Center, Wat Ram Poeng (Tapotaram) nine sets of knowledge innova-
tion were devised, comprised of (1) History of Wat Ram Poeng, (2)
Ubosot, (3) Wihan Laikham, (4) Practice of Meditation Based on Four
Foundations of Mindfulness, (5) a site to end meditation class, and (6)
Abbot’s cell, a site to test somebody’s meditation ability.

2. The development of an innovative learning area within the
Google Sites program, featuring an E-book accessible through QR-
code scanning, signifies a groundbreaking approach to community
knowledge enhancement in Thai society. This initiative aims to propel
Thailand towards becoming a creative learning society, leveraging

technology to disseminate knowledge effectively.
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3. The assessment indicates that the readiness of community
learning services in the historical domain is commendable, scoring
4.25%. Similarly, the historical area of Buddhism and the Dhamma
practice area demonstrate a good level, accounting for 4.20% and
4.19%, respectively. In light of these positive evaluations, we propose
the establishment of a Learning and Innovation Center to serve as a

model for promoting creative learning within urban communities.

of Buddha amulets creation in the Ayutthaya period. It was found that

current Buddha amulets have evolved from Buddhist votive tablets
from India until they spread to Suvarnabhumi. After that, the concept
and belief of creating Buddhist votive tablets began to be developed
to be used as amulets since the early Ayutthaya period, which has
evidence showing the turning point of the concept of creation being
different from the previous era. Evidence indicates a notable shift in
the creation concept during the middle Ayutthaya period, marked
by regional conflicts. In response to the turbulent times and warfare
with surrounding kingdoms, the idea emerged to create amulets for
protective purposes. Believing in the potency of Buddha’s power and
sacred rituals, these amulets were perceived as shields, ensuring the
safety of individuals and securing victory over both human enemies
and malevolent forces. Towards the era’s conclusion, there was
a progression in materials used and the practice of inscribing
yantra on the back of Buddha amulets, emphasizing their durability,
Maha-ud, and Kongkrabhanchatri. The development of Buddhist art
during this period contributed to the distinctive identity of Ayutthaya.
A consecration ceremony, featuring magical spells, is highlighted as
a model for crafting Buddha amulets, a tradition passed down through

generations to the present day.
