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The 20th issue of Dhammadhara Journal has undergone several
improvements and developments, including changing the publication
format from print to online and updating the cover design, logo, and journal
abbreviations. These changes were made following recommendations from
the Thai Journal Citation Index Centre (TCI) to align with international journal
standards.

This issue contains five articles, as follows:

1. The research article titled “An Analytical Study of Buddha’s
Characteristics in Suttas of Pali Tipitaka” by Phramaha Uthai Padthapim and
Asst. Prof. Dr. Sompornnuch Tansrisook is a paper with clear content, offering
a detailed and in-depth analysis of the Buddha'’s qualities, surpassing
previous research. It presents Pali evidence from the Tipitaka and provides
new knowledge to the academic community.

2. The research article titled “Synthesis of Articles about Bhikkhunis
in Thai Journals Online (Thaido) from 2003-2023" by Asst. Prof. Dr. Montree
Sirarojananan and Mr. Apirak Namwicha found that articles on bhikkhunis
generally focus on two distinct points: 1. Reform-oriented articles aiming for
societal acceptance of bhikkhuni ordination, and 2. Conservative articles
that reject the acceptance of Theravada bhikkhunis in Thailand, arguing that
the lineage of Theravada bhikkhuni ordination has been broken. The issue
of bhikkhunis remains unresolved and is unlikely to gain acceptance from
the Sangha Supreme Council in the near future.

3. The research article titled “A Conceptual Synthesis of the

Relationship between Inner Peace and Social Peace for Sustainable Peace”



by Dr. Suchada Thongmalai examines how the human mind, composed
of three types of mental states — wholesome qualities (Kusala-dhamma),
unwholesome qualities (Akusala-dhamma) such as greed, anger, and
delusion, and indeterminate qualities (Abyakata-dhamma) — can cultivate
inner peace and contribute to social peace. By practicing the threefold
path of generosity (Dana), moral conduct (Sila), and meditation (Bhavana),
wholesome qualities are developed, leading to inner tranquility and fostering
sustainable peace in society.

4. The research article titled “Buddhist Psychology Program of
Inner Mind for Self-Directed Learning in Early Childhood” by Dr. Unthika
Puvapiromquan integrates concepts from Buddhism and Western scholars
to create a program that promotes self-directed learning in early childhood.
The program consists of 30 activities and was tested with 30 kindergarten
students divided equally into an experimental group and control group. The
results showed that the program significantly enhanced the self-directed
learning abilities of the children. This finding provides valuable insights for
those interested in the development of early childhood learmning.

5. The article titled “Huayanjing jinshizizhang: A Philosophical
Translation in Thai and New Approach to Understanding Avatamsaka (2)”
by Asst. Prof. Dr. Nipon Sasipanudej is a continuation of the first translation.
The article may be challenging to understand for those unfamiliar with
the topic, but with careful reading, it provides an insightful explanation of
Svabhava-Dhamma such as Pratityasamutpada from the perspective of the

Avatamsaka Sutra.



It is hoped that readers will gain knowledge and enjoyment

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An Analytical Study of Buddha’s

Abstract

This research article aims to study and categorize the various
characteristics of the Buddha, known as Buddhaguna. It also analyzes
the relationship between the meaning of these characteristics and
the speakers who describe them. The study, which includes an
examination of the Suttas, as well as the Thera and Therigatha,
identifies 13 distinct characteristics of the Buddha, which are grouped
into four main categories: (1) External Characteristics Recognized by
Society: (1.1) Family background, (1.2) Physical appearance, and (1.3)
Supernatural powers; (2) External Characteristics Observed in Close
Proximity: (2.1) Speech, (2.2) Manners, (2.3) Role as a teacher, and
(2.4) Public confidence:; (3) Internal Characteristics: (3.1) Wisdom, (3.2)
Compassion, and (3.3) Purity; (4) Buddha's Assessment by Speakers: (4.1)
Metaphors of greatness, (4.2) Incomparability, and (4.3) Worthiness of
worship. The study finds that the depth of the characteristics mentioned
reflects the wisdom level of the speaker. While general Buddhists and
other individuals often highlight external and tangible characteristics,

noble disciples emphasize internal characteristics gained through
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personal spiritual development. Notably, Venerable Sariputta, whom
the Buddha praised for his wisdom, often mentioned the Buddha’s
wisdom. This study concludes that Buddhaguna encapsulates the human
qualities and moral virtues of the Buddha, portraying him as the greatest
man endowed with wisdom, compassion, and purity, which underlie his

other characteristics.

