as follows:

1. The academic article titled “The P.S.R.S. Model: A Framework for a Holis-
tic Approach to Working and Solving Problems in Ancient Manuscripts” by
Phramaha Thunsun Kittisaro, Ph.D. This article proposes the P.S.R.S. Model (Preserva-
tion, Study, Research, and Sustainability) as a holistic framework for addressing the
ongoing deterioration of ancient manuscripts. Emphasizing open IT systems that
comply with international standards and the establishment of sustainable networks
at the local, national, and international levels, the study offers valuable insights for
scholars of palm-leaf manuscripts and other ancient documents.

2. The research article titled “An Activity Model Development Based on

Kayagatasati Kammatthana to Reduce the Risk of Falls from Walking in Elderly
Adults” by Phramaha Tawee Mahaparifio, Asst. Prof., Ph.D., and team. This study

presents the development of an activity model grounded in Kayagatasati

Kammatthana (mindfulness of the body) aimed at reducing fall risk among elderly
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adults. The findings demonstrate statistically significant improvements in balance and
introduce a new body of knowledge, “Six Awareness Practices for Risk Adjustment

)

and Fall Prevention,” emphasizing mindfulness of breathing, minor bodily postures,
body contemplation, and age-appropriate nutrition.

3. An action research article on “A Model for Using Buddhist Psychology to
Enhance Concentration in Early Childhood: A Case Study of Wat Pa Pradu Phra
Aram Luang Child Development Center, Muang District, Rayong Province” by
Ms. Radayaphak Knaruhadphak. This action research develops the “5AB Model,”
consisting of five activities aligned with five behavioral groups to enhance
concentration and address risk behaviors in early childhood. The results indicate clear
positive behavioral outcomes, particularly through “loving-touch mindfulness,” which
effectively reduces depression and mental restlessness.

4. A translated article on “Huayanjing jinshizizhang: A Philosophical
Translation in Thai and a New Approach to Understanding Avatamsaka (3)” by
Nipon Sasipanudej, Asst. Prof., Ph.D. This article presents a philosophical translation
and analysis of The Flower Ornament Golden Lion Treatise (Huayanjing jinshizizhang),
elucidating the advanced dialectical method of the Avatamsaka school. It highlights
“emptiness” in all phenomena as “Buddha wisdom” and “prakrti-prabhasvara-citta”,
the innately pure mind, which serves as the foundation of “tathagata-garbha” theory.

5. The research article titled “Digital Innovation for Learning the Principles
of Dharma through the Buddhist Characteristics of the Buddha Statues of the
Dvaravati Period” by Ms. Puntanita Wakadoun. This study examines the values of
Buddhist teachings embodied in various postures of Dvaravati-period Buddha statues
and develops a documentary-based digital innovation entitled “Gateway to the
Dvaravati Port”. The innovation effectively communicates moral, mental, artistic-

cultural, and social values embedded in Dvaravati Buddhist art and received high

levels of audience satisfaction.
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6. The research article titled “Knowledge Management: A Decision-Making
Process According to Buddhism” by Mr. Setthachat Thanachaikonphisut and team.
Integrating the SECI knowledge management model with Buddhist principles of
wholesomeness and the Threefold Training (Trisiksa), this study proposes a new
conceptual framework known as Paficasamma, or the “Pentameric R Model,” which
offers five guiding principles for accurate and effective decision-making.

7. The research article titled “The Development of the Thai Buddhist Nuns’
Online Archive for Knowledge Management and Social Value Enhancement” by
Kritsana Raksachom, Assoc. Prof., Ph.D., and team. This research highlights the
multifaceted contributions of Thai Buddhist nuns to Buddhism, education, and Thai
society, while addressing the absence of standardized archival systems. The study
proposes the development of an online archive for Thai Buddhist nuns as a knowledge
management tool that systematically preserves historical evidence and affirms the

role of nuns as vital social capital for national development.

We sincerely hope that this issue will provide readers with both scholarly insight

and intellectual enjoyment.

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Abstract

This article draws on knowledge from the research on “A Development of an
Information Technology Platform for the Preservation and Studies of
Manuscripts” i.e., the P.S.R.S. Model, to present a working approach and address the
issues of ancient documents, a crucial primary source of information that
records the wisdom of our ancestors. These documents are increasingly lost due to
both natural disasters and human intervention.

