Purpose and objective

The Journal of East Asian and ASEAN Studies is an academic
journal published by East Asian Studies Center Faculty of Political
Science, Ramkhamhaeng University. Initially, it was published in a small
format of booklet primarily in Thai language on a yearly basis. But from
2012 onwards, the volume of the Journal has been enlarged with
varieties of contents to include articles in English as well in Chinese
language. Beginning from 20 1 5 the publication is scheduled to be
published twice yearly to accommodate with the increasing demands for
research publication requirement.

The purpose of this Journal aims to disseminate knowledge on
the region of East Asia including ASEAN countries in various disciplines, as
this part of Asia is moving closer together towards a tightly link area. As
a multi-disciplinary publication with emphasis mainly on Social Science
and Humanity, the Journal’s principal focus cover sub-disciplines such as

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Abstract
This study explored causes and effects of the increasing numbers of
high-level government official in Thailand’s bureaucratic reform during

2002 — 2016. The study found that some policies to control and reduce

continuously expanding of bureaucracy’s size, employment and
spending, even though one of the bureaucratic reform’s goals is to
downsizing them.

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Abstract

This research objectives to 1) Study the cooperation process
among public, private and civil society sectors toward anti-corruption. 2)
Study the components of cooperation among public, private and civil
society sectors toward anti-corruption. 3) Study role in the profession,
structural characteristics, personal characteristics, the history of past
cooperation influences among public, private and civil society sectors
toward anti-corruption. 4) Provide guidance for the development of
cooperation among public, private and civil society sectors toward anti-
corruption. This research is a qualitative research by multiple case study
approach in two cases: The Waste Water Treatment Plant Project, Klong
Dan, Samut Prakan of the Pollution Control Department and The
Purchase of Drugs and Medical Supplies of the Ministry of Public Health
and the data were collected by document study, in-depth interview and
direct observation from relevant stakeholders from public, private and
civil society sectors.

The study found that the cooperation process in anti-corruption
is divided into two processes: the first is a work together among the
private and civil society sectors and then the second process is a work
together among the public, private and civil society sectors. Components
of cooperation toward anti-corruption are 1) Interdependence on

information that is beneficial to anti-corruption. 2) The newly created
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activity is seeking information. 3) The work together has flexible and
division of functions. 4) There is a common ownership of goal is to fight
against corruption. 5) The work together has explains the process of
working together in fight against corruption. For a role in the profession,
structural characteristics, personal characteristics, the history of past
cooperation have been found to have influenced anti-corruption
cooperation. Therefore, the development of cooperation toward anti-
corruption must integrate the anti-corruption cooperation process into
the same process, by using components of cooperation include a role in
the profession, structural characteristics, personal characteristics, the
history of past cooperation are driven. This research can lead to the
development of models, methods or guidelines for cooperation toward
anti-corruption to solve the problem of corruption.

Abstract

When discussing the using of China’s soft power, most of people
often pay attentions to either its increasing economic influence or its
cultural one via Confucius Institutes around the world. However, this
paper argues that the mainstream of China’s soft power is from the
People’s Liberation Army’s political works and Three Warfare
Strategies—psychological warfare, public opinion warfare, and legal
warfare. Empirically these two PLA’s concepts have played significant
roles in integrating the civil and military sector, which is one of the most
important agenda of the 1 8 th and 1 9 th Chinese Communist Party
Congress. For example, the Three Warfare Strategies have been applied
in the governmental campaigns promoting ‘Belt and Road Initiative’ (BRI)
abroad as well as those reacting to the decision of the Permanent Court
of Arbitration (PCA) regarding the China’s historical rights to claim its
sovereignty over the areas in South China Sea.

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Modern Russian-Chinese Strategic Cooperation

Abstract

Russia and China have been actively involved in the process of
establishing a new world order which can be characterized as
multipolarity. Herewith both countries jointly come out for more
comprehensive  and fair account of their national interests.
Multidimensional collaboration of the Russian Federation and the
People’s Republic of China facilitates the solution of the most actual
problem of both countries position strengthening as leading independent
centers on the world arena. In turn that is the essential condition of
global security in the face of the joint West threads. Constructing
bilateral relations on the basis of mutual trust and equality Russia and
China demonstrate brand new type of partnership patterned after their
own experience which should contribute to building a stable,

harmonious and fair world.

