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The Impact of Waste and Relevant Factors on Economic
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Abstract

This research aims to study the impact of waste and relevant factors on
economic prosperity in Nonthaburi province by using annual time-series data for 15 years
(2006- 2020). The effects of independent variables on dependent variables were
determined by the coefficients in the equation estimated by using Ordinary Least
Squares method (OLS) in multiple regression analysis. The result identified that an
increased amount of waste correspondingly signified economic growth, whereas an
increase in the consumption tax rate would deteriorate the growth in Nonthaburi

province.
