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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to analyze the private and social costs of education in technology from
elementary education to bachelor's degree in Thailand. Data were collected from a sample group of students who
attended elementary school, secondary school, vocational certificate and advanced vocational certificate in Nakhon
Pathom province, and students studying for a bachelor's degree at King Mongkut's University of Technology North
Bangkok, Bang Sue District, Bangkok. The primary data was collected by observing the behavior of the sample and
using the secondary data of the relevant agencies during the fiscal year 2018.

The results showed that present value of household’s private costs for primary education, lower secondary
education, upper secondary education, vocational certificate, and advanced vocational certificate were 106,358
Baht per person, 135,200 Baht per person, 141,553 Baht per person, 160,440 Baht per person and 114,219 Baht
per person, respectively. The present value of household’s private costs for a bachelor's degree, a 2-year continuing
program, a 3-year continuing program, and a 4-year program were 416,826 Baht per person, 669,658 Baht per
person and 931,206 Baht per person, respectively. The present value of household's private costs for education in
technology until graduating from upper secondary school, vocational certificate, and advanced vocational certificate
were 383,111 Baht, 401,998 Baht and 516,217 Baht, respectively. The present value of household’s private costs for
pursuing a Bachelor's Degree were 933,043-1,333,204 Baht. The govermment's costs for primary education,
secondary education, vocational certificate, and advanced vocational certificate were approximately 20,000-25,000
Baht per person per year. Meanwhile, the govemment's costs for a Bachelor's Degree were approximately 77,444
Baht per person per year. The social cost of primary education was 35,706 baht per person per year. While the social
costs of lower secondary education, upper secondary education, vocational certificate, and advanced vocational
certificate were approximately 60,000 - 80,000 baht per person per year. Whereas the social cost of a bachelor's

degree was 285,500 baht per person per year.
