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The Production of Knowledge Collection from Cultural Wisdom for Com-
munity: Folkways and Sufficiency from the Application of Knowledge with
Sufficiency Economy Philosophy
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ABSTRACT

Research objectives are 1.) to study the concept and experience on how to conform
sufficiency economy philosophy 2.) to study the production of knowledge collection from cultu-
ral wisdom for community: folkways and sufficiently from the application of knowledge with
sufficiency economy philosophy. Population and sample were 7 owners of farm businesses en-
gaged in agriculture using the new agricultural theories to pilot land development which integra-
ted agriculture and the principles of sufficiency economy as a guideline for living. The data were
analyzed by classifying significant issues according to the study purposes and production of
knowledge collection from cultural wisdom for community with folkways and sufficiently from
the application of knowledge with sufficiency economy philosophy.

The results of the study revealed the following. The farm management of Yayda-Tasime
Farm is a model of sustainable agriculture. Agriculture is appropriate for the environment. Solving
agricultural problems from “a new theoretical agricultural approach” (the name of a philosophy
developed by and promoted on many occasions by King Bhumibol Adulyadej) example soil perse-
cute program, Khok Nong Na Model and allocation of space in 30 : 30 : 30 : 10 . Within a farm, there
are more than two activities at the same time, and the activities are mutually supportive which focus
on the utilization of resources in the farm area for maximum benefit. It restore the ecosystem back
to balance and reduce using of chemicals. Yayda Tasime farm set the plan implementation as follows

1) Operations of public utilities and buildings within the farm

2) Operations of productivity and farm income generation

Using life following “Sufficiency” means moderation and consideration in all modes of
conduct, as well as the need for sufficient protection from internal and external shocks. To achieve
this, the application of knowledge with prudence is essential. In particular, great care is needed in
the utilization of untested theories and methodologies for planning and implementation with acco-
unting operations by creating network with "giving" to build a sustainable foundation in the future.
