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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to develop and test a model for political participation
of women in Roi-Et Province. The research was implemented into three stages: stage |, to study the
factors affecting the development of the political participation of women, sample of 400 people;
stage 2, to development a form of political participation of women by 30 experts and scholars
involved in the development of political participation of the women; and stage 3, trial evaluation
of patterns of development and political participation of the women, to experiment with the 70
voters in Pontong District, Roi-Et Province, register, trial basis for 12 months.

The results of the research found that

1. There were 5 factors affecting the development of the political participation of
women in Roi-Et Province ; namely, knowledge and understanding in politics, political news
monitoring, being a member of political groups, participating in the project community and
attending in the political activities. The top three influence numbering from the highest to the
lowest were understanding, news monitoring, and being a member of a political group.

2. Political participation patterns of the people were classified into 7 activities,
in 3 dimensions; namely, knowledge and understanding, news monitoring and being a part of
political groups;

2.1) creating a model of creating knowledge and understanding in 3
activities of a d-day training,

2.2) creating a model of news monitoring in 2 activities of a 3-day training
planning, and 2.3) making a model of being a member of a political group in 2 activities of a 3-day
training.

3. The evaluation results of the political participation development of the women
in Roi-Et  Province showed that the results of the three trials were higher with a statistical
significance level of .05.
