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ABSTRACT
 The purposes of this research were to 1) study factors affecting the 
sufÞciency economy philosophy of rural people in Kalasin province, 2) construct 
a development model of the sufÞciency economy philosophy of rural people in 
Ka las in  prov ince ,  and 3 )  eva luate the development  model .  The research 
methodology consisted of 3 phases. Phases 1 Analysis of the factor affecting 
the success of sufÞciency economy philosophy of rural people. The sample consisted 
of 390 people. The variables in the research consisted were knowledge, awareness, 
attitude, skills, ability evaluation, participatory learning and party network. Phase 2 : construction 
a development model of the SufÞciency Economy Philosophy of Rural people in 
Kalasin province was reviewed by 20 participants ; philosopher, community leaders, scholars and 
members of community development groups by workshops method, and Phase 3 evaluation 
of the use of model the sufÞciency economy philosophy of rural people by 15 People 
in Banpromsawang, phoolandchang District, Amphoe Nakoo, Kalasin Province. The results 
of the research revealed the followings :
 1. The factors affecting the sufÞciency economy philosophy of rural people
in Kalasin province were knowledge factor, participatory learning factor and party network 
factor. Regression coefÞcient of raw score is –0.051, 0.53 and 0.207, respectively. 
Regression coefÞcients in standard score is - 0.133, 0.133 and 0.239, respectively. 
Such variables could explain the variation in affecting the sufÞciency economy 
philosophy of rural people is 10.7 percent of the population has a signiÞcant 
level of 0.05.
 2. The results of the model construction in developing living of the sufÞciency 
economy philosophy of rural people in Kalasin province by being three factor on the 
prepared project. The model developed six steps and 14 activities.
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 3. After being tested,The model development of the sufÞciency economy 
philosophy of rural people, behavior in sufÞciency economy philosophy of rural 
people better.
