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ABSTRACT
 The purposes of this research were to 1) to study the background factors, demographic 

factors and subjective factors effecting to the local political participation of the people,                       

2) to construct a model of the local political participation of people, and 3) to evaluate the use 

of the model of  local political participation of people. The research was conducted in 3 phases. 

Phases 1 sought causal factors of the local political participation of people. The sample consisted 

of 375 people to voters parish municipal councilor. The variables in the research consisted of 13 

independent variables From 3 factors. Phase 2 to construct a model of the local political            

participation of people by workshops for professionals, academics and concerned citizens in 

critical suggestions, and Improvement the model of the local political participation of people. 

And Phase 3 evaluated the use of model local political participation of people of 30 people in 

Songplueai Sub-District Municipality, Kalasin. The results of the research revealed the followings:

  The variable put into predictive equations of political participation of people included: 

local group factor, political information reception factor and feelings to the community. Regression 

coef cient of raw score is -0.046, 0.075 and 0.402, respectively. Regression coef cients in standard 

score is 0.008, 0.032 and 0.090, respectively. Such variables could explain the variation in political 

participation of people is 43.6 percent of the population has a signi cant level of 0.05.
