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The People’s Participation in Setting up the Development Plan of 

Tambon Samrong Administrative Organization, Na Chueak District, 
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ABSTRACT
 This research aimed 1) to investigate the management of Tambon Administrative      

Organization for the maximum bene t to the local people, 2) to study the participation 

of citizens in the development plan of the administration, 3) to compare the participation 

of the citizens in the development plan by gender, age, education level and duration of 

living in the areas,and 4) to promote the participation of citizens in the development plan 

of the Tambon Administrative Organization. The research population covered 5,119 people aged 

18 and above with electorate right. The sample used in this study consisted of 371 people 

retrieved from using a systematic random sampling technique and simple random sampling. 

The instrument used in this study was a rating scale questionnaire. Statistical used in data 

analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and hypotheses tested by t-test and f-test 

(One-way ANOVA)

 The results were as follows:

 1) The majority of the people living in Tambon Administrative Organization were male, 

aged between 36-45 years of primary education. The period of residence in the area was 15 years; 

2) participation of the citizen in the development plan of the Tambon Administrative 

Organization was found at moderate level in overall and low in each aspect of participation in 

the operation, ranking in descending order of the aspects with moderate level were participation 

in bene ciary, participation in evaluation and participation in decision making; 3) the comparison 

of the citizen participation in development plan showed  no difference of participation level from 

the people with different gender, ages , education and duration of residence; 4) the local people 

suggested more public relation, participative monitoring and evaluating process and publicize the                       

development plan should be emphasized to encourage people participation.
