ABSTRACT
 Reading comprehension is de ned as understanding a text or the intended meaning 

of what you are reading, effectively. This understanding is related to experience and knowledge 

of individuals. Success in reading can never be achieved if one does not comprehend what         

he/she is reading. Any approaches for increasing reading comprehension should be practical, 

provide readers with appropriate ways to practice, and encourage them to practice regularly. 

Once student’s Chinese reading comprehension has improved, their achievement in Chinese 

subjects will increase, accordingly. This study aimed to 1) develop lesson plans on Chinese reading 

comprehension based on the instructional activities by Hunter for Mathayamsuksa 6 students, 

which corresponded with the 75/75 standard criterion, 2) compare the students’ achievement 

before and after the intervention, and 3) investigate the students’ satisfaction towards the lesson 

plans designed. The samples of the study were 18 Mathayomsuksa students at Nachuak Pittayasan 

School who were studying in the second semester of academic year 2013. The research tools 

consisted of 4 lesson plans on Chinese reading comprehension based on the instructional           

activities by Hunter; an achievement test which covered 40 questions, each with four choices for 

the answer and; a student satisfaction form comprising 20 items which were rated on a 5-point 

scale. The statistics used consisted of percentage, mean and t-test dependent sample to             

examine the differences of the pretest and posttest scores.

 It was found that:

 1) The lesson plans on Chinese reading comprehension based on the instructional 

activities by Hunter for Mathayamsuksa 6 students obtained the ef ciency of 90.27/81.25 

 2) The student achievement after learning through the lesson plans based                            

on the  instructional activities by Hunter was higher than before learning, statistically at                     

the .01 level.

 3) The students’ satisfaction towards the lesson plans based on the instructional      
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activities by Hunter was, in overall, found to be at a high level (   = 4.46,  S.D = 0.47)
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
