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ABSTRACT
 The objective of the research was to study 1) the condition on the morality and ethics 

of Rajabhat Maha Sarakham University Demonstration School’s students.  2) methods of which 

in order to enhance morality and ethics of students.  3) the result of the Enhancement and ad-

vice on Morality and Ethics.  The sampling group comprised 50 students, was conducted using 

15 co-researchers and 110 persons of group contributors, selected by simple random sampling, 

in lottery selection.  Research tool Was observation form, interview form and rating scale qu-

estionnaire classi ed in 5 levels, 48 questions.  The reliability was 0.98.  Partial correlation in each 

question of statistical signi cance was at 0.5.  The data analyzed by computer to study on, per-

centage, mean, Standard deviation.  The data collection was a structured interview, collected 

and analyzed the data in the form of descriptive analysis.

 The results of the research were as follows:

 1.  The problem of students on current condition at Rajabhat Maha Sarakham Univer-

sity Demonstration School is lacking of discipline, honesty, responsibility, generosity, kindness and 

practice of their religion.  It was found that students lacked of diligence on their study, carelessly 

used both personal belongings and school supplies.  They were not sincere in helping each other.  

Meanwhile they kept trying to avoid in household chore and refused to help their parents to 

name a few.

 2.  The result of the analysis the enhancement of morality and ethics of Rajabhat Maha 

Sarakham University Demonstration School’s students activities was Revealed from the observa-

tion of the target group, found that the total practices had 48 students, rated in 95.42 which was 

passed the criteria set.

 3.  Overall, the assessment of the enhancement of morality and ethics of Rajabhat 

Maha Sarakham University Demonstration School’s students found that the practice was at high 

level (   =4.37).The practices mean were at high level in each part respectively from the rst three 

sequences as follow, behaving appropriately in being conditions of students (  =4.47), praising 

students who had neat behavior and set a good example (    =4.45) and training students not to 

follow fashion and not identi ed by the current brands   (     =4.45). In contrast, training students 

to awareness about helping others and always considered the work themselves, had the lowest 

practice mean.
