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Abstract

This research aimed to study the situation of the development
of the management potential of community enterprise groups to
upgrade them to become model community enterprises, to study
the opinions of group members on the development of the
management potential of community enterprise groups, and to
organize activities to develop the management potential of
community enterprise groups according to the needs of the groups.
The research methodology used a mixed research methodology,
both quantitative and qualitative research. The study selected the
community enterprise group of silk production in Ban Nong Kung,
Nong Kung Sri Subdistrict, Non Sa-at District, Udon Thani Province.
The population and sample were 41 members of the community
enterprise group for quantitative data collection and selected key
informants for qualitative data collection through in-depth interviews
and observation. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics,
while recommendations were analyzed using descriptive analysis.
The results of the study found that the current situation of the
development of the management potential of community enterprise
groups was initiated by Ms. Nikorn Kaewwisai, who was interested in
and intended to promote mulberry planting and silk farming in the

community. She established the Nong Kung Silk Production
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Community Enterprise and began expanding the network and
registering it as a community enterprise with assistance from various
government agencies. Currently, the Nong Kung Silk Production
Community Enterprise Group can generate income for the
community and has received awards of honor from various agencies.
The group has been certified with Thai silk product standards. The
study of group members' opinions on the development of community
enterprise group management potential found that the overall was
at a high level. When considering each aspect, it was found that the
leadership aspect had the highest average value, followed by
participation aspect, and finance aspect was the lowest.

The results found that (1) subdistrict administrative
organization employees Chana district, Songkhla province,
organizational culture was seen to be at the highest level overall,
average was at the highest level in 2 areas, mission culture and
participatory culture. 2) Level of good membership behaviors of
Tambon administrative organization employees in Chana district,
Songkhla province, the overall level was at the highest level, average

was at the highest level in every aspect. And 3) organizational
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culture related to good membership behaviors of Tambon
administrative organization employees in Chana district, Songkhla
province at the statistical significance level of 0.05. This results in a
stronger organizational ability to collaborate, with higher employee
cooperation and responsibility, ultimately leading to improved
organizational efficiency and long-term success.

It employs a mixed-methods approach, qualitative and
quantitative, comprising five steps: step 1 involves studying basic
information through qualitative research, gathering data via group
discussions with 15 participants, including tour guides and individuals
involved in tourism activities in the area. step 2 involves drafting the
curriculum through qualitative research, again using group discussions
with a curriculum drafting committee of five members. step 3 is the
evaluation of the draft curriculum through quantitative research,
using questionnaires completed by three foreign language tourism
experts. step 4 involves testing the curriculum and studying the
results through quantitative research, with questionnaires completed
by 50 training participants. step 5 is the revision of the curriculum, a
qualitative step, using group discussions with the five-member
curriculum drafting committee. The research results from Step 1
identified the tour guides' needs for third language development in
the area. Step 2 resulted in a draft curriculum for a French language

course for trekking activities in Khao Sok National Park. In Step 3,
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experts agreed that the curriculum details were 100% appropriate
for implementation. Step 4 found that satisfaction levels with the
course were very high in all aspects. In Step 5, the committee
revised the curriculum to enhance its relevance and user-friendliness.
The short course in a third language developed through this research
is aligned with the actual tourism situation in the area and meets
the real needs of its users. It can be used as a prototype and further
developed into a travel guide in other foreign languages.

The objective of this research was to investigate the
factors influencing employee turnover at Emme Power 2789 Co.,
Ltd. and to identify strategies for improving the work environment
to enhance employee retention. The target population for this
study consisted of all 87 employees at Emme Power 2789 Co., Ltd.
A sample size of at least 72 employees was determined using an
online survey to collect data on various factors influencing
employees' decisions to stay or leave the organization, such as job
satisfaction, relationships with coworkers and supervisors, benefits,
and development opportunities.

The data analysis revealed that a majority of employees
were satisfied with their work at Emme Power 2789 Co., Ltd,,

