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Abstract

Educational inequality remains a critical challenge affecting a nation’s economic,
social, and security dimensions. This study aimed to compare strategies and practices in
educational management to reduce inequality in Thailand, Vietnam, Indonesia, and New
Zealand. Based on Bereday's framework for interdisciplinary comparative analysis, the study
used a comparative and qualitative research design to analyze documents, conduct structured
interviews, and collect data from key stakeholders in education in all four countries.

The findings revealed the following: Thailand's initiatives, such as the Free Education
Policy for 15 years, have improved access to education but continue to exhibit disparities in
quality, especially between urban and rural students, as reflected in PISA 2022 results.
Vietnam's education system performed significantly better than the OECD averages due to the
fair distribution of resources, ongoing professional development for teachers, and effective
national assessment systems, encapsulated in the "Vietnam Effect." Indonesia has made strides
in access through initiatives like Program Indonesia Pintar (PIP) but faces challenges in
improving the quality of education. New Zealand excelled in decentralizing education
management, supporting indigenous communities such as Maori and Pasifika, and achieving
high literacy outcomes.

In Thailand, persistent challenges include inadequate infrastructure, inequitable
resource allocation, and insufficient teacher quality in rural areas. Policy recommendations
include decentralizing education management, investing in early childhood and vocational
education, improving teacher training, and establishing comprehensive data systems to
monitor educational inequality.

This study emphasizes leveraging insights from Vietnam, Indonesia, and New Zealand
to develop effective, evidence-based policies tailored to Thailand’s context. The findings
aim to contribute to sustainable development goals by promoting equity in education and
