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Abstract

The objective of this research were, 1) to test the validity and reliability of
HEXACO personality test, 2) to study the student personality in the high school of
Kasetsart University Laboratory School, Center for Educational Research and
Development 3) to compare the characteristics of differed from another in terms of
an overall aspect and sub aspect which were classified by sex according to the
program with a personality test. This personality test with 6 dimensions called HEXAC,
was translated into Thai from English language and modified to make it easier to
understand. After that, the personality test was checked by 8 specialists including,
4 experts in educational psychologist and 4 experts in educational psychologist in
educational technology.
