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Research Guidelines
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Abstract

Nowadays, the term “startup” has gained prominence as an engine of economic growth amid the
ongoing global economic slowdown. However, there is no academic consensus of the actual meanings of
startup, and the extent of its coverage boundary. Thus, the objective of this article is to present the idea
related to “startup” in order to equip students and entrepreneurs with a better understanding of this issue.
A review of literatures shows that “startup” is a subset of “entrepreneurship,” and the important issue of
“startup” is innovation-related inventions in various aspects. Furthermore, innovation transferred through
entrepreneurs positively leads to an increase in the rate of economic growth in the long run.
