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Natural Disaster Preparedness Awareness:
Literature Review
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Abstract

Previous research indicated that developing natural disaster awareness was a vital key for effectively
preparing people to cope with natural disasters. However, according to related literature reviews on disaster
preparedness, there has been no evidence that identifies the collection of natural disaster preparedness

awareness as a whole because past studies tended to focus on some factors or components that were
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perceived to help strengthen and develop disaster awareness. Based on synthesizing the related literatures,
this article found related factors for developing natural disaster preparedness awareness, which consist of
hazard knowledge, hazard attitude, training for disaster preparedness, rehearsal and practice for disaster
preparedness, cultural development for preparedness, public relations and communication, storytelling,
disaster awareness game, simulation, past experience to natural disasters, information sharing with family
members, and commitment to the community (time of living). This article aims to review related literature

on natural disaster preparedness awareness leading to synthesizing related factors to develop disaster

awareness indicators or disaster awareness scale measurement in the future.
