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Abstract

Thailand’ s work permit laws create cbstacles, making return
transfers through commercial banks difficult for the Myanmar labor
force in the Kingdom. Analyzing current laws may facilitate return
transfers by the Myanmar labor force. Basic data was gathered throush
literature  review of textbooks, research repertsjournals, printed texts,
newspapers, the internet, meeting reports, and academic seminars. Data was
alsc collected by in-depth interviews of 300 samples from the Myanmar labor
ferce in Thailand. They worked in construction, manufacturing plants, and as
personal emplcyees.

Results were that because laborers from Myanmar lack of
passports, they were unable to make retum transfer transacticns through
Thaicommercial banks. They could do so through ATMs. Suggesting that
Thailand” 5 legal measures control foreign laborers and specifically the
Myanmar labor force did not pose an insurmcuntable obstacle for the
workers. And Chsenve findings were that most samples feared the Thai legal
systern due to ignorance of the law. Most also felt that Thai law was difficult to
understand and learn about. The culture of meoney transfers by the labor force,
familiarity and trust in finandial brekers, convenience, and speed all played a role
in this activity. The most significantproblem was that recipients of money transfers

in Myanmar lacked bank accounts and lived far from banks..
