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Abstract

The cornerstone of the changes in the U.S. Foreign Policy began
after the incident of 9/11, paving the way for U.S. to declare a war on
terrorism and overturning its multilateral cooperation to unilateralism.
By focusing on the concept of consent and historic bloc in the Neo-
Gramscian School as a vital instrument to understand the failure of U.S.
hegemony, this paper concludes that the war on terrorism, however,
will not succeed unless the process of seeking consent in domestic and
international sphere. In addition, the consequences of an unfinished
war also have negative impacts on the political economy of U.S. in the

long run.
