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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the important
characteristics of experiential learning activities to enhance the public
mind of high school students, 2) to develop Model the experiential learning
activities to enhance the public mind of high school students, 3) to study the
effectiveness of the experiential learning activities Model to enhance the public
mind of high school students, and 4) to study the satisfaction of the students on
the experiential learning activities to enhance the public mind of high school
students. The Results were found as follow:

The important characteristics of experimental learning are as follows:
1) supplementary activities not based on content, 2) learning by real
practices and situations, 3) creating new knowledge through exchanging
experiences from group and society, 4) activities that promote the expression of the
behavior of public sacrifice, 5) activities involving social institutions,
6) learning from a variety of learning sources both inside and outside the
classroom, and 7) students participated in the evaluation in order to apply in
their self-development.

The development of experiential learning activities consists of 5
components: principle, aim, content, implementation (including 5 stages:
1) Knowledge and Awareness (KA). 2) Enhancement (E), 3) Construction
(C), 4) Presentation and Application (PA), and 5) Assessment and Reflection
(AR)), and measurement and evaluation.

The effective index (E.I.) of experiential learning activities was .765,
which means that the students have advanced their learning at 76.50 percent.

The student satisfaction on the experiential learning activities had an
average of 4.68 at the highest level.
