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Abstract

The objectives of this quantitative study were: to study personal factors of tourists
traveling to Phra Boromma That Nadun , to survey the necessary changes to facilitate tourists
in question and to propose development guidelines to improve the facilities at Phra
Boromma That Nadun. The study also proposed to set guideline according to the
architectural standards. The samples were selected from 305 tourists by using G*Power 3.1.2
program to calculate the samples. Accidental sampling questionnaires were employed.
Statistics used to analyze data were frequency, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and One-
Way ANOVA.

It was found that most tourists were females, under 20 years old, with a bachelor's
degree or higher, their income being below 15,000 baht and mostly being single. The
subjects had their domicile in northeastern Thailand. They came to the site two or three
times a year. Their objective was to make merit and they travelled along with their
respective families. Their travel expense was beyond 1500 baht. Their requirement for
facilities was at a high level. The tourists different in age and occupations had different
requirements for facilities at a statistically significant difference of 0.05. The concerning the
guidelines, relevant agencies were to improve facilities according to the standard of the
ministerial regulations and the tourists should be able to fully and easily access the facilities.
