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Abstract

The main purpose of this research was to investigate the desirable characteristics of
Chinese teachers as perceived by the students at Prince of Songkla University, Surat Thani
Campus. The samples in this study were 120 students who registered the Chinese language
course as a free elective course in the second semester of the academic year 2020. The

samples were chosen by using a purposive sampling technic. The research instruments were
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questionnaires about the students’ desirable characteristics of Chinese teachers including 4
aspects: Teaching Performance, Moral and Ethics, Personalities and Relationships, and
Teaching Assessments. The data were analyzed with descriptive statistics: percentages,
means and standard deviation. The findings revealed that the overall level of the students’
desirable characteristic aspects of Chinese teachers were at a highest level. When each
aspect of the desirable characteristic was considered, the Teacher Performance aspect was
at the highest rank (x = 4.83), followed by Personalities and Relationships, Teaching
Assessments, and Moral and Ethics, respectively.
