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Abstract
This research aimed 1) to examine patterns of community participation in the
camping business and 2) to develop a community-based participatory model for the
camping business to promote sustainable tourism. A qualitative research approach was
employed. The sample consisted of camping business operators, community members,
and stakeholders involved in the camping business. Data were collected through in-depth
interviews with 12 informants. The research instrument was a semi-structured interview

guide focusing on patterns of community participation in the camping business and the
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development of community-based participatory camping businesses for sustainable
tourism.

The findings revealed that 1) community participation in the camping business
can be classified into four patterns: 1.1) information-based participation, 1.2) consultative
participation, 1.3) operational participation, and 1.4) empowerment-based participation.
Each level plays a significant role in promoting the sustainability of the camping business.
2) Regarding the development of community-based participatory camping businesses for
sustainable tourism, these approaches enable community participation in the camping
business to create a balance between economic growth and environmental conservation,
while strengthening the role of communities as integral contributors to the sustainable

tourism industry in the long term.
