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Abstract

This objectives of this study were 1) to assess the efficiency of skill practices in
composing Klon Supap when taught through the instructional concept of Robert Gagne,
with a targeted proficiency level of 80/80 for Prathom Suksa 6 students; 2) to examine
the learning achievements of Prathom Suksa 6 students in response to skill practice in
composing Klon Supap, guided by the conceptual framework of Robert Gagne; and 3) to
evaluate student satisfaction with the skill practices in composing Klon Supap, alongside
teaching based on the concept of Robert Gagne. The sample comprised 30 Prathom
Suksa 6 students selected through purposive sampling from Ban Mae Wan School, Doi
Saket District, Chiangmai Province, studying in the second semester of the 2022 academic
year. Data analysis involved mean, standard deviation, and percentage. Results indicated
that the efficiency of skill practices exceeded the required proficiency level at
90.08/90.11. Learning achievements, as measured by posttest scores, demonstrated a
significant improvement over pretest scores at the 0.05 level. Moreover, students
reported the highest level of satisfaction with the skill practices, receiving instruction
grounded in the concept of Robert Gagne, with a mean score of 4.77 and a standard

deviation of 0.15.
