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Abstract

The paper aimed at to present the halal in social participation cooperation networks
dimension for country development. We found that the halal in social participation
cooperation networks dimension for country development can describe in 8 topics: 1)
Development of utilities, 2) social psychological development, 3) economic development,
4) educational system development, 5) justice development, 6) telecommunication
network development, 7) trade and investment development, and 8) political
development. Each aspect of development must be formed through government
cooperation. Private Sector People and civil society together. Decide to work together,
benefit and evaluate collaboration in the form of a participating cooperation network for
sustainable development of Thailand.
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
