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Abstract

In a reading classroom, questions serve as a tool in the teacher's instructional
management and play a crucial role in creating effective learning experiences for students.
Well-crafted questions should be challenging, stimulating analytical thinking, promoting
exploration, and fostering a deeper understanding of the reading material. Additionally,
question-answer activities help to create classroom interaction, facilitating communication
between the teacher and students, as well as among the students themselves through
discussions and exchanges of knowledge and thoughts about the text. Despite the

significance of questions in the learning process, several studies have identified challenges
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in teachers' use of questions. It has been observed that many teachers predominantly rely
on textbook questions that focus on factual details, thus failing to cultivate high-level
reading comprehension. Therefore, this article aims to present issues related to the use of
questions in English reading classrooms, explaining them with illustrative examples to offer
insight and practical guidance to teachers, enabling them to envision ways to apply this

knowledge in their instructional practices.

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The Panda Bear

One of the most unusual bears known to man is the panda bear. Panda bears live in
southwestern China, specifically in misty bamboo forests. There are two main types of pandas:
the giant black-and-white panda and the red panda. They weigh anywhere from 175 to 275
pounds and grow to be five to six feet in height. Newborn panda cubs are about the size of a
chipmunk. They are born blind and completely helpless. Typically, they stay with their mothers
for approximately 18 months, relying extensively on maternal care and guidance. Once the
baby pandas leave their mothers, they will live all alone.

Pandas are active both during the day and at night. The most important plant in the life
of pandas is bamboo. They spend about 12 hours of their day eating bamboo. Pandas have
special bones in their wrists that enable them to grab the stalks of the bamboo. They will peel
away the outer edge of the stalk and eat the soft inner portion of the bamboo. Their giant
molars crush the bamboo stalks. The pandas will also eat the bamboo leaves. Pandas have
also been known to eat sugar cane, special high-fiber biscuits, carrots, apples, and sweet
potatoes.

Pandas are an endangered species. Why are so few left? One reason is that they have less
bamboo to eat. More and more of the bamboo forests where pandas live are being cut down.
China has more people than any other country in the world, and these people need food,
clothing, and homes. Farmers want to use the land where the forests are to plant food. Loggers
want to cut down the forests and sell the bamboo to make money. As the forests disappear,
pandas are having a harder time finding food. Sometimes they starve. Today, there are about
1,600 pandas left in the wild.
