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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to: 1) develop a measurement instrument for media literacy
skills among high school students; 2) validate the instrument; and 3) establish normative criteria for
interpreting media literacy skills scores among high school students. The sample consisted of 324
students from Grades 10 to 12 at a secondary school in Bangkok, under the Secondary Educational
Service Area Office Bangkok 1. These students were selected through simple random sampling from a
population of 1,362 students across 36 classrooms during the second semester of the 2024 academic
year. The research instrument was a media literacy skills assessment tool for high school students.
Data were analyzed using percentages, standard deviation, content validity, item difficulty, discrimination
index, reliability, and norm-referenced interpretation.

The results indicated that: 1) The developed instrument demonstrated acceptable content validity,
with Item-Objective Congruence (IOC) indices ranging from 0.60 fo 1.00; 2) the item difficulty indices
ranged from 0.25 to 0.63, the discrimination indices ranged from 0.31 to 0.94, and the overall reliability
coefficient of the instrument was 0.87 and 3) the norm-referenced interpretation of media literacy skills
comprised five components: (1) media access, (2) media analysis, (3) media evaluation, (4) media
creation and presentation, and (5) participation and sharing. Most students' T-scores fell within the
normal range of T45-T54. However, for components (4) media creation and presentation, and
(5) participation and sharing, most students obtained T-scores within the higher normal range of T55-
T65. Overall, students’ media literacy skills ,based on the five components, fell within the normal T-
score range of T45-T54, indicating that the mgjority of students demonstrated a moderate level of
media literacy skills, with 125 students, accounting for 38.58%.
