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Abstract

ASEAN community in the 21% century 21 is faced with changes and the
dynamics of power, which is moving the power (power shift) from the west to the
east. Change occurs through power (power of transition) is a system that changes the
old system to the new one. Regarding ASEAN, the changes has happened in the areas
of political and economic transformation (Political and Economic Transformation),
especially in geographic dimension of economics, immunology, sciences and social
sciences. The State chart has called for the ASEAN cooperation meeting and political
stability in the Asia-Pacific (ASEAN Regional Forum-ARF).
