Abstract

This academic article aimed to review concept about the pattern of work of labor
platforms and analyze the advantages and disadvantage to explain labor phenomenon. The
analysis results showed that the pattern of work was classified gig worker, on-demand work,
crowd work, work-on-demand via app, part-time, multi-party employment and self-employed.
These jobs have the advantages: 1) being performed via online platforms, 2) variable income
according to workload, 3) creating options to work, flexibility in length of time, and
disadvantages are 1) insecurity from uncertain income and basic rights ineligibility 2) risk of
being hired by others of the same skill and accident risk.
