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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to analyze teaching methods which could improve
learning skills in the 21" century by documentary research from academic documents, textbooks,
and related research; and 2) to evaluate teaching methods which could improve learning skills in the
21" century by asking expert opinions. The experts consisted of 4 instructors from the faculty of
technical education, and 5 school administrators. The research has also inquired the opinions of 13
professional teachers who were teaching in vocational education institution. The research was
acquired by an accidental sampling method. In the evaluation, the content consistency was used by
assessment tools between the 21" century learning skills and teaching methods. The quality
evaluation form on teaching method has analyzed the data by calculating the Index of Item -

Objective Congruence (I0C), mean, and standard deviation.
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The results of the research indicated that 1) Teaching methods, including deductive
teaching, inductive teaching, small group discussion, and teaching by learning from experiments,
could completely improve the learning skills in the 21" century. 2) The experts have supported all 4
teaching methods which were consistent with the development of learning skills in the 21" century.
For the Index of Item - Objective Congruence (I0C), it was between 0.556 and 1.0 with greater than

0.5. The professional teachers realized that all 4 teaching methods were able to enhance the

learning skills in the 21" century at a high level.
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
