Project, The Network for Higher Education Development, Upper Central Region. The research found
that 1) For school administrators and teachers participating in the project, the mean score of
knowledge about the coaching and mentoring process for teacher development was X = 26.40, SD =
1.14 after training and the mean score before training was X = 20.80, SD = 1.34 Comparing the scores
between the two tests, the post-training scores were higher than the pre-training at .01 level of
significance 2) For school administrators participating in the project, the results of the supervisory
competency assessment were at a high level X = 4.55, S.D = 0.52 The mean score of all supervisory
aspects was X = 4.39, S.D = 0.52 the results were at a high level. 3. Teachers participating in the
program have ability in teaching and learning management. The average score ranged level X = 2.95,
S.D = 0.13 the results were good and the average score of learning management ability in all aspects
of teachers who participated in the program was X = 4.20, S.D = 0.62 the results were at a high level.
3) For school administrators and teachers participating in the project, the average score of
expectation was X = 4.39, S.D = 0.57 and the average score of satisfaction was X = 4.31, S.D = 0.59
both scores were at a high level.

This research aimed to present the management model of health insurance systems
approach to Myanmar workers in Thailand by using an integrated research methodology consisted of
in-depth interviews from 46 concerned persons.

Content analysis method is used for qualitative data approach and statistical method is used for
guantitative data approach. The research found that the appropriate health insurance management
system model for Myanmar workers in Thailand, namely ALINE MODEL which consists of 5 areas as
follows: 1) A = Applicable services, providing appropriate services at all levels, from primary care,
emergency and referral system 2) L = LAW, laws, rules, regulations, orders and notifications related
to the provision of health insurance system and health insurance management systems for alien
workers 3) | = Integration, integrating the data links between departments in all sectors including

database links with the country of origin of the person 4) E = Extended policy, government policy
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formulation by expanding health insurance laws to be the universal coverage 5) N = National Health

Authority, the National Central Agency responsible for the overall health insurance system at the

national level including financial, fiscal and management systems.

The objective of the research is to issue law for the implementation of specific city planning law
of Koh Chang Community (West coast), Trat Province. Research methodology is qualitative research, including
documentary research; in-depth interview; participatory design, co-design; and hearing.

The research found out that Koh Chang is a tourism place which meets the 5 factors for the
determination of specific city plan are criteria to select the area; structure of specific city plan; operation
organizations; people participation; and law for the implementation of specific city plan. The model law on
the specific city plan of Koh Change has 32 provisions consisting of Chapter 1 General Provision, Chapter 2
Specific Use of Land; Chapter 3 Measures to Comply with the Objectives of Specific City Plan; and Chapter 4
Punishment and Transitional Provisions.

The research recommendation is to issue Ministerial Regulation to specify the detail for the law
enforcement, and to amend the City Plan Act, B.E. 2518. The Local Administration Organization shall be the
committee member of the City Plan Committee. The setting up of specific city plan should be according of
the people preferences by the authority and duty of Provincial Administration Organization. The
recommendation of further research is to continue study for setting up specific city plan of Koh Change, East
coast in order to conserve an agricultural community.

In hypothesis testing it was found that there is no relation of sex and knowledge with the
application of Santutthi principle to purchasing smartphone of students, but there is a relation of year and
income with the application of Santutthi principle to purchasing smartphone of students. In the
application of Santutthi principle to purchasing smartphone students suggested that 1) one should
purchase smartphone according to one’s own condition and state 2) one should be content with one’s
own smartphone 3) one should purchase smartphone by focusing its real value.

government departments total of 10 people 2) find the guideline for the management model of the
World Heritage Site, by using a focus group of 5 relevant government departments total of 10 people
and 3) explore the agreement towards a participatory management model of the World Heritage Site,
by using questionnaires total of 135 participants. The result revealed that; Management issues of the
World Heritage Site in the historical city of Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya and Satellite Cities Sustainably
are 7 main issues; 1) the area invasion, 2)lack of administration center, 3) lack of staffs for
management, 4) the using land in the area of relevant agencies, 5) problem form local politics in the
area, 6) budget for management and 7) law enforcement. Guidelines for the participatory
management to solve these problems consisted of; 1) policy and master plan for conservation and
management of cultural and natural world heritage that is clear and continuous both at the national
and provincial levels, 2) the special law to be enforced in the World Heritage Site, 3) establishment
of a special agency to manage the area, 4) power allocation to Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya province
to manage all the sites based on the special law. This research propose Participatory management
model of the World Heritage Site of the historical city of Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya and Satellite
Cities Sustainably consisted of 7 aspect; 1) policy and master plan, 2) organizing the administration
center, 3) organizing the staffs for management, 4) directing and commanding, 5) coordination, 6)
reporting and 7) local budget management.