Abstract

The purpose of this research article is to synthesize academic
articles studying bhikkhunis and their sequels that appeared in the Thai
journal database (ThaiJO) from 2003-2023. It is qualitative research
consisting of two steps: 1) collecting data only academic articles about
bhikkhunis found in the Thai ThaiJO database published online, and
2) analyzing the obtained data. The main points are summarized, and
the research results are presented accordingly. The academic articles
regarding bhikkhunis and their sequels can be classified into two types:
general academic articles and research articles. Both types of articles
mainly provide knowledge about bhikkhunis in the context of Thai society.
When considering the essence of both types of academic articles, it was
found that there are two main points of focus. The first kind promotes
societal acceptance of Thai bhikkhunis asserting that they are legal
nuns according to Thai law. This group can be considered “reformative
articles”. The second kind of article contains important general knowledge
about bhikkhunis, but the authors of this group strongly oppose and

disapprove of Theravada bhikkhunis in Thailand. Consequently, it was
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held that ordaining bhikkhunis from the Theravada sect is not possible
at present due to the discontinuity of the Theravada bhikkhuni lineage.
This group can be summarized as “conservative articles”. Based on
the results of the research and synthesis of academic articles about
bhikkhunis, it can be inferred that future challenges lie ahead for Thai
Theravada bhikkhunis as there has been no conclusion that Thai
Theravada bhikkhunis will be officially accepted by the government

(Sangha Supreme Council) in the near future.

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A Conceptual Synthesis of the Relationship
between Inner Peace and Social Peace for
Sustainable Peace

Abstract

This study aims to 1) study the inner state of the human mind
according to Buddhism 2) study the concept of conflict and peace in
societies 3) synthesize the relationship between inner peace and social
peace for sustainable peace. This is documentary research, and the
results found that:

The human mind comprises three categories of mental states:
wholesome states or Kusala-dhamma (KusalamUla 3 are Alobha: non-
greed, Adosa: non-hatred, Amoha: non-delusion), unwholesome states
or Akusala-dhamma (AkusalamuUla 3, Lobha: greed, Dosa: hatred, Moha:
delusion) and Abyakata-dhamma (neutral dhamma). The dhamma
principles that support the growth of wholesome dhamma to create
a peaceful society are Pufifiakiriya-vatthu 3 (the principles of the 3
meritorious actions: Dana, Sila, Bhavana), and Sikkhattaya (Threefold
Training: Sila, Bhavana, and Pafina), especially the meditation practice,
which makes the mind calm and stable, unshakable by AkusalamUla 3.
Being a person who does not cause harm therefore, it reduces conflict

in society.
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Peace can be categorized into positive and negative peace. To
foster positive peace, itis crucial to strengthen the eight pillars of peace,
which are Well — Functioning Government, Equitable Distribution of
Resources, Free Flow of Information, Good Relations with Neighbours,
High Levels of Human Capital, Acceptance of the Rights of Others,
Low Level of Corruption, and Sound Business Environment. Using
the methods of Creating Agents of Change (training people at all
levels to become agents of peace) and Driving an Evolution in peace
(creating factors in politics, social structures, dialogue, and leadership
that support peace in society), resulting in higher positive peace values,
and leading to a more harmonious and peaceful environment.

Analysis of the relationship between the inner state of mind, and
external peace and conflict using 3 types of conflict analysis tools, there
is no research that has applied these tools, which are conflict mapping,
the onion, and the conflict tree, found that a predominance of inner
peace (wholesome states) correlates with increased social peace. On
the contrary, a predominance of inner conflict (unwholesome states)
contributes to conflict. Therefore, new knowledge gained from this

research is the ‘Positive Peace by Inner Peace’ model, synthesis the
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concept of sustainable approach to peace-building simultaneously at
the internal (mental) and external (social) levels. Creating inner peace
by cultivating morality in people in societies with the principles of
Dana (generosity), Sila (precepts), Bhavana (Meditation), and Panfia
(Wisdom), especially continuous meditation practice, which makes the
mind strong and persist in the virtues. When the working groups that
drive the structure of The Eight Pillars of Peace are strong, stable, and
guided by wholesome virtues and sincere dedication to public benefit,
resulting in steadily increase positive peace values sustainably, and

fostering global peace (SDG 16) ultimately.