The P.S.R.S. Model consists of four components: 1) P = Manuscript
Preservation; 2) S = Integrated Studies; 3) R = Scholarly Research;
4) S = Sustainability Network; and 3 operational levels: 1) L = Local Implementation.
Local Applications 2) N = National and Policy Integration
3) G = Global Network

The IT system developed to support the P.S.R.S. Model has three
features: 1) Supports all operating standards 2) Operates on Web 2.0
technology 3) Supports application interface systems. It consists of four
components: 1) Server, 2) Database, 3) Application Interface, and 4)
Application. It provides four functions: 1) Content Entry, 2) Access to Original Data, 3)
Text Data Access, and 4) Programmatic Data Access.

The study found that the P.S.R.S. Model can be effectively applied to solve
problems related to ancient documents in a holistic manner. The P.S.R.S. Model can
be applied to ancient documents in four areas: 1. Conservation, 2. Education, 3.
Research, and 4. Sustainability. It also provides a comprehensive solution
for ancient document issues. It is necessary to solve the problem at all three levels:

1. Operational level 2. Policy level 3. Network level.

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Abstract

The study aimed to achieve 3 objectives. 1) to examine the characteristics of fall risk
and the activities that help reduce fall risk among older adults using the principles of
Kayagatasati Kammatthana (mindfulness of the body), 2) to develop a set of
activities based on Kayagatasati Kammatthana to reduce the risk of falls during
walking among older adults, and 3) to measure and evaluate theeffectiveness of this
activity model in reducing fall risk among older adults in Nonsi Subdistrict, Kabin Buri
District, Prachin Buri Province. This research employed a mixed-methods research. The
key informants comprised 250 older adults who participated in the survey, 35 selected
participants for in-depth interviews, and a group of experts who
participated in focus group discussions. The instruments and data collection
techniques included (1) a questionnaire, (2) an in-depth interview form, (3) a focus group
discussion, (4) an activity model, and (5) an activity manual. Quantitative data were
analyzed using descriptive statistics, while qualitative data were analyzed through content
analysis.

The study found that;

1) Most older adults in the area experienced problems related to falling. These
incidents were primarily caused by occupational activities and health conditions that
affected balance, leading to an increased risk of falls. Providing educational support was
considered highly important because no organization or agency had previously provided
knowledge or training about falls or fall-risk reduction for older adults.

2) From the fieldwork, older adults participated in various activities
designed according to the principles of Kayagatasati Kammatthana (mindfulness of the
body). The activities included: (1) developing mindfulness of breathing,
(2) contemplating the body as impure, (3) recognizing fall risks associated with
walking, (4) learning about appropriate nutrition for the elderly, and
(5) practicing awareness of 4 minors bodily movements (iriyapatha) are

maintaining mindfulness of the four main postures—walking, standing, sitting, and lying
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down. Observation and assessment during the program revealed that older adults
demonstrated significant improvement and were able to apply these mindful practices
effectively in their daily lives.

3) The findings indicated that the participants showed clear progress. Overall, the
measurable results showed that most elderly adults no longer had a high risk of falling.
Statistical analysis revealed that the average post-test scores were
significantly higher than the pre-test scores at the significance level of 0.000.
Therefore, it can be concluded that the developed activity model was successfully
applicable to older adults in Nonsi Subdistrict, Kabin Buri District, Prachin Buri
Province. Moreover, the fall risk among participants was meaningfully reduced,

corresponding to the project’s slogan: “Nonsi seniors live well, with no falls.”

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Abstract

This article has three objectives: 1) to develop an activity handbook and a
Buddhist psychological model for enhancing concentration among early childhood
children; 2) to examine the behaviors of early childhood children after
experimenting with the Buddhist psychological model forimproving their
concentration; and 3) to propose a Buddhist psychological model for enhancing
concentration in early childhood children. This qualitative action research was
conducted with the guidance of key informants and focus group discussions to design
an activity manual and a model for using Buddhist psychology in developing
concentration in early childhood. The 50-hour program targeted 60 early childhood
children. The target group consisted of 60 early childhood children selected through
purposive sampling. Data obtained from in-depth interviews were analyzed using
content analysis.

The research findings revealed:

1) Obtained an activity manual, a model for using psychology to enhance
concentration in early childhood children for a period of 50 hours, consisting of
1) a table of activity manuals for enhancing concentration in early childhood children
2) a 50-hour meditation teaching schedule (17 sessions, 3 hours/1 session on Buddhist
holy days 3) a homework schedule for practicing meditation before bed for 5 weeks
(35 nights) for early childhood children 4) a behavior table for all 6 groups of early
childhood children 5) a table of all 6 activities 6) a table of 6 activities appropriate
for the behavior of all 6 groups of early childhood children 7) presenting a model for
using Buddhist psychology to enhance concentration in early childhood children

2) After using the model for using psychology to enhance concentration in
early childhood children, children demonstrated positive behaviors in
communication, body control, mind control, focused concentration, extended stillness,
self-love, and gentleness toward themselves and others.