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Introduction

The rapid changes in the world that occurred in the late 20" and
early 21" centuries had a significant impact on the entire system of
international relations, which began to e¢radually evolve towards
multipolarity, reflecting the civilizational and cultural diversity of the
world. In the forefront of this movement, Russia and China jointly
advocate a more complete and fair consideration of both their national
interests and the interests of other countries, successfully counteracting
geopolitical hegemony and domination in any of their manifestations.
Over the past quarter-century a strong treaty and legal basis of bilateral
cooperation has been created within the framework of Russian-Chinese
relations, which includes, above all, the Treaty of Friendship, Good-
Neighbourliness and Cooperation, and which established “equal trusting
partnership and strategic cooperation” between the two states. The
current practice of world politics demonstrates to the whole world that
the Russian Federation and the People's Republic of China have
coinciding or close positions on almost all acute issues of the

international situation. Today, both states are striving to create such a
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model of interstate cooperation, the fundamental characteristics of
which would be trust and equal relations.

Intensification of contacts with China contributes to the
implementation of a long-term development strategy and the solution
of the most urgent task of strengthening Russia's position as a leading
independent center for international politics. In this regard, it is
important to study the mechanisms of consolidation and strengthening
of multi-faceted cooperation of the Russian Federation with the PRC,
since, as it is derived from this work, the Chinese foreign policy vector is
an advantageous alternative for Russia that allows it to mitigate the
impact of the EU and the USA alienation. At the same time, relations of
strategic partnership with the Russian Federation for China are of
paramount importance from the standpoint of ensuring stability within
the country and more independent behavior in the interational arena.

For an in-depth study of Russian-Chinese relations, we have
examined various aspects of the international activities of the two
powers in the light of both bilateral cooperation and within the
framework of regional and interregional organizations, such as ASEAN,
ASEM and the SCO. The cooperation of the two powers in the promising
energy sphere, as well as within the created regional security structure,
seems relevant. It was important for us to trace the evolution of

interstate relations in a historical context, and also to indicate the
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mechanisms for resolving the issue of disputed territories. Another
important task was to describe the difficult triangular relations of Russia,
China and the USA, and also to indicate the mechanisms of deterrence
and to identify the threats emanating from the United States towards

Russia and China.

1. Strategic Partnership between Russia and China: Evolution
and Prospects
The Russian-Chinese strategic partnership is a powerful resource
that can both ensure the political, social and economic security of both
countries and transform the entire system of international relations, so it
could meet the interests of the mankind. Over the past quarter century,
Russian-Chinese cooperation has been developing consistently and
steadily. In many ways, it is based on pragmatism and the acceptance of
the fact that each of the parties has its own national interests and
priorities that must be considered. The relations of modern Russia with
China were initially built based on similarity of positions on a number of
political issues, but as bilateral contacts deepened, large-scale tasks of
accelerated economic cooperation, clothed in a strategy of mutually
beneficial joint development, came to the fore. At present, it can be

stated that Russia and China have managed to achieve a qualitatively
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new level of partnership due to the formed “strategic stability” of
relations between the two countries.

The collapse of the USSR and the subsequent formation of the
Russian Federation as an independent state became the starting point in
the formation of modern Russian-Chinese relations. Already in 1992, the
first president of Russia, B.N. Yeltsin, paid an official visit to China. A joint
declaration on the basis of relations between the Russian Federation and
the People’s Republic of China, signed at the meeting of the heads of
state, stated that the two countries “view each other as friendly states”
and announced the promising task of bringing bilateral cooperation “to a
new level.”’

Two years later, in the next Russian-Chinese declaration, the
interstate relations of the Russian Federation and the People's Republic
of China were designated as “truly equal relations of good-
neighborliness, friendship and mutually beneficial cooperation”, which
“do not bear an ally character and are not directed against third
countries”’; the document also noted the desire of the parties to bring

interstate cooperation to the level of strategic partnership.

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A further elaboration of the development of bilateral relations in
the 1990s - early 2000s was The Treaty on Good Neighborhood,
Friendship and Cooperation between the Russian Federation and China,
siened by V.V. Putin and Jiang Zemin in Moscow on July 16, 2001. It is
noteworthy that the status of relations between the two states has
already been unequivocally described as “equal trust partnership and
strategic interaction.””