This research aims to study the metaphorical expressions
found in Chinese songs from the "Chinese Tik Tok Songs" playlist. It
applies the concept of metaphors relevant to both Thai and Chinese
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languages and categorizes metaphorical expressions based on the
types that are commonly shared between Thai and Chinese. These
categories include 1) similes, 2) personification, 3) metonymy, and
4) hyperbole. The study collected songs from the "Chinese Tik Tok
Songs" playlist on the Spotify application, totaling 17 songs. The
study found that metaphorical expressions of type 1) similes
account for 12 songs, making up 70.59%, often featuring connecting
words for comparison, such as the words 1% (xiang) meaning "like"
and QD (rt) meaning "like" or "similar to". Type 2) personification
includes 6 songs, representing 35.29%. Type 3) metonymy comprises
11 songs, making up 64.719%, with most Chinese songs using words
that express or convey meanings widely known or understood by
the public. Lastly, type 4) hyperbole consists of 13 songs,
representing 76.47%. The use of hyperbolic metaphorical
expressions often goes beyond reality and is more exaggerated
than what is typically experienced in the real world. Such hyperbolic
expressions are frequently found in songs related to love,
disappointment, sadness, and sorrow. These metaphorical
expressions in Chinese songs reflect various perspectives and
viewpoints of the Chinese people, showcasing their choice of
comparative words and expressions that align with their way of life,
culture, and nature.

This study examines language errors in video projects
produced by Vietnamese exchange students, focusing on
pronunciation, grammatical, and lexical challenges. Employing a
qualitative-descriptive  design, the analysis reveals that
pronunciation errors, such as consonant mispronunciations and
sound omissions, are the most frequent, reflecting the influence
of native language phonology. Grammatical errors, primarily in
sentence structure and verb tense, underscore the impact of
syntactic differences between Vietnamese and English, while
lexical errors, though less frequent, highlight the need for
contextual vocabulary knowledge. Findings emphasize the
importance of targeted instruction in pronunciation, grammar,
and vocabulary to enhance spoken English proficiency among
Vietnamese learners. These insights not only address the
challenges posed by language transfer but also contribute to the
development of effective ESL teaching strategies, equipping
educators to better support Viethnamese and similar EFL learners
in overcoming language acquisition barriers.

Introduction
Language errors in second-language acquisition have long

been a subject of interest, particularly in educational settings
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where non-native speakers engage in communicative tasks. These
errors, typically observed in grammatical, pronunciation, and
lexical mistakes, often result from structural differences between
the learner's native language and the target language. Studies
show that common errors, such as incorrect verb tense usage,
awkward sentence structure, and improper word choice, can
hinder effective communication (Liu, 2020; Derwing & Munro,
2005). This challenge is particularly pronounced in multimedia
tasks, where students must apply both spoken and written
language skills, often leading to cognitive overload and increased
error rates (Mohsen & Mahdi, 2021; Mora & Wisniewska, 2020). For
exchange students, these challenges are exacerbated by limited
exposure to the target language, particularly in informal or task-
based learning environments such as video projects (Saz et al,,
2011; Zhao & Lai, 2023).

Error analysis, as introduced by Corder (1967), offers a
systematic framework for studying errors made by language
learners, highlighting that these errors are not merely mistakes but
indicators of the learner's developmental stage in language
acquisition. Corder (1981) emphasizes that errors, as opposed to
simple mistakes, warrant greater attention and study, as they
provide insights into what learners have internalized and where
they face challenges. Based on this theory of Error Analysis, this
paper examines specific errors to better grasp the unique

challenges faced by these learners in acquiring English proficiency.

Language transfer in EFL learners often arises from linguistic and
cultural contexts, leading to errors in pronunciation, grammar,
and vocabulary. Corder (1967) viewed such errors as reflections of
a learner’s internalized language system, revealing how the first
language shapes language acquisition. Selinker (1972) expanded
on this with the concept of interlanguage, describing how learners
create an interim system influenced by their native language,
resulting in distinctive pronunciation and grammatical errors.
Nation (2001) highlighted that vocabulary errors are particularly
prone to transfer effects, as learners frequently rely on direct
translations or familiar structures, impacting word choice and
usage in English. Together, these perspectives underscore that
language transfer in EFL learners often mirrors the influence of
their linguistic and cultural backgrounds.

Pronunciation  Errors:  Pronunciation challenges are
significant among language learners due to the phonetic
discrepancies between native and target languages. Learners
often substitute native sounds for unfamiliar target language
sounds, affecting intelligibility. Studies by Zhao and Lai (2023) and
Mora and Wisniewska (2020) highlight that pronunciation accuracy,
especially in polysyllabic words, is a major factor influencing
successful second-language communication. Misplacement of
stress in English is another common issue, creating a need for
phonetic training (Demko & Wagner, 2010; Zhao & Lai, 2023).

Grammatical Errors: Grammatical errors frequently involve tense
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misuse, awkward sentence structure, and subject-verb agreement
problems. These errors largely stem from first-language
interference, where native grammatical rules conflict with the
target language's structural requirements. Al-Seghayer (2005) and
Lafford and Sykes (2007) demonstrated that such grammatical
challenges significantly impact students’ effectiveness in English
communication, especially when precise language is required in
academic or task-based contexts.