The recommendation of further research is
the new structure of military procedure law.

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Community’s Learning Process for Developing the Elderly’s Quality
of Life on Occupation in Nong Khwang Community, Phon Samran
Subdistrict, Khu Muang District, Buriram Province
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study: 1) situations and problems of quality of life
of the elderly, 2) community learning process, and 3) establishment of learning process for improving
the quality of life in occupation of the elderly. The research tools were forums, group discussions
and interviews. Community participation process was applied to the samples which consisted of
community leaders, the elderly and officers of Phon Samran Sub district Administrative Organization
and sub district health promoting hospital via the participatory action research. The results were as
follows: 1) In terms of situations and problems affecting the quality of life of the elderly, has an
elderly population of 13.98 percent of the population, it was found that the elderly held a lot of
debt (76%). Health problems and lifestyles have changed, causing old wisdom to disappear. There
were some elderly who felt depressed about their well-being. However, they desired to have career-
related activities and restoration of local wisdom to improve their quality of life. 2) There were three
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levels of original learning process in the community : individual level such as personal attention and
individual leaming from specialists, family level through absorbing and following the activities of
family’s members from generation to generation, community level through the process of
community refinement and practices and network level learning. 3) in terms of the establishment of
learning process for improving the quality of life in career, it revealed that the process started with
listening to the persons who directed their thought for self-analysis, studying other communities with
similar social contexts then imitating, and using religious activities such as festivals for knowledge
exchange. For example, on the Buddhist Lent and Buddhist Holy days, the elderly gathered together
at temples and learned to make basketry. In addition, there was an elevation in individualized

knowledge to be a community learning base such as 1 Rai integrated farming, elderly’s backyard

farming, basket making, etc.

skills for welcoming Japanese tourists, and 4) the overall satisfaction of the participants towards the

development of Japanese communication skills was rated in the highest level with a mean score of

4.69 (S.D. = 0.46).

The study of “The Intermnational Political Economy of Sovereign Wealth Funds” aims to
examine the evolution of Sovereign Wealth Fund in the international political economy system and its
consequence to the geo-politics and geo-economics. This study is conducted by qualitative method by

employing documentary research to explore a new knowledge. The study found that the emergence of
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Sovereign Wealth Funds (SWFs) has been becoming increasingly important in the world capitalism,
particularly, when SWFs have used their tremendous wealth to invest and give support some of financial
institutions and investment banking. The actions come as other kinds of acquirers have been sidelined by
the subprime crisis. The Wall Streets’ best-known firms such as Merrill Lynch, Morgan Stanley and
Citigroup became the latest to get the sovereign-wealth treatment, picking up a further $ 4.4 billion, 5
billion and 7.5 billion respectively, by the Temasek of Singapore, China Investment Corporation and Abu
Dhabi Investment Authority of the United Arab Emirates, much of them from the governments in Asia and
the Middle East. In the one hand, in principle everyone welcomes foreign investment, but on the other
hand when the money belongs to other governments, people, especially politicians, are not always so
sure. American’s Congress has uttered barely a success as Wall Streets’ big firms have taken foreign cash.
But when credit was loosed it was alarmed at the state-backed acquisition of oil companies,
telecommunications, airports, ports and infrastructure projects. The role of SWFs has made a change to
the international political economy, particularly, in the capital globalization, international monetary and
financial system. After the World War I, the trans-national corporations have driven the world capitalism,
those firms characterized as the private capitalism. Today, the capitalism system that has been forcing by
the private capitalism is challenged by the SWFs, the government-owned investment funds, which is
becoming greater influence in the global capital market.