Abstract

This research employs mixed methods to: 1) study the
principles and concepts of Inner Mind for Self-Directed Learning in Early
Childhood, 2) develop a Buddhist Psychology Program for self-directed
learning in early childhood, and 3) Presenting the effectiveness of
Buddhist Psychology Program for self-directed learning in early childhood.
Qualitative data were collected through in-depth interviews with 18 key
informants selected using purposive sampling. A sample of 30 kindergarten
students was selected from Changphueak Kindergarten, which was
then divided into an experimental group of 15 and a control group of 15,
as determined by using G*Power program. Data were analyzed using
percentages, means, standard deviations (S.D), and paired sample
t-test (independent t-test).

The results were as follows: 1) This approach emphasizes self-directed
learning, respects children as individuals, encourages reflection, and
positions adults as archetypal figures who provide a positive environment.

of mental power in Buddhism (Satara Iddhipada), namely Chanda, Viriya,
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Citta, and Vimansa- which serve as driving forces for each child’s self-
directed learning process and imitation. The seven principles of Kalyanamitra
Dhamma are used to create an environment conducive to collaborative
learning. 2) The development of the Buddhist psychology program for
self-directed learning in early childhood resulted in 30 activities adapted
from prior experiences and co-designed with children. These activities
were categorized into six main types based on a 2017 early childhood
program. 3) The effects of Buddhist Psychology Program of Inner Mind
for Self-Directed Learning in Early Childhood, assessed before and after
program participation were as follows: Firstly, self-directed learning of the
experimental group of early childhood increased significantly after the
experiment compared to before, with a statistically significant difference at
the .01 level.

Abstract

This second part of the research firstly aims to expound Huayan
theory in Huayanjing jinshizizhang by translating and annotating the relevant
Mahayana scriptures for all-inclusive understanding. Secondly, the aim is to
illustrate diagrammatically the evolution of “pratitya-samutpada” theorized
by Fazang (% # 643-712), the third patriarch of the Avatamsaka School, as
follows: (a) “pratitya-samutpada” (4%i#2) (b) “karma pratitya-samutpada” (
R##2) (c) “alaya pratitya-samutpada” (F7# B4 #2) (d) “tathata” (E4r) or
“tathagata-garbha pratitya-samutpada” (4 3 & ##2) and (e) “dharma-dhatu
pratitya-samutpada” (i - ##2 ). The development of “pratitya-samutpada” is
also relevant to the “Five Teachings” (f#k) systemized successively by
Fazang, namely, (a) the “Ignorant-in-dharma Doctrine of the Voice-Hearers”
(B2 #%) (b) the “Elementary Doctrine of the Great Vehicle” (k 4 #)
(c) the “Final Doctrine of the Great Vehicle” (A & 4#) (d) the “Sudden
Enlightenment Doctrine of the Great Vehicle” (X F## #) and (e) the “Perfect
Doctrine of the One Vehicle” (— & [E #) as the highest point of Buddhism

represented by Avatamsaka School.
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In “dharma-dhatu pratitya-samutpada” the characteristics of the
lion are “unreal” (%) and “real” (47) in the same time and space. If the
“characteristics” (of the lion) are non-existent (:+#), the “gold essence”
is not non-existent (+4&) or “always remains” (% 1) as the “emptiness
of form” (& =). Even so, the “unreal” has no “self-nature” (& 48) for
it depends on the “real” to manifest. Thus, there is no “svabhava-stnyata”
(# M=) as Hinayana claims. When the “unreal” in Avatamsaka’s term
“unobstructs” (F &) the “real” (£1%), the “emptiness of form” paves a
path to “tri-svabhava” (=), synthesized from Yogacara, as follows:
(a) “parikalpita-svabhava” (# =t fr#£) (b) “paratantra-svabhava”
(2 H) (c) “parinispanna-svabhava” ([E & & #), and enhanced to the

“Three Natures One Realm” (= — k).