3) The “5AB Model” was developed: 5 activities and 5 behaviors:
1) speaking/listening activities appropriate for (Group 1 children who do not speak
and do not answer questions); 2) walking/holding a glass of water activities
appropriate for (Group 2 children who are distracted). Pressure, self-harm, and hitting

friends) 3) Activities to move the body and stop the body that are
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appropriate for (behavior of children in group 3, children who have slow
responses, awareness is much slower than normal, the mind is not in the present) 4)
Imaginative activities in meditation (drawing) that are appropriate for (behavior of
children in group 4, children who have short attention spans, low patience, cannot
wait, cannot stay still) 5) Meditation activities to touch love that are
appropriate for (behavior of children in group 5, children who are depressed, cry)
The researcher applied the research findings to develop a model called the
“5AB Model,” consisting of five activities and five behaviors, which serve as a body of
knowledge guiding the enhancement of concentration. The model of applying Buddhist
psychology to strengthen concentration among early childhood children demonstrates
activities that correspond to specific behaviors, leading to improve development and

greater capacity in practicing concentration.

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BUDDHIST PSYCHOLOGY TO ENHANCE
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Abstract

This article has two objectives: 1) to study the value of Buddhist principles
through the characteristics of Buddha statues from the Dvaravati period, and
2) to create and disseminate a digital innovation for learning Buddhist principles
through the characteristics of Buddha statues from the Dvaravati period. It is
qualitative research conducted through in-depth interviews with 13 key informants to
create a documentary video titled “Gateway to Dvaravati” comprising one
episode lasting 15 minutes, which was trialed with 30 people, presenting the core
content of Buddhist principles through the characteristics of Buddha statues from the
Dvaravati period in each posture that is popular, in order to promote the
dissemination of digital innovations.

The research results show that:

1. The principles of Dharma reflected through the Buddha statues of the
Dvaravati period include: 1) The Buddha Statue in Subduing Mara Posture
representing Right Thought, 2) The Buddha in the Meditation posture representing
the Four Noble Truths and Dependent Origination, 3) The Buddha Statue in the
Meditation posture under Naga-enthroned representing the Brahmavihara and
Sammappadhana, 4) The Buddha in the First Sermon posture representing the
Principle Teaching: Ovadapatimokkha , Bodhipakkhiya-dhamma: 37 virtues partaking
of enlightenment, Dependent Origination, and the Four Noble Truths, 5) The
Buddha Statue in the Great Miraculous posture representing Ultimate Truth, 6) The
Buddha statue in the descent from Tavatimsa Realm the representing The four
bases of social solidarity, 7) The Buddha standing above Phanasabadi representing
the Principle of teaching: Ovadapatimokkha, 8) The Buddha statue in the Bestowing
Blessings posture representing scholar, which can be categorized into four values: (1)
Moral teachings (2) Aspects of the mind (3) Art and culture, and (4) Social and life

conduct.
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2. The overall assessment results of digital innovation show that the audience
is very satisfied, with an average score of 4.68, which is at the highest level of
satisfaction. When considering individual items, it was found that the digital
innovation for learning about the principles of Buddhism through the
characteristics of Buddha statues from the Dvaravati period is highly appropriate for
disseminating Buddhism, with an average score of 4.82, which is the highest level.
Following this, the documentary narration titled ‘Gateway to the Dvaravati Port’ is
also highly appropriate for public dissemination, serving as a teaching
media that reflects significant events in Buddhist history with a variety of principles,
earning an average score of 4.79, which is at the highest level of satisfaction. The item
with the lowest average score is the illustrations in the documentary, which scored
4.44, but it still remains at the highest level of satisfaction as well.

The research results have produced new knowledge, creating the ‘HAP CD’
Model. The advantage of this documentary-style digital innovation is that it
generates knowledge by integrating technology with Buddhism, helping learners access
the principles of Dharma. It emphasizes four values: the aspect of teachings that
convey Dharma in an easily understandable way; the mental aspect that
promotes peace and faith; the aspect of art and culture which preserves artistic
heritage from disappearing; and the social and lifestyle aspect that appropriately

connects Dharma with people’s lives in a contemporary way.