Without a doubt, achieving such close Contacts with China has
become one of the major foreign policy achievements of the Russian
leadership, since in order to implement the country's long-term
development strategy and the task of strengthening the state’s position
as one of the leading independent centers of international politics, it is
necessary to consolidate and strengthen multi-faceted cooperation with
China, which plays an ever-increasing role in world politics and
economics. It is also obvious that the Chinese foreign policy vector is to
some extent a very advantageous alternative for Russia, which makes it

easier for it to survive the periodic deterioration of relations with its

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partners in the Euro-Atlantic dimension, primarily with the EU and the
USA.

The multi-level mechanism of bilateral Russian-Chinese
cooperation is constantly being improved, as exemplified by the
numerous annual meetings of top authorities among themselves,
organized in ever more diverse formats.

At present, the contribution of Russian-Chinese relations to the
system of global political and economic ties is becoming more significant
thanks to the participation of both states in such important international
dialogue mechanisms as the SCO, BRICS, the East Asian Summit (EAQ),
the ASEAN Regional Forum on Security, and the Six-Party Talks on the
DPRK and Iran’s nuclear program.

In general, relations between Russia and the PRC have
repeatedly been recognized by the leading representatives of the
political power of both countries as “the best in history.”*

Despite the fact that in the Russian-Chinese relations of the end
of the XX - the beginning of the XXI centuries, the lofty tendency

remains, the format of interstate cooperation is somewhat modified

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when the third powerful player — the United States - is integrated into
the relations of the two countries.

“In the relations between Russia and the United States, the spirit
of cooperation will be maintained in the presence of certain tensions.””
This is not the only, but a very vivid example of interaction between the
Russian Federation and the People's Republic of China in a “trilateral”
format. Apparently, stable and non-confrontational relations with the
United States now have enormous significance for China, and possibly
even more significance than the “strategic partnership” with Russia.

One vivid example illustrating this thesis dates back to March
2014, when official Beijing abstained from voting on resolutions of the
Security Council and the UN General Assembly condemning the
annexation of Crimea to the Russian Federation, not standing openly on
the side of Moscow.

Thus, in a relatively short period of two and a half decades,
Russian-Chinese relations have g¢one from “friendly” to “trustful
partnership and strategic interaction,” which indicates a good positive
dynamic in the development of bilateral contacts.

2. Interaction between Russia and China

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Recently, the efforts of Russian President V. Putin and Chinese
President Xi Jinping have brought a mutually beneficial cooperation
between Russia and China to a new level — from acting on parallel
courses to large joint projects both in developing each other’s
economies and in streamlining g¢lobal and regional structures.
Coordination of national development and security strategies takes place
across the widest range of joint activities and is based on the steadily
developing mechanism of complementarity of the potentials of both
powers. The trade and economic rapprochement between Russia and
China sets favorable conditions for infrastructure construction and
investment, which in the future will be the key to success in harmonizing
various integration projects and can give a powerful impetus to the
development of economies of a number of countries, and ultimately
create new sources of growth in the global economy. At the same time,
both sides express their intention to adhere to the development of a
comprehensive partnership and economic cooperation within the
framework of the conjunction of the “Great Eurasia” concept proposed
by Putin and the Silk Road Economic Belt initiative launched by Xi
Jinping, which, as confirmed at the official bilateral meeting in 2017,

should be the creation of the Eurasian Economic Partnership.
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2.1 V. Putin’s Foreign Policy Toward China
V. Putin as the Russian leader made a significant contribution
to the strengthening of relations between Russia and China and in
bringing the bilateral strategic partnership to a new level. Over the three
full presidential terms of V. Putin, there is a clear tendency towards the
convergence of two powerful neighbors and the onset of the period of
“the best bilateral relations in history”, in which the great personal merit
belongs to the head of the Russian state. In general, V. Putin’s policy
towards China can be objectively divided into two time periods: the first
and second term (2000-2008), during which the foundations of Russian-
Chinese relations were laid at the present stage, and the third and fourth
term (from 2012 to the present), characterized by the deepening and
diversification of bilateral cooperation. Today, the “Turn to the East”
doctrine put forward by V. Putin and the concept of “Big Eurasia,” which
are based on a solid foundation of well-functioning cooperation between
Russia and China, largely determine Russia's foreign policy in the
international arena, aimed at creating a multipolar world and taking
concrete steps towards withdrawal from the world order with a single
“center of power.”
Already a year and a half after V. Putin came to power, an
agreement was signed between Russia and China, which defined the new