Lexical Errors: Lexical mistakes, such as incorrect word
choice, often occur due to literal translation or lack of context-
based vocabulary exposure. Farhat and Dzakiria (2017) observed
that learners frequently misuse vocabulary in multimedia tasks
due to insufficient exposure to English nuances, underscoring the
need for targeted vocabulary training in context.

The video creation tasks demand interactive language
application, exposing students to prevalent linguistic errors. Such
multimedia assignments frequently reveal the impact of native
language structures on English, manifesting in unique challenges
for students transitioning from Vietnamese to English (Nguyen,
2019; Ngu, 2022). Previous studies suggest that language errors
commonly result from direct translation, especially when learners
attempt to transfer native language structures into English. This
tendency is especially pronounced among Vietnamese students,
who experience challenges adapting to English’s tense and

pronunciation requirements (Nguyen et al., 2021; Pham, 2020).
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Studies from both local and international scholars highlight that
while multimedia tasks provide interactive learning, they also
expose learners to specific linguistic vulnerabilities (Suzukida &
Saito, 2022). Addressing these errors with focused instruction and
feedback is essential to enhance proficiency.

This study's primary objective is to identify, categorize,
and analyze the specific spoken language errors made by
Vietnamese exchange students in video-based assignments,
focusing on pronunciation, erammatical, and lexical issues.
Through this analysis using a qualitative-descriptive design, the
research aims to reveal patterns of spoken language difficulties
and offer insights that inform teaching strategies, thus supporting
students in improving their spoken English skills and overall

language competence in international exchange settings.

Objectives

To identify, categorize, and analyze the specific types of
spoken language errors (pronunciation, grammatical, and lexical
mistakes) made by Vietnamese exchange students in their video-

based assignments.

Methodology
Research Design
This study follows a qualitative-descriptive design. The

sample consists of 20 video submissions selected through
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purposive sampling. Data collection involved transcription of
spoken content to identify errors, categorized into pronunciation,
grammar, and vocabulary produced by Vietnamese exchange
students in a task-based learning environment.

Participants

The participants are Vietnamese exchange students
enrolled in a short course at Udon Thani Rajabhat University.
These students are non-native English speakers participating in
video-based projects that require spoken communication in
English.

Data Collection

Video-Based Projects: Students are tasked with creating
video projects as part of their coursework. The videos serve as the
primary data source for analyzing spoken language errors.
Transcription: The spoken content from the videos is transcribed
to ensure an accurate analysis of spoken language errors. Each
individual conversation within the video projects is carefully
transcribed for further categorization.

Error Classification

The spoken language errors are classified into the following
categories:

1. Pronunciation Errors: Issues with incorrect articulation
of sounds or words.

2. Grammatical Errors: Incorrect use of tenses, sentence

structures, or word forms.
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3. Lexical Errors: Incorrect word choices or misuse of
vocabulary.

These errors are recorded using an error collection form,
which ensures consistent categorization across all video projects.
Data Analysis

The analysis is divided into the following stages:

Error Frequency Count: The frequency of each type of
error (pronunciation, grammatical, lexical) is calculated.

Error Source Interpretation: The potential causes of errors,
such as language transfer from Vietnamese to English, are
interpreted based on error patterns.

Patterns of Errors: Analysis focuses on identifying common
patterns across different students to provide insights into shared

challenges.

Additionally, 78 instances, or

49.06% of all errors, were found to be pronunciation issues,

followed by grammatical errors (66 instances, or 41.51%) and

lexical errors (15 instances, or 9.43%).

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The Table 2 provides a detailed examination of 78
pronunciation problems classified into ten types, emphasizing
parts where participants face significant phonological accuracy
concerns. Mispronunciation of specific consonant sounds appears
as the most important issue, accounting for 57.69% of all errors.
This high frequency indicates that learners may struggle with
consonant pronunciation due to differences in phonetic inventory
between their first language (L1) and the target language (L2). For
example, the word with -tion, the learners significantly pronounce
the sound /s/ instead of /I/.

Furthermore, Omission of sounds ranks as the second
most common error at 14.10%, with examples such as dropping
final consonants. This omission pattern is typical in learners from
languages that may lack final consonants, resulting in a tendency
to exclude them in L2 speech. For instance, the word next some
of them pronounce /nek/. It should be /nekst/. Incorrect word
stress errors, comprising 7.69% of errors, point to challenges with
prosodic features, potentially due to differences in stress patterns
between L1 and L2.