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Abstract

This research article is part of the Doctor of Philosophy in Religious
Studies Program it aims to 1) the decision-making process according to
knowledge management 2) to study the decision-making process
according to Buddhist principles 3) to integrate the decision-making process and to
present body of knowledge about “A model of the integrated decision-making
process according to knowledge management and Buddhism.” This research used
qualitative research methods by analyzing primary documents, namely
Tipitaka, and secondary documents, i.e. commentaries, textbooks, and other
related research documents, and interviewing experts in Buddhism and knowledge
management.

The results of the study found that: The concept of knowledge
management according to the SECI Model is a method that figures out
decision-making based on a participatory mindset and operation systematically. There
is the social knowledge exchange, knowledge externalization, knowledge combination,
and knowledge internalization. It deals with creating and transferring knowledge
explicitly to individuals. This makes a highly accurate decision because it does not
depend on anyone.

The decision-making process according to Buddhism is a decision based on
thoughts, knowledge, and practices that are based on wholesome and correctness.
The available and obtained information must be filtered from the wholesome and
unwholesome and honesty or corruption. If it is unwholesome and corruption, it must
be avoided. However, if it is wholesome and honest, it must be continued. Correct
decision-making must be based on the foundation of a high morality, a high

mentality, and a high wisdom.
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Integrating decision-making with Buddhist knowledge management starts with
the search for and collection of data based on the Four Noble Truths and the
verification using the principles of Appamanfia Brahmavihara, namely, loving-kindness,
compassion, sympathetic joy, and equanimity. The Compile information by making
them clear until becoming the mental image. The learning process is needed to
analyze and synthesize data to make correct decisions. It can be summarized as
the body of knowledge, namely, the Five Right Decisions, called Pancasamma or
Pentameric R Model, comprising of right data, right sorting, right operation, right

exertion and right intrepidity.

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Abstract

Thai Buddhist nuns have made extensive contributions to Buddhism and Thai
society through their diverse roles and accomplishments in religion, education, and
social development. However, the lack of a standardized database, the fragmentation
of information, and the absence of systematic presentation have hindered the
preservation and dissemination of their legacies. This study therefore seeks
approaches for effective knowledge management and social
value creation, with two primary objectives: (1) to analyze and categorize essential
information from documentary evidence conernng the roles and contributions of Thai
Buddhist nuns that reflect their religious and social significance, and (2) to develop a
knowledge management model in the form of an online archival system for Thai
Buddhist nuns to serve as a reliable source of learning and reference. This qualitative
research employed documentary research and content analysis following Glenn A.
Bowen’s framework. The primary sources included Mae Chi San Journal, biographical
works, and records from the Thai Nuns’ Institute Foundation, while the secondary
sources comprised scholarly articles, conference proceedings, and international
archival management guidelines.

The findings revealed that the contributions of Thai Buddhist nuns can be classified
into four dimensions: (1) the religious dimension, including the propagation of Buddhism,
moral training, and serving as ethical role models; (2) the educational dimension,
encompassing the establishment of Buddhist schools, dissemination of knowledge, and
development of learning media; (3) the social development dimension, exemplified by
community service activities, social development initiatives, and environmental protection;
and (4) the cultural and social dimension, reflected in the preservation of traditions, the
creation of women’s networks, and participation in public activities. Collectively, these
dimensions indicate that the roles of Thai Buddhist nuns extend beyond religious
activities and demonstrate their significance as a form of social capital essential for the
development of Thai society. The study’s outcomes highlight the design and development

of the Thai Buddhist Nuns’ Online Archives with three distinctive features: (1) a digital
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information management system aligned with international standards, (2) a knowledge
integration mechanism that facilitates efficient retrieval and utilization, and (3) the
establishment of a public learning platform bridging academic knowledge and societal
engagement. These findings contribute to creating a sustainable knowledge dissemination
space for scholars, youth, and Thai society at large, supporting innovation, academic
advancement, and social development, while also serving as a historical repository of the
contributions of Thai Buddhist nuns. The archives thus function not only as a storage
system but also as a means of preserving vital evidence that generates enduring social

value and sustainable cultural capital.

(El‘[‘éciﬁj\?éfl@\) where there is neither “agata” (coming) nor “gata” (going), neither
increasing (antnatva) nor decreasing (apurnatva). It is accordingly named as
“bhtatathata” (thusness) that manifests “parinispanna-svabhava” ([Ei5584{%) as the
highest state of totality in the Realm of One Dharma (B~ 3 i) in the theory of
“tathagata-garbha” (J[I*¢ji). Thus, it was be claimed as the “Perfect of Doctrine of

the One Vehicle” (- #¢[e15%) by Avatamsaka.