format of relations between the two countries. From that time, the
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interaction between the Russian Federation and the People's Republic of
China was characterized as a “relationship of equal trust partnership and
strategic interaction” on a long-term basis,’ and the treaty itself laid solid
foundations for the development of Russian-Chinese relations in all
areas. So, in the same year, with the direct participation of V. Putin and
the Chairman of the CPC, Jiang Zemin, in Shanghai, the creation of the
SCO was announced, the purpose of which was to create a secure
regional space in the expanses of Central Asia. A few years later on the
initiative of the Russian president’ the first ministerial meeting in the
BRICS format was held. As in the SCO, the most prominent role was
played here by Russia and China. The most important event that had a
positive impact on the development of bilateral cooperation occurred in
2004, when, during Putin’s visit to China, an additional agreement was
signed on the Russian-Chinese border, marking the final settlement of
the “territorial issue” inherited by two countries from the past. The
conflict-free resolution of the fifty-year dispute contributed to greater

political trust between the leaders of the two countries.

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Most authors agree that the idea of bringing Russia and China
closer at the present stage is a progressive concept of multipolarity, the
“new world order”.

Turn to the East: theory and practice. The idea of the “Turn
to the East” (that is, more active interaction with Asian countries, in
particular, the states of East and South Asia) appeared in Russia back in
the 1990s. Already in the first foreign policy concept of the Russian
Federation of 2000 approved by V. Putin, it was stated that in the
system of Russian foreign policy priorities, Asia has “an important and
growing importance, due to Russia's direct accession to this dynamically
developing region, the need for an economic upswing in Siberia and Far
East. It was noted that “one of the most important areas of Russian
foreign policy in Asia is the development of friendly relations with

leading Asian states, primarily with China and India.”®

It is important to
note that the turn actually started a few years before the serious
complication of Russia's relations with the United States and Europe due
to the Ukrainian crisis.

The key role in the reorientation of foreign policy and foreign

economic relations belongs to the regions of Siberia and the Far East,

which are seen as a “window to Asia”. One of the main mechanisms of
economic modernization was chosen recently; in mid-2015, it was
decided to establish advanced development territories (TORs) in the Far
East and Siberia and to support priority investment projects focused on
export to the APR.

Sinocentrism in turning to the East. The Turn to the East is
often viewed by researchers mostly as an impetus for interaction with
the PRC, but the Russian Foreign Ministry seeks to establish strong
friendships with other Asian states, including India, a key importer of
Russian weapons, and Vietnam, with which a free trade zone was
established in the autumn of 2016.

The most important issue is the future of Eurasian economic
integration. For Russia, it represents one of the main institutional
components of the turn to the East. The conjugation of the Eurasian
Economic Union and the Chinese initiative of the Silk Road Economic
Belt in this sense can be one of the key stages in the construction of a
future Eurasian partnership. It is possible that the ambitious Chinese
project will breathe new life into the increase in the volume of trade
between the EAEU member countries and will promote further, deeper
and wider integration in the spaces of Asia. In this sense, Russia has a

to the East — a process that is becoming more and more obvious since
the beginning of the 21st century.

It can be noted that the “Turn to the East” concept is
essentially a reflection of those trends and tendencies in Russian foreign
policy, which have steadily gained momentum throughout the three
terms of V. Putin’s presidency. For all its multidimensionality, the main
focus is to establish and strengthen comprehensive ties with China as the
most reliable and influential partner in Asia. The Russian leader has done
a lot to lay a solid foundation and deepen bilateral contacts between
the Russian Federation and the PRC, and V. Putin’s personal good
relations with the current chairman of the CPC Central Committee, Xi
Jinping, may well be extrapolated to interstate relations. It seems that
the “Eastern vector” in the near future should play a key role in Russian
foreign policy and foreign economic activity, but to achieve success in
Asia, Russia still needs to do a considerable amount of work, both at the
intergovernmental level and at the interregional level.

2.2 The Political Course of Xi Jinping

The political orientation of the Chinese Dream. Even before
his official appointment to the presidency of the PRC at the end of 2012,

Xi Jinping said that the most important task of China for several decades
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ahead would be “the revival of the great Chinese nation”’ (later after
taking the office as the head of state, this slogan was transformed into
the “Chinese dream.”)

What are the main components of the Chinese Dream? In essence, if
the goal of the first stage is focused mainly on the internal development
of Chinese society (by the centenary of the founding of the CCP,
providing every family with average income, putting an end to poverty
and hunger and gradually increasing the incomes of the population), the
result of the second stage should already be China’s promotion to Great
Powers. The very concept of the Chinese Dream clearly traces a smooth
transition from internal (solving social problems in Chinese society) to
external (becoming China as one of the world leaders), which implies
systematic and painstaking, but very promising work on building up
international authority and influence of Beijing around the world. In
general, the goal of the first Chinese Dream project is to build socialism
with Chinese characteristics.