Additionally, Errors in vowel sounds (6.41%), sound
substitutions (3.85%), and the addition of extra sounds (3.85%)
are also noticeable. Sound substitution, which is often impacted
by L1 phonetic structure, suggests that learners might replace
new L2 sounds with familiar L1 phonemes, demonstrating L1

transfer effects. For example, the word internship were significantly
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pronounced /'In.t31n.st/ instead of /'In.t31n.J'Ip/. Similarly,
the addition of extra sounds might be caused by overgeneralization
or attempting to imitate difficult phonemes. These patterns
highlight the importance of L1 interference in molding learners'
pronunciation in L2.

Moreover, Errors in syllable pronunciation and diphthong
mispronunciation each account for 2.56% of errors, while incorrect
use of voiced and voiceless consonants is less common, at 1.28%.
No errors were observed in sentence-level intonation, suggesting
either that sentence-level prosody may not be as challenging for
these learners, or that the instructional focus on isolated words
and phrases may reduce instances of intonation errors.

In summary, the data reveal that individual consonant
sounds and sound deletion are the most difficult. These findings
may influence pronunciation-focused methods by stressing
consonant pronunciation, final sounds, and stress patterns, so

dealing with the most frequent errors in a targeted manner.

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According to Table 3, The data categorizes 66 grammatical errors
into four main types, with sentence structure errors being the
most frequent (33.33%). This shows that learners struggle with
correct word order and clause construction, likely due to syntactic
differences between their first language (L1) and the target
language (L2). For instance, “There also have comfortable
rooms...” should be "There are also comfortable rooms."

Moreover, incorrect verb tense usage is the second most
common error (30.30%), indicating challenges with tense
consistency and temporal markers, which may arise from
overgeneralization or limited exposure to L2 tense rules. For
example, “The Ho Chi Minh Historical Site become one of the
most popular tourist attractions...” should be "has become."

In addition, subject-verb agreement errors (21.21%) reflect
difficulty with aligning subjects and verbs in both number and
person, potentially influenced by differing grammatical
requirements in learners' L1. For instance, “This room offer us a
variety of services...” should be "This room offers..." Finally, errors
in noun or adjective forms (15.16%) point to challenges with
morphological rules, such as pluralization or adjectival agreement.
For example, “I have some purpose location for you.” likely
meant to be "l have some recommended locations for you."

Overall, this data reveals that sentence structure and verb
tense usage are primary challenges, comprising over 60% of the

total grammatical errors. This breakdown suggests a need for
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targeted grammar instruction focusing on sentence construction,
verb tense accuracy, and subject-verb agreement to address the

most frequent errors in learner output.

The Table 4 reveals that 15 lexical errors were found and
classified into three main types: incorrect word choice, misuse of
vocabulary and overgeneralization. Incorrect word choice is the
most frequent, representing 66.66% of all lexical errors, indicating
that learners often struggle to select contextually appropriate
words. This may suggest limited lexical knowledge or inadequate
awareness of nuanced word meanings within specific contexts. For
instance, “Medical room...” more accurately termed “health clinic”
or “infirmary.”

Misuse of vocabulary accounts for 26.67% of errors, likely
reflecting instances where learners apply words incorrectly or
inappropriately, perhaps due to insufficient exposure to nuanced
usage in the target language. For example, “We provide courses for

all Thai and foreigners” could be better phrased to “for both Thais
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and foreigners.”

Besides, overgeneralization (6.67%)—where learners apply
rules too broadly across vocabulary—appears infrequently, yet it
highlights a tendency to overapply familiar language patterns to
novel contexts. For instance, “Internship exchange” likely a mix-up
between “internship” and “student exchange.”

This distribution highlights that word choice and vocabulary
misuse are primary lexical challenges, together accounting for over
90% of the observed errors, emphasizing the need for contextual

vocabulary training and semantic precision.

Conclusions

This study analyzed language errors in Vietnamese exchange
students’ spoken English, focusing on pronunciation, grammar, and
vocabulary. Pronunciation errors, especially in consonant sounds
and sound omissions, were the most frequent, highlighting challenges
in adapting to English phonology. Grammatical errors, primarily in
sentence structure and verb tense, underscored the need for
focused grammar support to bridge differences between Vietnamese
and English syntax. Lexical errors, though less common, emphasized
the importance of contextual vocabulary training to improve word
choice accuracy. Overall, these findings suggest that targeted
instruction in pronunciation, grammar, and vocabulary can significantly

enhance Vietnamese learners’ proficiency in spoken English.