The Belt and Road Initiative. The second no less ambitious
civilization project, voiced by Xi Jinping shortly after he came to power,

was the idea of creating the Silk Road Economic Belt. the idea of a sea’s

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analogue was added to the land route of the Silk Road, and the project
was named One Belt One Road (OBOR), alternatively The Belt and Road
Initiative (BRI). According to official data of the Chinese authorities, the
territory of the Silk Road runs through 65 states of Eurasia, where rich
reserves of resources are concentrated, 70% of the world's population
lives and 40% of world GDP is produced.

Xi Jinping's policy towards Russia. Xi Jinping has repeatedly
mentioned the need to avoid military blocs (in other words, to pursue a
course of non-alignment) and the importance of strengthening Chinese
influence in the world exclusively through “soft power” — culture,
economics, language, as well as a policy of peace and stability,
establishing friendly relations with various countries of the world. In this
sense, multilateralism is one of the main trends in the foreign policy of

the current chairman of the PRC.™ In addition, the Chinese leader has

repeatedly called V. Putin his personal friend."" Second, in addition to
traditional political cooperation during the presidency of Xi Jinping,
bilateral economic relations were significantly expanded and diversified,
which made it possible to dilute the Russian-Chinese political dialogue
with an extensive economic agenda. Third, on the whole, there is a great
similarity in the foreign policy doctrines of V. Putin’s “Greater Eurasia”

and “Turn to the East” and Xi Jinping’s “One Belt One Road.”

3. General Provisions of the US National Security Strategy

The US National Security Strategy, first approved by US President
R. Reagan, is a fundamental document of military and foreign policy
planning that reflects the ideology of hegemony and liberal bourgeois
values of the United States. The main stages in the formation of the US
national security strategy are:

« identification of vital national interests;

» development of national policies, defining the goals of a

national security strategy and ways to achieve them;

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» assessment of the effectiveness of the national security
stra’cegy.12

New versions of the US National Security Strategy appear with
the frequency of two to five years, but the content and basic principles
of national security policy usually do not undergo significant changes.
Until December 2017, the Strategy worked out by the administration of
President B. Obama in 2015 was relevant, and the emphasis was made
on the dissemination and dominance of “universal” American values,”
while the United States was proclaimed the only power with the
exclusive right to use military force in the world. The topics of
dominance and actions “from a position of strength” have become a key
point in the US national security policy. Washington openly indicates the
priority of creating a world order under its dominance, seeking to
implement this principle through the use of various political, diplomatic,
military and economic measures, alternately using either “hard” or
“soft” power (as stated in Strategy of 2015, “we will lead using all the
tools of American power.”) A number of analysts point to the over-

enthusiasm of the United States for the idea of world domination within

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the framework of a unipolar world, which leads the American nation to
“militarized consciousness” and “intoxication with its own power.”™

It is obvious that the most powerful of the levers of American
influence is rightly considered to be military resources, the most
important element of which is the North Atlantic Treaty Organization
(NATO). NATO is called the “unrivaled system of alliances”, inclined to
continuous  expansion, both  geographically and geopolitically.
Highlighting the special role of NATO strengthened the anti-Russian focus
of the 2015 Strategy. Traditionally, NATO expansion towards Russia was
presented as a desire to “move the zone of stability and prosperity as

close as possible to its borders,”15

which ultimately caused a justified
reaction of the Russian Federation: after a successful military campaign in
South Ossetia and the peaceful annexation of Crimea, Russia made it
clear that it did not intend to allow NATO to its doorstep. Both of these
events significantly aggravated relations between Russia and NATO. In

this connection, it was announced in the West that the North Atlantic

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Treaty Organization sees Russia as a “threat to Euro-Atlantic security,”'*

to which the leadership of the Russian Federation accused the West of
unreasonably large-scale expansion of the borders of the alliance.