Discussion

The analysis of language errors among Vietnamese exchange
students highlights key challenges in pronunciation, grammar, and
vocabulary, aligning with prior research indicating similar ESL difficulties
(Ngu, 2022; Ha, 2005). Pronunciation errors, particularly consonant
mispronunciations (57.69%) and sound omissions (14.10%), reveal
strong L1 influence, as Vietnamese learners often struggle with consonant
clusters and final sounds, frequently omitting or altering them to fit
native phonological norms (Ngu, 2022). Nguyen (2019) emphasizes
additional challenges in vowel distinction, suggesting that targeted
phonetic exercises could improve spoken fluency. Gramsnmatical errors
were the most prevalent, comprising 46% of all errors, with notable
difficulties in sentence structure (33.33%) and verb tense usage
(30.30%). These issues reflect significant structural differences, as
Vietnamese verbs lack tense markers, making tense consistency
challenging (Nhut, 2020). Subject-verb agreement errors further
complicate English syntax adoption (Bui et al., 2021), indicating that
focused grammar instruction on tense and cohesion may aid learning.
Lexical errors, primarily incorrect word choice (66.67%), result from
limited exposure to nuanced vocabulary, with students often relying
on direct translations (Pham, 2020). Vocabulary training emphasizing
contextual usage could enhance lexical precision. Overall, these
findings suggest that a comprehensive approach to language
instruction, incorporating phonetic, srammar, and vocabulary training,

could better support Vietnamese ESL learners, as tailored approaches
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have proven effective in addressing specific linguistic needs (Nguyen
et al., 2022).

Recommendation

Future research could compare pronunciation, grammar,
and lexical errors among EFL learners from various linguistic back-
grounds (e.g., Thai, Vietnamese, Chinese) to identify unique language
transfer effects. This comparison would provide insights into how
native language influences specific error patterns, helping to tailor

ESL instruction to address these group-specific challenges effectively.
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Abstract

This study examines the role of Large Language Model
(LLM) Al'in translation, focusing on its capabilities and the potential
risks it poses to human translators. LLM, a form of artificial
intelligence trained on massive datasets across multiple languages,
has shown significant proficiency in natural language processing and
translation tasks. This has led to increased reliance on LLM for
translation across various professions, raising concerns about the
displacement of human translators. The study investigates the
advantages and disadvantages of LLM in translating texts between
Thai and English comparing to human translators. Despite the Al's
remarkable speed and ability to handle over 100 languages,
challenges remain in ensuring cultural appropriateness, linguistic
consistency, and contextual understanding. Additionally, the study
highlights the potential biases in Al outputs and the risk of
hallucinations—where Al generates plausible but incorrect
translations.

Human translators are found to have an edge in handling
complex, context-dependent tasks and maintaining high-quality
translations. However, LLM's ability to quickly produce translations
makes it a competitive alternative, especially for large-scale,
general-purpose translation tasks. The study concludes with
recommendations for translators to adapt by developing specialized
skills, embracing continuous learning, and leveraging Al tools to

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Abstract

Handwoven Mudmee fabrics are craftsmanship that have
been created in aspects of production since ancient times. It has
cultural and daily life values regarded as the craftsmanship that can
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be worn in everyday life, special occasions, and traditional festivals.
Its patterns have been developed continually since the past until
the present day based on humans' behavior and the way of life.
Presently, handwoven Mudmee fabrics become more popular. It
has been developed further in aspects of its concept, marketing,
and creation techniques regarding colors, textiles, weaving
techniques, and design process. According to this, handwoven
Mudmee fabrics become a creative product that responds to
consumers’ needs. The designing, developing, and creating
processes correspond to the goals and principles of products and
fashion design. The principles of art composition are used as the
main element for the designing process. In the design process,
inspiration, concepts, clothing styles, dressmaking techniques,
repetition, rhythm, pattern, descending order, direction, harmony,
contrast, balance, and unity are used to design products. The
designed products become creative, outstanding, interesting, and
unique in order to respond to the needs of consumers. The authors
study and synthesize the qualitative studies that the interviews
conducted to elicit the data from the representatives of the indigo
weaving groups, handwoven Mudmee fabrics sellers, and experts in
the field of fashion design. The results revealed a positive
appreciation, support, and suggestion towards the designed product
that was evaluated through the questionnaires. The statistical
analysis of perceived value and the number of likes and shares on
social media revealed that many designed products received 2,000
to 3,000 likes and shares, including 90 to 95 percent of positive
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comments and interactions. According to the results, this information
is a practical guideline to develop the design process.