3.1 US Policy towards Russia: Sanctions and Information
Confrontation

The tone of current American policy towards Russia is set by
increasing sanctions requirements. The Washington administration began
to impose sanctions against Russia in April 2013 due to the death of
Russian auditor Sergei Magnitsky. But the most ambitious sanctions were
associated with the annexation of Crimea and the “Russian spring” in
southeastern Ukraine; they were first introduced in March 2014 against
senior Russian politicians. Restrictions implied a ban on entering the
United States, as well as blocking their assets and property."’ The list of
banned names began to be regularly updated. Since the summer of
2014, a number of Russian banks have been sanctioned, including

Rossiya, Vnesheconombank, Gazprombank, the Bank of Moscow, VTB and

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Rosselkhozbank, as well as several gas companies such as Rosneft and
Novatek. Further, sanctions restrictions were imposed on dozens of
Russian defense companies, such as Almaz-Antey, Uralvagonzavod, NPO
Mashinostroyeniya, and several Rostekh structures. Further US sanctions
imposed restrictions on cooperation with Russian oil companies,
including Gazpromneft, Lukoil, Rosneft, Gazprom, Surgutneftegaz and
Transneft. In December 2014, Visa and MasterCard stopped servicing
customers in the Crimea.

A new strengthening of the US sanctions policy occurred already
when President D. Trump signed the document “On Protecting American
Security from Kremlin Aggression” or DASKA 1.0 in August 2018. Sanctions
were directed against the sovereign debt of Russia and provided for the
blocking of operations of Russian banks, in addition to sanctions
introduced against investment in Russian liquefied natural gas (LNG)
projects outside of Russia.

Another means of US foreign policy is the information war
against Russia as its geopolitical competitor, which involves the use of a

number of techniques and methods:"®

® Adjustment of facts covering events in Russia, substitution of

concepts in the information field;

® nformation counteraction to Russian influence in the world,
creation of structures to combat “Russian propaganda”, an
attempt to ban broadcasting of Russian television companies in

Europe and the USA - Russia Today, Sputnik.

On March 11, 2019, the US Administration published a draft
budget for the fiscal year 2020, which provides for the allocation of $500
million to the countries of the Eurasian continent to get rid of the
“harmful influence” of Russia. Officially, funds are allocated for
“promoting common security” and protecting the territorial integrity of
their allies. At the same time, the United States puts forward demands
on partner countries to abandon the use of Russian military equipment.
In exchange, assistance is offered in “eliminating macroeconomic
weaknesses.” The main focus of the United States is on reducing “the
dependence of partner countries on Russia in the field of trade and

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3.2 General US Policy on China

The US partnership with China began in 1972 after the US
Administration abolished the double containment doctrine and Richard
Nixon and Mao Zedong signed the Shanghai Communiqué, according to
which the parties agreed to establish diplomatic ties at the level of
special envoys. Further rapprochement between the USA and China led
to the conclusion of an agreement on cooperation between the two
countries in the field of science and technology, signed in January 1979.
In fact, it was an exchange of capital, scientific, technical and economic
information, specialists, a joint research work, and planning and the
implementation of programs and projects. The agreement secured the
status of the most favored nation for the parties, primarily in the
framework of customs duties and various charges”. Then a secret
agreement “On constructive cooperation between China and the USA”

was signed for a period of 20 years (until 1999), which was extended

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until 2019.”! Its essence was that until the expiration of the Agreement,
the parties agreed not to wage war among themselves. Taiwan was
declared part of mainland China, i.e. China was allowed to move its
strategic borders beyond national territory. Moreover, China was even
allowed to purchase American weapons right up to the events of
Tiananmen Square in the summer of 1989.

Representing the second world economy, China began to
actively aspire to participate in global governance, which meant the
expansion of claims to regional and, in the long term, world security. The
accumulated financial and economic power enables the PRC to carry out
large-scale modernization of its armed forces. The development of the
Pacific Fleet, according to US military terminology, now allows the
Chinese Navy to “project power” in the waters of Pacific and Indian
Oceans. The American elites engaged in the productive sector of the US
economy, and above all the representatives of the military-industrial

complex, suddenly saw “an existential threat” in China, according to

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Konstantin Blokhin.”” Now China and the United States are at the stage
of aggravated insoluble and growing antagonisms, while “the rise of
China and its transition to the category of superpower only strengthens
the internal Sino-American conflict.””

The US leadership is not willing to tolerate the fact that China is
able to limit US access to the eastern part of the Pacific Ocean, space
and cyberspace, and in addition, is building up its nuclear missile
potential without being bound by any international obligations. To
contain China's nuclear forces, the United States deployed a missile
defense position area in South Korea.”* Moreover, the USA and China
experience the most acute contradictions at the regional level, primarily
in the Asia-Pacific region. The US administration is particularly concerned
about the military-strategic strengthening of Beijing in its attempts to

change the military balance in this region in its favor and “thus deprive

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other countries of choice other than to accept the strength of the
PRC.”*

On January 5, 2012, the Pentagon published a document,
“Preserving Global Leadership. Defense Priorities in the 21st Century,”
announcing the transfer of priorities in American military policy to the
Asia-Pacific region. According to the doctrine, China was put on a par with
the rogue state of Iran in terms of using asymmetric means that impeded
the operational plans of the US Defense Ministry. Further, in 2015,
President B. Obama published the National Security Strategy, which
expressed US concern over China’s desire to “prevent access” of the US
Navy to the seas of the Chinese coast and Taiwan Strait. Providing such
access was fraught with an aggravation of military rivalry between China
and the United States.

In order to mitigate the emerging contradictions, Hu Jintao had
to pay an official visit to the United States and recognize them “as an
Asian-Pacific nation, contributing to the peace, stability and prosperity of

the region.” So, according to experts, an unprecedented “bidding” was

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launched in Asia for the conditions of future coexistence of the USA and
China at the global level.”

The PRC leadership preferred to maintain restraint, not wanting
to aggravate the relations with United States, and strongly emphasized
its interest in their further strengthening and development. Under Xi
Jinping and B. Obama, relations between countries continued to be built
on the basis of compromise and the desire for reconciliation. On issues
related to the water area of the South China Sea, to this day, the
Chinese government continues to use the terminology of interaction, not
pressure and confrontation.

The new US administration under D. Trump has maintained a
policy of containing China in the Asia-Pacific region. And although the
United States is ready to recognize some dependence on China and
even demonstrates its readiness to cooperate with it in global affairs, it
imposes strict restrictions on the transfer of high-tech equipment to
China, does not allow participation in the Transatlantic Union and
aggravates the contradictions over the disputed territories in the South
Caucasus between China and ASEAN countries. The United States seeks

to maintain its position in the Asia-Pacific region, since it is seen as the

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most dynamically developing region in the world and the main
springboard for its global leadership, which China is increasingly makes
claims for. According to Y. Morozov,” US relations with China will
continue to be built according to the formula: coexistence, cooperation,
rivalry and regulated confrontation.”®

Modern realities are forcing Russian foreign policy to abandon
the wunilateral Euro-Atlantic vector of development in favor of
strengthening its position as a great Eurasian and Pacific power. And this
is by no means a situational choice, for the Asia-Pacific region is the main
driving force for the economic development of the planet. At the same
time, the “rollback of the globalization wave,” provoked in many
respects by the policy of D. Trump's new isolationism, makes the world
embark on the path of trade, economic, monetary and financial

regionalization, in which China plays a prominent role. A dialogue with

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China in this regard allows Russia to fit into the integration processes in
the Asia-Pacific region and even activate the trends of regional and
interregional cooperation. It is believed that the participation of Russia
and China in various regional and interregional associations, forums and
dialogue structures, including the Shanghai Cooperation Organization, the
ASEAN Regional Forum, the ASEM Interregional Forum, meetings on
interaction and confidence-building measures in Asia, the Cooperation
Dialogue in Asia can deepen regional integration and diverse cooperation,
strengthen polycentricity in international relations, maintain peace and
stability in the Asia-Pacific and Central Asia. Both Russia and China
confirm their readiness to closely coordinate their efforts within the
framework of the aforementioned multilateral forums, which promises
the countries involved in integration processes economic co-prosperity,
the removal of political tension and the improvement of the situation,
the establishment of cooperation and confidence-building. This chapter
is devoted to the three most significant regional and interregional

organizations in which Russia and China are involved.

Conclusion

The present shows us the birth of a new technological world,
taking place against the backdrop of increased regionalization of the
global economy. Such trends challenge the unipolar world order, in
which one country from a single center manages all international
processes. The current US administration, led by D. Trump, as part of the
proclaimed policy of new protectionism, seeks to reverse the rapidly
expanding non-Western globalization and prevent the United States from
losing world leadership.

In the course of aggravated US-Chinese contradictions, the topic
of Russian-Chinese political interaction becomes especially relevant. As
the recent St. Petersburg Economic Forum showed, the hegemonism of
the collective West is being replaced by a new type of international
relations, which has emerged as a strategic partnership, carefully built by
two great powers, Russia and China, and based on the commonality of
their geopolitical and economic interests.

According to the speech of Xi Jinping, which he delivered on
June 5, 2019, at a meeting with V. Putin, the President of the Russian
Federation is his closest and most reliable friend, which, of course,
contributes to closer rapprochement between the two countries. This, in
turn, opens up broad prospects for reformatting the entire system of

international relations. Deepening contacts with China as part of
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partnerships contributes to the implementation of the initiative put
forward by Putin to build Greater Eurasia, which should be paired with Xi
Jinping’s global One Belt One Road project. The new world order
proposed by both leaders should meet the requirements of global
security and international law, diversify the economies of the countries in
the financial sphere, and open the way to achieving social, cultural and
economic prosperity.

Over the past quarter century, within the framework of Russian-
Chinese relations, a powerful juridical base has been created for bilateral
cooperation, including the Treaty on Good Neighborhood, Friendship and
Cooperation, which established the status of “equal trust partnership
and strategic interaction” between the two states. The Russian
Federation and the PRC have matching or close positions on almost all
acute issues of the international situation. Today, both powers are
striving to create a model of interstate interaction based on mutual trust
and equal relations.

The dynamics and nature of relations between Russia and China
are influenced by modern international processes, both global and
regional. This is, first of all, the confrontation with Russia launched by the
West, led by the USA, as well as the trade war declared by the State
Department to China. The Ukrainian crisis and the subsequent Western

sanctions policy only accelerated and laid bare the essence of the
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ongoing demarcation of geostrategic interests and became an additional
factor in Russia's overall turn to the East and, primarily, rapprochement
with China. In turn, US geopolitical pressure on the PRC prompted the
Chinese leadership to draw closer to Russia. The international situation
prevailing today in the world is forcing Russia and China to take the path
of deepening comprehensive cooperation. The leaders of the Russian
Federation and China put forward the idea of joint opposition to external
challenges and threats. Both countries are actively involved in the
struggle for a new political and economic world order in which all
members of the world community will have the right to vote. Defending
the idea of polycentricity, Russia and China jointly oppose American
world hegemony. And this is seen as the new historical era, which is
replacing the unipolar world.

The partnership between the Russian Federation and China
meets the goals of the long-term development of Russia and
strengthening its position as a leading independent center of
international politics. The Chinese foreign policy vector is an
advantageous alternative for Russia, allowing it to endure the cooling of
relations with the EU and the USA more easily. At the same time,
relations of strategic partnership with the Russian Federation are also of

great importance for China from the point of view of ensuring stability
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both within the country and more volatile behavior in the international
arena.

The United States, which sees Russia and China as its main
global competitors, will continue to pursue a policy of pressure and
deterrence against them. In a coalition with the EU, the United States
will seek a strategic partnership with the Asia-Pacific countries, the
keynote of which will be anti-Chinese rhetoric. China will rely on the
authority of Russia in the world in order to weaken the confrontational
component in the Asia-Pacific region. The Russian leadership should use
mediation between the PRC and ASEAN countries in order to strengthen
economic ties with the SEA region and the Asia-Pacific region as a whole
and increase their military and political authority. Right now, favorable
circumstances have developed for strengthening the base for
comprehensive cooperation with both China and almost all regional
players. Russia can and should offer its independent model of relations
in the Asia-Pacific region, built on the basis of honest partnerships. It
seems to us that everyone will benefit from this: Russia, China and the
countries of the Far East, as well as India and Pakistan. It is hoped that
the “turn to the East” will indeed take place and Russia will emerge

victorious from the confrontation imposed on it by the West.

Russia is one of the three global major powers. Change in her foreign
policy toward East and Southeast Asia known as “Pivot to Asia” (Turn to
the East Policy - [TOBOPOT Ha BOCTOK). Asia becomes a focus of

attention.
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The result shows that despite Russian foreign policy changes to
optimistically orientation and approach towards East and Southeast Asia.
Russia’s gain is yet minimal. While Putin has shown more serious action
such as Sino - Russian Energy Pact 2014 and the exclusive Strategic
partnership between Russian and China. As to ASEAN, Russia’s
engagement with ASAEN remains incomparable with her competitors —
US and China, though there are some gradual improvement and more
active and subtentative action in economic cooperation, trade, cultural
activities and security areas. The main and remaining obstacles are the
geographical distance, the small knowledge and understanding of one
another due to the less and sporadic inter-nation activities and minimal
bi-lateral trade and investment. Special recommendations are: to
promote Thai — Russia partnership, in terms of economic, trade and
